IT IS BAD enough that the Supreme Court

by a five to four decision, with the four
best lawyers on the court dissenting, should
have declared the Railroad Retirement Act
unconstitutional. It is a positive menace,
a declaration of a kind of judicial fascism,
that this five to four decision should deny to the
Congress of the United States apparently all power
to pass welfare legislation, This 4s intolerable,

The employer thereupon took
pity on the girl, dnd made the fol-
lowing offer:

Although there was no job open
gt present he would do her a spe-
clal favor. He would take her on
the company payroll until a reg-
ular job could be found for her.
Meanwhile she was to receive the
magnificient sum of Bixty cents a
week. Her duties?” Just to hang
