t •TACOMA — Continuance o f 

martial law in the Tacoma saw­
mill  strike, three months old, has 
not yet rwulted in breaking the 
strike. Despite efforts made by 
<jonservative leaders of the Car­
penters' and Joiners Brotherhood 
(to return- some -of the men to 
work, thousands are still out de­
termined to win a general agree­
ment."

la Tacoma  ̂outdoor meetings 
ihave been forbidden, men are ar­
rested without charge or warrant, 
prisoners are held incommunicado 
In the horse stables of the armory, 
women and children have been 
gassed - and numerous clubbing: 
and bayonet prods have been visit­
ed on the strikers.

But the soldiers are not saw­
ing any wood. Even the lumber 
trust papers admit that there is 
only a pretense of work by skelton 
crows of strawbosses and scabs.

More than 40,000 liunberworkers 
are out all along the Facifio coast 
for a living wage and standard 
hours,.. The local leadership is 
progressively militant in contrast 
to the “ get the men back to work”  
attitude of international officials.

MILWAUKEE —How does a So-t 
cialist city attorney act?
