What Of The Harvest?

X As this will be the last issue of Solidarity before the open-
ing of the Kansas City Harvest Conference on April 15, we
think it advisable to summarize the main ideas or proposals re-
garding the work of organization for the coming season. These
general proposals are three in number, disregarding some varia-
tions suggested by the different contributors to the discussion.
;! First, there is the proposal to leave the organization work
in control of the local unions already in existence in the harvest
Each local is to také charge of a specified district; to re-
ceive from organizers or delegates in that section all monies
from initiations and ‘dues; and be in general responsible for the
work of organization under its jurisdiction, These locals are
also, of course, to act as intermediaries befiween the jog groups
and the General Office. In this view, no effort should be made
to establish. a separate national office for harvesters or migratory
workers; they are to be initiated as members of the mixed local
nearest to where they work.

The second _eneral proposal is to let the General Adminis-
tration at Chicago have direct charge of the harvest organiza-
tion; appoint and direct the organizers, and receive all monies,
information, etc., until such time as a harvester’s organization
can be securely established. g

'he third general proposal is that of a special harvesters’
organization, to take the organizing job off the hands both of
the mixed locals and the General Administration. This idea
comprehends a separate national office, with a secretary, to re-
ceive and disseminate information from and to the job groups;
to receive all monies from initations, dues, etc., and to use any
surplus that may accure towards promoting the work of indus-
trial organization among migratory workers only. s
