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DENVER HOUSEMAIDS’ LST STOLEN

Thief Gets Card Index of Jobs That Has Given Union a “Corner
on Market for General Housework.”

The latest move of the slave driving mistresses of Denver is
their efforts to destroy the Housemaids' Union was made lasi
week when one of their stool pigeons entered the headquarters of
the union in the Charles Building aifd robbed it of the 6,000 in-
dexed card list that the capitalistic press of Denver has been
pleased to call the Housemaid's “blacklist” of Denver housewives.

The robbery occurred in the early morning when
Jane Sfreet had stepped out of the office for a few minutes to go to
the wash room on the floor above, Fellow Worker Street had been
sleeping in the headquarters at night with a “gatt" under her pil-
low and a section of gas pipe within easy resch guarding against
just such an occurrence. She locked the door when leaving and
upon her return found the list gone with the exception of a few
cards scattered over the floor that the thief had apparently been in
oo great haste to pick up.

For several days-prior to the robbery the girls had heen an-
noyed by a number of gimlet-eyéd gentry, apparently of the gum-
shoe variety of cheap “detectives” watching the ofiéh and making
« stall at looking for work by applying st the employment buresu
for a job.

It is the belief of the meémbers of the Union that the robbery
was planned by one of Denver's fly-by-night detective agencles
probably aided by a disgruntled element from the lower end o:
town who were blocked last summer in their efforts to get in
touch with the Union in what looked like an attempt to establish
a recruiting station fér white slavery within the ranks of the
workers.

W. PRESS CIRCULATION

(Submitted by« harles Ashleigh)

This plan can be adopted by all the
Jocals, or only by some. 1t can apply
to the English papers, or to any for-
eign papers. The following is just &
bare outline and the idea can be mod-
ified according to circumstances,

1. That a quarterly Press Smoker
be held. (Or, in summer, a picnie.)
The proceeds of these functions to
be devoted W the press. These should
be held by every local at about the
same time throughout the éountry,
That each local fold u sube
gotting competition for prizes to he
awarded at the quarterly Smokers or
Picnics. 1 suggest that there be three
prizes, say: $6, §3 and $2. The
amount of prizes to come out of profits
of* Smoker. These to go to three l"lxh
est sub-getters.

3. That competitors be entitled w]
draw prize only from* local from
which they obtained sub books.

4. That all competitors must get
local stamp on sub book before start-
ing in.

These smokers should, of cotirse, be
purely social in form, ‘exetpt, per-
haps, for one short talk on necessi-
ties and advantages of the press and
the formal awarding of prizes and
statement of winners' results.

Local can get together on this idea
through the papers, but there is noth-
ing to prevent individual locals adopt-
ing it right now.
