“The drawings and the specifications
necessary for the application of a
patent,” said Mr. Herring, “will  be
found to be without the most essential
feature, the factor that allows the mu-
chine to do the remarkable things the
Inast flight revealed.  The ‘soul’ of the
machine you may call this factor
which cnables the navigator to meet
|lh-' emergencles  of wind and  weather
and so adjust their apparatus. I have
been nll through  the experiments
which the Wrights have carried to a
suceessful  termination, and  what
they have accomplished reminds me
not a little of my own struggles.”

THE PROBLEM OF THE UNEMPLOYED.

By DARWIN J. MESEROLE.

The following news item appeared
in a prominent dally newspaper of
New York City during a blizzard of
a recent winter:

“A young man, after vainly search-
ing for employment, and whilg suffer-
ing from the pangs of hunger, entered
Justice Brenner's court room. He
was asked by a sympathetic officer
what he wanted.

** ‘Something to eat, and a place
where I can get warm, was the an-
swer, made with chattering teeth,
Examination disclosed the fact that
this man, Stephen Burns by name,
wis honest and deserving of help.
But police courts are not dispensers
of charity, and a complaint of va-
grancy was made against the starv-
ing man-—a complaint made by the
officer with a charitable motive. After
questioning the accused closely, the
magistrate, not with the intent to
punish the young man for his poverty,
but rather with a view of providing
him with the food and sheiter he
needed, sald:

1 will send you to the Peniten-
tiary If you like, Were you ever In
prison?’

' ‘No, sir, responded the prisoner,
‘but anything is better than freezing
to death.’

*“The police report of this case con-
cludes as follows: ‘Magistrate Bren=
ner committed him to the peniten-
tiary for three months. He will re-
quire medical attention, for his arms
are badly frozen.' i

“And so Stephen Burns, gullty of
no crime, was bundled off to prison,
to wear the stripes of degradation,
yet content to sleep behind prison
bars so long as food and warmth
were furnished h{ way of compen-
;nlnon for the gréat wrong done to

m. ; i

In the flve days ending January
18, 1908, eighty-seven (87) men were
sclf-committed  to  the “Workhonse,
Blackwell's Island, from one Magis-
trate's Court, 67th Street, Manhattan
~thigs number not including,’ of
course, many others committed from
about a score of other Magistrates'
Courts.

The character of the appilcants for
assistance during the past two months
since the 'panie,” has, of course,
changed greatly; whereas In ordinary
times there are always in every large
city hundreds if not thousands of
homeless unemployed, they are large-
1y unskilled men, but now many of
the applicants are skilled workmen
—gcarpenters, mechanics, engineers,
machinists, etc.—and It is impossible
to find work ecven for them at any
wages.

It {8 & common saying that '"any
man who wants work can get it," or
“no men are idle except those who
prefer to beg or tramp.,” Statements
of this character are often made
thoughtlessly and indifferently; but
they are more often made in ignor-
ance of real conditions.

The news item quoted created at
the time considerable amazement that
such conditions should exist in our
city. It was not thought possible
that a man—honest, seeking work
and starving-—could be sent to prison
as the only alternative to perishing
in our streets. i

Justice Jacob Brenner, the com-
mitting Magistrate In the Burns case,
sald at that time—and the statement
i, no doubt, more truly descriptive
of conditions this winter:

“1 know of many men who are
honest, sober and industrious, willing
to work at anything—and for any
wages——pvho cannot find employment.
As n last resort many of these men,
who are homeless, without shelter
or food, apply at the courts and are
committed, often at thelr own re-
quest, to the County Jail and even
to the Penitentlary.”

This statement was maliled to the
magistrates of the seven other dis-
tricts in the Boroush of Brooklyn
with thig request:

“Can  you endorse the enclosed
statement of Maglistrate Brenner?
And if =0, will you kindly permit its
use 2" ’

With the exception of one magis-
trate who did not reply, answers were
received from all the districts fully
endorsing the statement of Magistrate
Brenner, A

Magistrate Kramer wrote:

“There are men who, through no
fault of their own and without being
e¢riminals in any sense, but by reason
of misfortunes, are compelled to ap-
ply to the authorities for relief. As
a rule, in their need they go to some
police magistrate for relief and make
known their condition.” ]

Magistrate Bristow:

“There I8 no question more per-
plexing to the magistrate than the
disposal of cases of vagrancy—ap-
parently sober and honest men out of
employment, but willing and anxious
to work."” i

Magistrate Teale: = .«

“It {» mot true that ‘Any man who
wants it can get work,” and I know
whereof T speak. There are hundreds
of men; habits good. physically equip-
ped for the hardest kind of work,
willing to the point of arnxlety to pitch
into work without ralsing the ques-
tion of compel ‘who cannot ob-
taln employment at any price.” .

