KURNE TREATED BICH
MAN SAME AS POOR

Now Appeliate Division of Supremc
Court Says Police Licutenant Mast
Go to Jall for Contempt.

The Appellate Divislon of the Su-
preme Court handed down a decision
to-day affirming the action of Justice
Burr in sentencing Lieutenant August
Kuhne, the acting captain in com-
mand of the Detective Bureau in
Brooklyn, to thirty days in Raymond
street_jall and a fine of $350 for con-
tempt in disregarding a writ of habeas
corpus served on him by Lawyer Ste-
phen A, Baldwin in order to prevent
the police from photographing Mil-
llonaire Frank Jenkins, of the Jenkins
Trust Company, for the Rogues’ Gal-
lery. So far as known nc such habeas
corpus -was ever issued In behalf of
the average citizen, and evidently be-
lleving that partiality was being shown
Jenkins, becaure of his wealth, Kuhne
disregurded the court’s order, which
he claimed had some crasures upon ‘t,
and directed his assistants to take
Jenkins upstairs in the State street
police headquarters and “mug” him
rnr the gallery. Jenkins was also meas-
ured by the Bertillon system, and:was
thercby deeply humiliated.

The Police Department will pay his
cxpenses in fighting the case, if the
law allows, and it is sald that Kuhne
will now carry the case up to the
Court of Appemds. If he appeals, as
hé declares he will, he does not stand
in any immediate danget of golng ‘o
lall.

Apparently Justice nurr. decision
has not acted as a deterrent in any de-
gree to Kuhne's “mugging™ prisoners
before conviction. Supreme Court
Justlce Gaynor of the Appellate Divis-
lon inquired particularly about this
feature of Kuhne's caee, and was as-
sured by Acting Corporation Counsel
Lazansl:y, who appeared for the cap-
taln, that prisoners now arrested were
rever “mugged”  befere  conviction,
This was flatly denled by Lawyer
Haldwin, who sald he was prepared to
furnish to the court Jdates and names
of persons who had been “mugged” 'n
