MURDER OF JEWS
Leader Gets Three Years for
Killing 166,
WG THAL 1S A FiRE

Autocracy Encourages Anti-semitic
Massacres by Refusing to Punish
People Found Gullty of Helnous
Orimes—8ix to Twelve Months of
Light Imprisonment for Offenders.

ST. PETERSBURG, June 23—
With what immunity Jews, and
Christians also, may be massacred by
the ignorant Russian populace, urged
on by the “Black Hundreds"” and
army officers, was demonstrated yes-
terday when sentences were handcd
down in the cases of the participa-
tors in tht butcheries at Bialystok in
1906.

The mob killed seventy-three Jeuws
and eleven Christians, and eighty-two
Jews and  twenty-three Christians
were  wounded.  As the absoluwe
cuilt of the prisoners held for these
illings was generally conceded, the
court, .in ‘order to simulate an ap-
pearance of justice, - actually con-
demned one of the murderers 1o
three years’ penal servitude, thirteen
others to from six months to a year's
imprisonment, and releised the rest,
some fifteen in number.

The witnesses for the defense tes-
tified that the tiouble had . been
caused by ‘the activity of the Jewish
Self-Defense . Organization, “whosc
members. were accused of having at-
tacked the police and soldiers and
thus having ‘prevented the authoritics
from preserving order. These wit-
nesses were members of the police.
the army, and the orthodox clergy,
and their evidence was directly ¢on-
tradicted by the attorneys represent-
ing the Jewish community of Bialy-
stok, who ritroduced a mass of tes-
timony lhowint that the throwing of
a bomb into the ranks of a church
procession—the signal for the massa-
cre—was the work of the police
themselves.

Naturally the sentences mentioned
above are calculated to prevent the
repetition of similar massacres “for
the good of Russia.” .

The case of the State agalinst the

no objection, and it seems probable
that the jce pirates will not' be tried
hefore the October term.

The text of the indictments, subject
to correction by the clerk of the court,
wue made public yesterday afternoon.

Getting a Monopoly. |

The Indictments set forth violations
of the law In respect of several con-
tracts made by the American lc:
Company with Independent dealers,
whereby, it was charged, the fce trade
was .restrained and the output con-
trolled. The first case in which an
infraction of the law was charged wus
% contract made with D. W. Fowler
in May, 1900. The Indictment charged
that Fowler, a retall ice dealer, turned
over his entire business to the Ameri-
can Ice Company under an agreement
that he would not enter into the Ice
business In the city for a period of
ten years except with the written con-
sent of the trust.

Another Instance In  which the
grand Jjury charged that the anti-
trust laws of the State were violated
was an agreement made between the
ice company and Willis A. Winne, a
wholesale ice dealer and jobber until
Aprils 26, 1905. The Indletments
charged that the Ice Trust forced him
to make a contract In which he
agreed to turn over his business to
the company for $500. He agreed,
it was charged, not to engage in the
fce business in the city of New York
for five years from the date of the
contract, except by written consent of
the Ice Trust

The Btate prosecutors charged that
a contract with De Miit Hrothers
showed m lainly than any others
an attempt by the trust to restrict the
output of lee, De Milt Brothers, an
independent lce firm, did business in
and around Jamaica. The trust con-
tracted to dellver to De Milt Brothers
all the lce they needed to carry on
thelr business and to supply the Ja-
malca Hospital with ice at the rate of
$2.10 a ton. D Milt Brothers In re-
turn agrecd not to try to da business
in any district of Long Island beyond
certaln Hmits set forth In the contract,
The agreement, it is alleged, estopped
the firm from entering into competi-
ton with the trust until April, 19508
The Herkshire lce Company of New
Jersey also fell into the power of the
trust. The Berkshire Company con-
tracted ol:.h.mury 8, 1905, to turn
over all its ice business to the trust
for a term of five years.

Another contract which the indict-
ments set forth as proving an attempt
by the trust to restrict the supply of
lce was that made with the Independ-
ent Ice Company. Martha E. Good-
win made the contract for the Inde-
pendent Company.  The trust agreed
to supply her with all the ice she

CALL T0 BOOKKEEPERS
AND STENOGRAPHERS

Union Makes Strong Plea to Office
Workers to Join the Ranks of
Organized Labor for Their
Own Benefit,

_ That there exists an identity of in-
terests between workers of brain and
brawn is again demonstrated by the
efforts being made to organize the
bookkeepers and  stenographers of
Greater New York. Formetly the of-
fice help were alicnated from their
brothers and sisters working in the

'shops and factories. But of late many

of those workers have joined the ranks

{of organized labor by affiliating with

the Bookkeepers,' Stenographers' and
Accountants’ Union.

The following-is a circular issued by
the Brookiyn Union, No. 12646:

“Three million wage ecamers have
been greatly benefited by ‘trade unions.
The hod carrier and the teamster be-
cause of his union has been able to raise
his wages to $3 a day, while office
workers requiring skill and training
have been comtelled to work for very
much less. Why? Largely because
the bookkeepers and office men have
not been organized, You can get the
same bencfits that other trades have
got from organization. The union can
by unitad action, regulate the hours of
umoymcnt and the conditions under
which you work. It can regulate pro-
motion and overtime so §hat fairness
shall be done te all. It can provide a
fund for relief in case of sickness or
death. It can help its members to em-
ployment and protect them in their
present positions. Eventually it will
bring higher wages and shorter hours.

“We want every man and woman
who works in an office to Join at once.
You owe to yourself, your family and
your fellow-workers the duty of help-
ing the organisation of your trade.

“This union has been in existence five
years, It is affiliated with the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor, the Working-
men's Federation of the state of New
York and the Brooklyn Central Labor

Union.
