PARIS, July 3.—The Lisbon corre-
spondent of the Petite Republique
states that, exasp ‘ated by repeated
insinuations that he was an accom-
plice of the murderers of King Carlos,
Dr. Jose V. Alpoln, leader of the Pro-
gressive Dissident party, declared yes-
terday In the Portuguese House of
Peers that, as a matter of fact, the
assassination was planned at a largely
attended meeting of Republicans and
leaders of the Progressist and Re-
generador partles, several of whom
are members of the present govern-
ment. The Republicans proposed that
all members of the royal famlly exe
cept Queen Dowager Maria Pia
should be killed, but the monarchists
pointed out the uselessness of a general
massacre, Fidally two men were com-
missioned to assassinate King Carlos
and Prime Minister ‘Franco. One of
them received one hundred thousand
francs and the other fifty thousand.
Arrangements were made for their
escape. When the King was killed the
accomplices of the assassins lost their
heads and also fired, killing the Crown
Prince.

Clarence Darrow, of Chicago, the
noted lawyer, orator, and author, will
give a lecture on "“The Open Shop”
next Friday evening. July 10,
Cooper Union, under the auspices of
the Workingmen's Co-operative Pub-
lishing Association.

Mr. Darrow has given careful study
to the labor question, particularly in
its legal aspects, and his experience
as counsel for labor agitators In many
important cases gives especial interest
to his views on the subject announced.

Dear 8ir: The following ix an ex-
ract taken from the report
ol our operatives, of which the
spoke to you yesterday.

“Last night I met John Hewltt, one
of the ex-strikers of Factory H. He
told me he was working In Wallace's
and told me J. Strim and Shaw, two
other strikers, went to work there last
week, That makes about a dozen or
more of the strikers working there
and ‘makes good’ International Pres-
ident Lynch's prediction the time he
was here, trying to have the men call
the strike off, that by prolonglig the
strike they would only make ‘scabs’
out of thelr own men, It also tends
to disgust otherwise good union men
with the unlon. Some of the men
who went ‘scabbing’ in Wallace's were
some of the most active leaders in the
strike here, llke Whitehead, Strim and
Shaw. Beach also is golng to try to
ket a position there, and he is one
of the most activee members of the
union and is at present business agent
for the Central Labor Union.”

I also learned from this man, whom
1 was talking with, that they are pay-
ing very small wages in Wallace's con-
sidering the circumstances, from $§2
to $2.50 on flatware. ‘He also said the
work turned out was not up to the
standard of Factory H. in the finish-
Ing and that the men did not get
along very well with the foreman.

He sald that he expected that the
Wallace Company would have trouble
yet with this crowd as they are a
pretty bad lot

"I saw Bushnell Saturday night and

He also told me that the men were
not very well satistfied with the con-
ditions gnd as there were & number of
union men in the plant there was no
doubt that there would be trouble
there In the near future.

The foregoing is only a small in-
sight into the cenditions in your plant
as they exist to-day, and you will no
doubt see the necessity of putting one
or more of our men in your plant so
that you can rid your shop of these
union radiculs and agitators as speed-
ily as possible before they commence
to make trouble for you.

Trusting the above will be of in-
terest to you and hoping to hear from

Do not serub linoleum with a mop.
The dust and’ dirt will simply sottie
more firmly on it until it is almost Im-
possible to get it back to Its original
freshness and color. Although it Is
the hardest way, the only satisfactory
way of cleanning linoleum is to wash
it with warm water and soap with a
cloth. This ts hard on the knees and
back, but the linoleum will be really
fresh and clean and will look as If it
is cleaned in this way.

If.the surface s worn off the lino-
leum its life may be renewed by ap-
plying a coat of linseed oll with a little
parafiin wax added to it. The linseed
oll and wax should ze boiled together
and applied hot with a brush. After
it Is cold rub off the surplus wax
which remains on the surface with a
dry cloth _and paint the linoleum.
This treatment will make It last as
long as a new roll. Care must be
taken not to apply too much oil, as if
the surface is too olly the paint will
not take, Nor should too much wax
he added to the linseed oil or the lino-
leum will not absorb it, and instead of
sinking in and adding to the flexibility
and wearing qualities of the linolenm,
it will remain on the surface to be
rubbed off with the rag. The hotter
it Is applied the better will be the
results.

If baking soda be added to the soap
and water pxinted walls may be
cleaned easler than with plain soap
and water, and the colors will bedeft
brighter and without streaks.

Faded spots In hard wood, from
heat, light or the touch of too strong
alkalies, can be brought back to the
original color by repeated gentle rub-
bings with bolled lnscced oll, mixed
with one-eighth alcohol. Old pleces
of silk, flannel or soft linen are best
for the rubbing, and little swabs made
by rolling cotton batting into tight,
small balls and tying u ball In a
square of cloth, the foose ends form-

Cut flowers will keep much longer
if & small quantity of alum is added
to the water in which they are placed.
A solution should be made by dissolv-
ing the alum in hot water, allowing It
to cool, and then adding it to the
fresh water. about a tablespoonful to
the pint

Some people prefer not to use soap
for very delicate muslins, though
when & mild, good soap is used there
is really very little ground for ob-
jection. The best of soap substitutes
is wheat bran. Boll about two quarts
In water, let it cool, and strain the
liquor, which may be used In place
of soap, removing the dirt, retaining
the color, and at the same time stif-
fening a little, thus obviating the extra
labor and wear of starching unless
the dresses are wanted extremely stift
In htis case rinse but once, as re-
peated rinsings would remove this
slight stiffness. -

Hard water, always prejudicial to
washing. is, of course, particularly ob-
jectionable to very dainty garments
With buffs or grays, either In linen or
muslin. It has a tendency to spot
These colors are always rather difi-
cult to waxh satlsfactorily. Black
pepper is sald to remedy their ten-
dencey to spot, and it softens the water
slightly. Use about a tablespoonful.

8o, while
it may be advisable in‘some cases to

cultivate brawn, It is necessary for all
to cultivate health and vital resist-
ance, and this is best done by bring-
ing every habit into conformity with
natural law.

After a Long Walk.

It Is an excellent plan to have In
your bathroom or on your washing
stand some refined Fuller's earth and
a powder puff and lightly to powder
over the feet before putting on the
socks, This keeps the feet cool and
ténder and prevents them from blis-
tering. 1If the feet, however, are al-
ready tired and strained and feel
swollen, bathe them well In water In
which charcoal has been bolled. The
water must be stralned through cloth
before the feet aré put Into it. You
will be quite surprised at the result.

Brolled Tomatoes,

Cut the tomatoes Into halves with-
out removing the skin, dip In oll or
melted butter, then season with salt
and pepper, and_dip In cracker
crumbs.
