MASCULINE MODES.

To describe the correct way of tyinga
bow tie is rather dangerous to do in
print, because some men will not take
the,trouble to read the directions prop-
crly, and so they will get their ties into
knots and themselves mto fearful tem-
pers:  However, here goes: Put the tie
around your neck and let the left hand
end be about an inch and a half longer
than the other end. The exact length
depends on the size of the neck and the
length of the tie. Then put the left hand
end over the right and tic a single knot.
Manipulate the tie in such a way that |
the left hand end now hangs down,!
covering the other end. This left hand, |
or top, end should still be aboutan inch |
longer than the other, because that is|
the end with which the knot is made.
Make a lgop in the underneath end and
bring it out to the left. The left hand
end still Langs down over this. Pull it
tightly over the loop already made,
make a loop in it and push the loop
through to the right.

This last operation ties the knot, and
all you have to do is adjust the bow %
pulling lightly on the loops and ends t
you -have got them level. Then take
hold of the underncath parts of the
loops and pull gently; this tightens the
knot, and the bow will then not come
undene until the wearer wishes to undlo
it.

For it sounds very well, you know.
It gathers up into plausible, iliogical
unity the two eternal objections to
our faith: BSocialism can never be
realiged, for it could only be estab-
lished and-carried out by a perfect
humanity; and Christianity i3 so en-
tirely adequate - to make humanity
perfect that there's no need of social-
ism anyway. . -

And of course it is wholly true that
if everybody loved his neighbor as
himself, and turned the other cheek,
and, presented his cloak to the friend
who had just abstracted his coat, the
horrors we are fighting would melt
away. Now, Christianity has this pro-
gramme: a programme that unrelent-
ingly rebukes wealth, and demands
brotherhood without limitations of
race or class. Then why not let Chris-
tianity alone, to carry its programme
out?

A good many people appear to rea-
son, or, we should rather say, to feel,
in a hesitating fashion, something like
this: Christlan ethics are probably
impracticable. Obviously, all clviliza-
tion as we know it gives them the lie:
and civilization Is a mighty convenient
thing in some ways. If the world
were Christian, soclety as we know it
would be turned upside down, and
that would be a pity. And yet—and
yet—there's something one can't for-
get about those Four Gospels. That
idea of Love being the maingpring of
life instead of Greed is certainly at-
tractive. Perhaps It isn't Impossible,
after all. A miracle might happen.
Well, if anything can bring that mir-
acle about, it Is Christianity. This is
its job. No other anity or ism need
apply. Hands off! Give the churches
a free fleld!
