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CONEY ISLAND SWEPT
"~ BY $200,000 FRE

Sixty Guests of Loop Hotel
Cut Off by Flames.

Starting at Pabst Loop Hotel, Surf
Avenue and West Fifth Sweet,
Fanned by a Northwest Breese, Eats
Path of Destruction Through Whole
Row of Hotels to Eighth Street.

Fire which started roon after 1
o'clock this morning on the terrace of
the Pabst Loop Hotel, Surf avenue
and West Fifth street, Coney Island,
destroyed that bullding and spread to
the Vandeveer and other hotels in the
neighborhood. The Vandeveer and
the Brooklyn Rapid Transit terminal
were among the structures rased.
The loss will be about $200,000.

Three alarms which were turned in
summoned fire engines from Bath
Beach, Sheepshead Bay and Brooklyn.

The fire. which started in artificlal
shrubbery upon the hotel terrace at
the southeast corner of the hotel,
spread so rapidly that before the fire-
men arrived at the hotel the bullding
and the Vandeveer Hotel, adjoining It
were on fire,

Almost without exception those
bulldings that are in the neighborhood
in which the fire started are of light
construction. and the flames swept
through them with great rapidity.

A long term of dry weather has
made these bulldings even more In-
flammable, and the firemen first to
réach the scene telephoned to Brook-
Iyn for help, saylng the progress of
the blaze could not be stayed by the
Coney Island fire apparatus.

There were about sixty persons
staying in the Pabst Loop besides em-
ployees when the fire was discovered.
Many of these were cut off by the
flames, which spread rapidly, and
were unable to reach the stalrways.
The fire escapes were quickly con-
gested with those struggling to reach
the ground and scveral persons leaped
from the windows. Some jumped to
the tops of the BSmith street cars
stored on the loop about the hotel,
and in this way were able to clamber
to safety without injury.

Brisk wind from the northwest
fanned the flames, which made a
twenty-foot jump from the hotel to
the Culver terminal and quickly
galned headway In that structure,
which was destroyed. On the east
side the fire reached Vandeveer's
Hotel, which burned to the ground In
A quarter of arn hour. At 2 o'clock
this morning the entire row of bulld-
ings, including hotels and restaurants,
on the north side of Surf{ avenue, as
far as E!ghth street were threatened.
These structures arc all high and
adjolning.

Deputy Chief Lally arrived after the
sounding of the second alarm to take
charge of the fire fighters, all engines
from Bath Beach, Fort Hamllton,
Sheepshead Bay, and other pointts
nearby having been summoned.

Inspector O'Brien arrived to take
command of the police reserves drawn
from the same djstricts. There was a
hard fight to control ten thousand
spectators, who swarmed through the
streets, hampering the firemen.

The new high-pressure system using
salt water mains without fire engines
was tried for the first time, and
worked perfectly. From four to «-I.hli
ilnes of hose were laid from each of
the hydrants used. Deputy Fire Com-
missioner Wise sald the new system
exceeded the expectations of the fire-
men. At 2.30 o'clock the fire was
under control.

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A True Story Refused by All the New
York Capitalist Newspapers.

He was above middle height, of
athletic build and wiry frame, with
fair hair, blue eyes and pleasing face.
Such was Thomas Francis McCarthy,
the subject of our sketch. “Mac,” as
his friends called him, was a native of
the Kingdom of Kerry, a territory

scenery in the world, and cursed by
Fate to be one of the most poverty-
stricken places on earth.

A paradoxical and romantic land:

a paradoxical and mystical peo-
ple; = people rich in the ig-
norance of W , rich in the
number of patriots it gave to the

| country, and equally rich in the num-
| ber of soldiers—oppressors It fur-
nished the British Army. It produced
men whose “genius was as lofty as
the towering mountains.” But “Mac”
never boasted of these things, though
he was a true patriot. He left Ire-
land at & too youthful age. The im-
pressions he carried with him to
America were of a character which
had no place in this sketch.

The real history of his native
country he had to learn after-
wards, llke the majority of his

countrymen. He was like all the
McCurthys—descended from The Mc-
Carthy more. He knew his family
tree; he was rich in genealogical lore.
It was natural that he should be
proud of hls ancesfors. But an an-
cient lineage and an {Hustrious race

| could not keep Mac in his beloved
Kerry.
| A combination of causes com-

pelled him to “go to America.” As
ia youth “Mac” was active in the
agrarian war which raged so fiercely
In his district at the time. As a con-
sequence he was hated by the local
aristocracy and Its menials; needless
to say there was no Jove lost on
“Mac's” side. He was blamed for
things he had done, and things he
hadn't done. One night there was a
“shooting outrage,” and “Mac,” see-
Ing that the place was getting too hot
for him, left for America. Of course,
in the natural course of events “Mac"
would have to leave home, as the
family was too large for the land it
owned or rented.

The agrarian way simply ac-
celerated his  emigration. - After
landing on the free shores of the
United States and after wading
through the red tapes of Ellls Island
he found that he had simply changed
masters; that there was no difference
between te landlord class of Ireland
and that of America. He found peo-
ple were evicted In New York every
day, and to his surprise there were no
protests. He missed the indignation
meetings which inevitably followed an
eviction in Ireland.

What horrified him the most
was the fact that at home the
Sheriff and his deputies or balliffs
were ostracized, despised and hated,
being generally known as place-
hunters and Castle Hacks—creatures
despised and condemned by all. Herpe
he found the Sheriff his countryman
and the deputies in the majority of In-
stances were of his same Mlilesian
race. And worse still—instead of the
Sheriff und his tools being unpopular,
and going about with their lives In
their hands, he discovered the Sheriff
was elected and that he walked abroad
yndipturbed,  “Fancy,” sald he, “the
Kerry people electing & man to evict
them!"

In his country ‘twasn't every-
one who would take a Sheriff's job;
here he found hundreds were anxious
for it. In Ireland the Sheriff was a
coward and a tyrant; here he was a
good fellow and a' politiclan. Yet, as
often Rappens to a great many others,
this condition of things produced upon
him the opposite effect. Instead of
working to tear down such a soclety
he became one of its defenders. He
joined the army-—a thing he would
not have dared to do at home without
disgracing himself.

Yet #t was In the army that
he learned his best lesson. His
regiment was stationed In Colora-

do during the labor troubles of Presi-
dent McKinley's administration. In-
stead of “Mac's” regiment making all
kinds of trouble, and Innugurating a
reign of “law and order,” they visited
the mining camps, which courtesy the
miners returned, and fraternized gen
erally with them. On one occasion the
miners gave a grand ball to the sol-
diers, which, of course, had the im-
mediate effect of thelr being trans-
ferred to the Philippines, as the mine
owners rightfully maintained that they
would be Infected with Soclalism be-
fore long, and the Fourth Cavalry
toﬂ( their place,

ow that infamous regiment suc-
ceedéed In Its work is only too
well  known, The wstory is too
long to bo told here, other than
to say that the Fourth Cavalry suc-
ceeded In doing In the Coeur D'Alencs
what the Hesstans falled in doing In
Ireland one hundred years ago. In
the Philippines “Mac"” did whatever
bloody work was required of him, or
rather, what he was compelled to do.

LABOR IN IRELAND.

A detalled report has recently been
issued by the British Board of Trade
denling with working people’s rents,
housing and retall' prices, together
with the standard rate of wages pre-
vailing in certain occupations in the
principal industrial towns of the Unit-
