The toilets are filthy and the beds
as bad a condition. J

“We have no sheets or pillows and
lie on dark blue blankets. Each pris-
oner has a cot, but the mattresses are in
a questionable condition. We have our
own combs and towels and are fortunate
in having them.

“There is no segregation, negro wom-
en and white women mingling in com-
mon. * .

“Tuesday night I slept in the ‘drunk
tank’ with a drunken woman and anoth-
er afflicted with an incurable and con-
tagious disease as cellmates. Vermin
abound everywhere and we have to ex-
ercise the greatest care to keep free
from their depredations.

“But, despite all this, we are firm in
our determination to fight for the cause
to the last ditch. There was never a
cause won without suffering and
martyrdom, and we propose to show the
men that we are not made of weak
material.”

NEW BLOCK SYSTEN
10 BE TR

CHICAGO, July 15.—The question
as to the possibllity of preventing both
heuid-on and reac-end collisions be-
tween rallroad.tralns on elther single
or double track will be determined by
a committee of the American Rallway
Assoclation in-an inspection of safety
devices on the Burlington road Friday.

“The inspection: will be the first in-
stallation.of safcty devices under the
direction of the Interstate Commerce
Commissipn by the authority granted
by Congress, which appropriated
$50,000.

One device consists of an arrange-
ment attached to the track and pro-
jecting above it. When the signal is
set for danger the device is also set
for operation, and.should the signal
be overrun a valve is opened under-
neath the engine which lets out the
air and sets the brakes. $

Another device is guaranteed to
make a collision of any kind, even on
a single track, an impossibility. It is
stated that the device is such that
when a train enters a “block™ it sots
a stop apparatus at the other end. If
an engineer attempts to disregard the
signals and to enter the block from
either direction the automatic stop

the air valves on the locomotive,
setting the brakes.

These devices are practically the
same as those which the Swiss gov-
ernment has been using on its raoll-
ways for yvears with great success. A
few years ago the Pennsylvania Rail-
road Company fitted up a plece of
track with similar safety devices and
the test was very successful, but the
apparatus was not put in use on ac-
count of the heavy cost.

In the United States we ond that
gvery day the condition of matters for
the working c¢lass drifts more and
more In the direction of the conditions
we left behind.

In other words, we would be as suc-
cessful as Emma and get what would
enable us to come back day after
day to turn these red hills of Alabama
into gold for John W. Gates and his
Tennessee company.

The contract was broken in letter
and in spirit and the pictures painted
on Greenwich street had all faded out.

It waa Sunday night when I left the
camp. The sun was setting behind
the red hills. Save a long streak of
Jemnon, the sky was & mass of purple
blllows. The stresk changed to
amber and then rags of sun-fire shot
up and splashed the purple linings
The lemon turned to blood-red at the
south and finally the heavems were
purple and gold. The muckers were
settling down for the night.

A desire to compare notes with my
fellow employees In the Industry
under the magic wand of Mr. Gates
led me to the convict stockade at Pratt

an immense black bank of
culm we get our first glimpae of what
appears 'to be a group of white
‘'washed cattle sheds. It Is a little
town of nearly a thousand souls—
souls in stripes and irong—spirits in

Nine-tenths of the convicts are
black. Some of them are women.
The flimsy fire-trap cells are bulit
around the mouth of a coal mine-—
& mine owned and controlled by Mr.
Gates’ company.  The mien are classi-
fisd. Not according to crime or char-
acter, but on the basis of their abllity
to pull-coal out of that black hole,

- First class men pull out five tons a
day, second class men a ton less and
80 on down the scale. -

The State rents the convicts to the
Tennessce company. Alabama makes
crime pay. Last year the convicts put
about three-guarters of a million dol-
lars into the State treasury. Now
over at Mucker's Camp we had plenty
to eat such as it was, but here in the
stockade the convicts have cleaner
cells than ‘we had. They actually
have sheets—they have hot and cold
water—thelr cells are swept clean and
they have electric lights, while our
shack wag lighted by the lamps on
our heads. In these respects I would
much rather be a convict. Of course,
there was 4 difference. It was about
three feet long., two inches wide and
an eighth of an inch in thickness. It
was the chaplain who one night in
the dining-room opened a box on the
wall and revealed to me one evidence
of Southern paganism.

“Ah!" 1 exclaimed, “then you flog
men here!™

“Have to!” was the reply.

The white men aré very white.
They are overworked and half-
starved. They Are forever under the
muzsle of guns, behind iron bars, and
for the slightest infraction of the rules
are flogged. In order that the South.
ern white man in the stockade may
feel in more ways than one his flog-
ging they fling him.on his stomach
on the floor-—put a negro on his head
and one on his heels and apply the
cow-hide. .

Robbery is. a - capital offense in
Alabama, but a lve robber is much
more profitable than a dead one, espe-
clally- when he can produce for the
Tennessee company five tons of coal
a day and contribute something to
the machinery of government as well.
I met one man who was serving a
sentence of 144 years and another
who was looking forward to the
steady production of coal for 135
Years—both of them for robbery.

‘Over in Mucker's Camp [ picked up
one day a company card on which
was printed a red cross and on the
cross the words, “Hard _red ore.” It
was suggestive. Here on some of the
convicts 1 saw another cross—a black
cross on a white button and over the
cross the words: “All for Christ™

I commented favorably on the but-
ton and a man sald: ““Yes, that's all
right, but the inscription might be
improved.” . ,

“What would you change?” I asked

“I would make it read:  ‘All for the
Tennessee company.” " he said.

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HOW DID THEY GET IT?

A short time ago a Brookiyn
paper gave a three-column report of
a sermon by Rev. Newell Dwight Hil-
lis, of - Plymouth Church, entitled
“The Enemies of the Republic”
meaning thereby the Socialists,* and
particularly the Christian Socialist
Fellowship, in which the manumental
vanity, not to say, profadity, of this
pulpit mouthpiece 'of Capitalism ap-
pears in every line. In defending
and advocating capitalism Hillis as-
sures us that the sacred rights and
success of the big rich are based in
industry, frugality, superior manhood
end enterprise. Hillis said: “God
makes men different. The gift of
getiing money is a birth gift, hike mu-
sic, or invention, or e God
and our fathers chose for us.”

But what are the facts? To-day 1
per cent of the people of this country
possess about 9o per cent. of all the
wealth of this country. How-did they
get.it? How did such a monstrousiy
unequal distribution of wealth take
place? The great bulk of that wealth
is simply the result of successiul spo-
Tiation of the people and corruption of
government. Examine any ot ihe
well-known great fortunes and it will
be found that they were built up not
only by infractions of the moral law,
but were the direct resultof successful
and unpunished crime.

Five crimes have been commonly
employed in this so-called fortune
building, to-wit: larceny, swindling,
bribery, perjury and subornation of
penjury. In the building of the Stand-
ard Oil fortunes - (in which the mod-
e John the Baptist is greatly inter-
csted). four additional crimes were
cemployed: forgery, burglary, arson
and murder.