DBy our treatment of the unemployed
we are making criminals of men who
have heretofore been honest, self-sus-
taining members of the community,
and who would be so again could they
obtain work.”

Late Warden John M.
house, Blackwell's Island,
sald:

“It is my firm conviction that a ma-
jority of the nmde¢n imprisoned in the
workhouse and penitentiary would
never have been here could they have
found employment.”

And is not this "o attitude of so-
ciety generally toward this great un-
solved, and almost unconsidered,
problem of the unemployed. which has
been present at so many crises In
history? Imprisonment in penal in-
stitutions for vagrancy, the crime (7)
of being out of work and homeless,
is  general not only in the United
States, but throughout the eivilized
world. There are few citizens who,
when brought face to face with this
problem, do not feel the Injustice and
inhumanity of soclety’'s treatment of
it; but they are¢ at a loss to know
how to establish anything better with-
out disrupting our present order. And
Is it not time to inquire whether it
is worth while preserving an order
of society that produces such condi-
tions and then Is unable or unwilling
to remedy them? We call our civil-
ization Christian; but is it /Christian,
even according to the lowest.forms of
brotherhood? We are not yet win-
Ing to share the plenty of our ma-
terial resources with our less for-
what, therefore, can
we know of the higher laws of loye,
self-renunciation and service?

Willlam Dean Howells has sald:

“We are put inte.one another's cus-
tody In this world; here, iwhere
many things are in doubt, this is un-
questionable. Up to the present time
our notion of a custodian has been
some sort of a jailer. Soclety really
provides no other for the weaker
brethren.  We imprison people whom
we find wandering about without a
home; we imprison utter poverty; we
ifmprison hopeless misfortune, We
may not all of us think that a very
fing thing; but we¢ have to draw the
line somewhere, and if we arg brought
to book about it, we shrug and ask,
What are we to do? Are we to give
tramps a decent lodging? Are we to
succor misfortune without shutting it
up and putting it to shame?"

The times demand now that we be-
gin at the very bottom and correct
at once this glaring soclal injustice, .

If our penal institutions hold hun-
dreds of men who are in no sense|
eriminals—as our officials testify—we
should liberate' these men and glve
them employment on  our public
roads, our public works and establish,
if necessary, Munleipal or State fac-
tories. Do some say this is too radi-
cal a step? It is contrary to our
ideas of government. Then s it not
time to discuss radical changes in
our ideas of government?

If this problem of the unemployed
and of poverty were some new con-
dition that had suddenly confronted
ug, there might be wisdom In saying,
“Let us be cautious. We must act
conservatively lest some worse  evil
come upon us.”” But when it has been
the cause of the overthrow of na-
tions and civilizations in' all times,
and Is now pressing upon us again
with a more insistent demand for so-
lution we shall be most unwise as a
nation if we do not now find a way
out. Let us not be afrald of what
some may call a radical departure,
viz.: State aid—through employ-
ment—for the unemployed, for the
principle 18 as old as government it
self and, is to-day being applied in
the most enlightened countries.

All thinkers realize that we have
come upon a time of great social and
economic upheaval. Shall we not
srek, by wise legisiation, to direct such
changes as must come toward the
goal of a larger and freer humanity
and a higher national life?

At a public meeting for the un-
employed held in the Academy of
Music in the old City of Brooklyn,
Gaynor sald:

**The stupid cry has come down
through all’ the ages, and we¢ hear
it yet, ‘Don’t disturb the existing order
of things. Leave matters alone.’
There can be no advance of the hu-
man race without a change in the ex-
isting order of things. Popular edu-
cation has been and always will be the
great disturber and improver of the
existing order of things. Diffusion
of human knowledge, and change in
the existing order of things, have
come down from the twilight of fable
hand ip hand. The existing order of
things crucified Jesus because he was
a denouncer of the existing order of
things; and In this enlightened nation
the existing order of things, even
during the lifetime of those of us who
are still called young, was. that one
human being might own another, and
good men were mobbed and killed
for objecting to it. We owe all that
we have to the steady advance of the
human race against the compact mass
of those who have always cried out,
and still crv out as lustily as ever,

Philanthropy is sometimes a fad;
more often it is a matter of business
policy.  Most charity is arrant hypoc-
risy;"always it is a hollow mockery.

In this connpection'a certain estab-
Aished charity in New York, onc that
has attained to institutional . perma-
nency and acquired a comprehensive fame, calls for some attention.
This is the “Dread Line,” established. some years ago by one
Fleischmann, baker, and since his death perpetuated by his son.
Thé elder Fleischmann died a multi-millionaire, The present pro-
prietor of the bakery and the “Bread Line” must be commended as
a gentleman of comsiderable frankness. His place of business is to
be moved one block from its present location, which gave the oc-
casion or at least afforded an excuse for an inquiry by the World
as to whether this change would affect the long-established ““Bread
Line.” A part of Mr. Fleischmann’s reply follows:

“I would be a poor son of my father if I discontinued ‘The
Bread Line.’ He always felt that his business prosperity was
largely due to the good williof the public for his free hand in feed-
ing ‘the poor. When we #ove from our presert location to the
location one block north ‘The Bread Line’ moves with us. We
shall continue to feed the hungry poor—well, as long as I live, and
I sincerely hope'that the practice will cogtinue after.”

Without question Mr. ‘Fleischmann is rizht about the *Dread
Line” being a good investment. The cost of ‘maintaining it is in-
finitely less than the average advertising appropriation for a pros-
perous business of large proportions. Not only is it a living object
lesson in effective publicity, but it is sure of being accorded liberal
space in the newspapers—advertising of a quality superior to that
which can be contracted for with the business office. Moreover,
it' makes 'a most favorable impression ‘on the public mind, which
of itself is always profitable in any buciness.

In moving his establishment Mr. Fleischmann, of course, moves
the bread line. It is a commercial asset, and as necessary to his
business as are the ovens, the wall-cases, the sales-counters and
the cash register.

The active manager of the “Bread Line,”" Robert L. Prange,
also had his say about the matter. -"The old gentleman would be
very angry,” he indignantly protested, “were he alive to see all that
has been printed abput his PRIVATE charity.” Then Mr. Prange
adds: A large sign notifying the poor of our new location will be
strung across the building next weck.” This sign, of course, will
be quite as informing also to the purchasing public. Which seems
rather a protrusive form of publicity to inflict upon a “private”
charity. i

There is no intention in any of this to reflect upon Mr. Fleisch-
mann because he has chosen the most ostentatious possible form
of advertising for his business. Under a system that makes charity
necessary or even possible, such methods doubtless are legitimate.
So long as charity must be dispensed, there perhaps is no reason
why it should not be made to yicld a return to the dispenser. While
private fortunes are built of human flesh and blood, starvation also
can consistently be coined into profit. There are countless other
things quite as cruel as trading upon human helplessness and humil-
iation, upon the wants of destitute women and despairing men and
the pitiful wails of famished children. Possibly the relief thus af-
forded justifies a method of distribution which compels the weak
and hungry to stand in line for hours while the bitter wind of winter
bites through their threadbare clothing, that 'at the end of their
slow journey they may be rewarded with a loaf of stale bread for
which there is no market. It #s the just law of compensation that
none shall receive something for nothing, and so maybe it is mect
that, in return for their dole and to prevent their being pauperized,
these shivering wretches should place themselves upon public ex-

‘on, flaunting their abject misery before the mob of morbid
sightseers, in order to advertise their benefactor’s business.

There is no spirit of criticism in this, it should be repeated.
But in this commercialized charity the social philosopher can
a lasting lesson in the curriculum of the Coming Revolution,

On
this ground alone it should success-
fully appeal to the workers, -as they
will get more for thelr money than
they do now. All union men, know
the need for a paper to fairly present
our epuse. The newspapers with very
few exceptions lie about our strikes,
distort and suppress news of our
movement and bitterly assail us edl-
torially, = ;

The Evening Call must give decent
treatment te the labor movement, and
adequate space to the news of' labor,
because its existénce depends upon its
ability to please the working people.

Our own members fail to get light
on union matters becausc the press
does not report accurately or. ade-
quately our important events.. When
President Gompers speaks in protest
againet recent court decisions in be-
half of three millions of organized
men, most of the papers give his
utterances less prominence’ and space
than they give to a Sunday school pic-
nic.

With dally information about trade
union matters, the rank and file will
intelligently follow and actively sup-
port the citicers of the unlons. Once
| most of the union men read & work-
ing-class puper there will be less com-
erence of the rank
and file, and their failure to attend
| labor mass meetings and make effec-
tive protest against their wrongs.

Because it will frankly and strongly
advocate Soclalism as a political
policy. Many union men are strongly
oppesed . to Soclalism and more
strongly opposed to the Soclalists.
There are many excusés and some
reasons for this on which it {s neces-
gary to dwell.
. On. the whole, I think the attitude
of the Socialist party is in strict hare
mony with the principles of the trade
union, but it goes a little farther in its
demands. There are and there will be
differences in matters of policy be-
tween the unions and the Soclalist
party, But these differences will grow
lesg when we can .have a commen
organ in which our differences can be
carefully and thoroughly discussed.

No union man should fail to support
The Evening Call because he does not
belleve in Soglalism. He need not
read its editorlals or follow Its advide
if he is afrald of being converted to
Socialism. To-day we must read the
capitalist press, although 'we do not
agree with or believe a line we read.

If you can stand the plutocratic
sheets and party organs, that are
destructive of your trade union prin-
ciples, will you not read and support
a paper that stands for your class,
your, unions and your principles?
There are too many loyval, earncst So-
clalists in the unions to justify union
men in refusing to read a Soclalist
paper.. The Socialists noed the union
men and the union men need the So-
clalists. 'On the economic fleld all
must unite. We cannot all agree polit-
feally. and economically. But there
is .no rcason for building a Chincse
wall between us.

Unite first and try to agree after-
ward is the plan of the trade unlon.
Agreement will come far better from
contact and understanding than from
Isolation and misunderstanding,

The union men want a paper to
advocate thelr cause industrially. They
also want to aid working-class polit-
ical action. The Socialists also want
these things, but they want the work-
ers to join the Soclalist party.

To bhelleve In either in itself no more warrants assassina-
tlon than a beleof in free trade, or the government ownership of railroads,
or the Aldrich currency bill

Anarchy is a Greek word, meaning “without government.” Theoretic
anarchism is the belief that men shpuld and will become intelligent; so
self-contained and so wise that they will voluntarily do what they should
do.  There would then be no police necessary, because everybody would be
good; no armies, beeause there would be-no possibility of war; no courts,
because everybody would be just. Such governmental functions as supply=
ing water, furnishing schools, distributing franchises and the like would be
done by wise and voluntary co-operation. .

Soclalism is the opposite of anarchy in that under soclalism everybody
would form part-of the government and committees would ummrl'ﬁm labhor
and its results, both production and consumption. No means of production
would be individually owned., There would be no private capitalists and
no private wealth except in such personal property as clothing, food and
individual  Juxuries. o

The socidlistic state would see that everybody was fed, clothed and
sheltored. How the products of labor would be apportioned, the hours of
work and what everybody should receive, the committees on behalf of the
community would determine. B

The old Jeffersoninn doctrine:that ‘‘that government s best which
governs least” Is the nearest practical expression to theoretic anarchism.

All governments operate in the great middle ground between socialism
and anarchism. The modern tendency is toward more soclalism rather
than less. Every assumption-of functions by the Government Is a step to-
ward socilism.  Every law regulating the hours of labor or the rate of
wages or the methods of employment tends toward soclalism.

The Union ‘Bquare gathering fvas not a meeting of anarchists, but of
eocialists. Its promoters were ‘advocating that the city or the State should
furnish work and wages to all the unemployed. This is one of the funda-
mental planks of soclalism,
