school work and can declare contracts
void'in case the labor law is violated on
them. In case this decision is taken in
the present. cases the repair work on
some of the schools might be delayed
until aftér vacation time is over.

A preliminary hearng has taken place
before. the bulding: committee in these
cases in which the evidence given by the
officers of the union who appeared as
witnesses and the contractors conflicted
as to the prevailing rate, and another
hearing will be held on August 17, at
which an uffort will be made to agree on
the prevailing. rate,

Witnesses for the union said that the
prevailing rate was $4 a day for plain
and ornamental painting. Charles Mait-
land Beattic, who appeared as attorney
for the union, contended that as the
city had paid this to painters who had
been omployed directly by the munici-
pality it ‘was the prévailing rate.

It was testified by the contractors that
the wages for the paining on Schools 23,
27 and 171 were $3 a day, and that $3.50
a day was paid for the painting an the
other two schiools. They all testified that
the wages they were paying were the
prevailing rate. It was also stated that
painters throughout the city on private
work were paid different rates, there
being no fixed standard. The wages gen:
erally ranged from $2 to $6 a day, bt
very fow got $0,

A member of the huilding committee
of the Board of Education said last
evening:  “The prevailing rate in my
opinion means the average rate paid by
the bulk of employers.  That would have
to be \‘ﬂuhlinf\cd before any decision
could be given. The union men seem
to think that the prevailing rate is the
union rate,  That would be true if the
bulk of the painters were paid the unjon
rate.  The prevailing rate law, however,
has nothing to do with union or non
union wages."” :

prevailing rate law, it has been held that
the union scale of wages is the prevail-
ing rate,  In fact, it has been the custom
of city "officials to hold up payment of
bills to contractors where they hiive not
paid their employees the union rate of
Wages.

HUMANITARIANS

Wheriever women who favor equal
suffrage have worked hard for a good
law, and bave finally secured it by
itng and weary toil, the anti-suffrage
women, who as a rule have done no
work for the measure, immediats'y
point to its passage as a proof - that
wumen do not need to vote, because
they can get anything they want by
indirect influence. Having no experi-
ence in working for reform measures,
they do not rzalize how much harder
‘the roundabout way is.

Miss Jean M. Gordon, the woman
hc!ory inspector of New Orleans, says
in a private letter dated July 10:

ENGLAND'S
GLASS WINDOWS| i

The millions of glass windows  that
réemain unbroken are an emblem of
peace in the State, and the connection
between the failure of consent to be
governed and the failure of windows to
remain intact has ever been a close one
in the history of our democracy. Say
what you will about the folly of such
action, it has alweys been an- accom-
paniment of strong political agitation,
and it does not occur save as the out-
come of a movement which has behind
it considerable urgency and force.

Tuesday ecvening last, when a
crowd, estimated by some of the papers
at 100,000, had gathered about West-
minster to watch the arrests of the mih-
tant suffragists, two women performed
what I conceive to have been the merely
symbolic action of breaking two panes
of glass at the official residence of the
Prime Minister of this country. Had
i their main intention been to cause dam-

age, they would have broken many
more. - That they stayed their hands
when they did was meant as a political

warning to the government, and more
c~peunlly to Mr. Asquith.

It is, I conceive, a warning that gov-
emmcm without the consent of the
| governied is an expensive luxury. Ques-
tions as 'to that expense have already
been asked in the House of Commons;
‘and the' two months’ imprisonment of
the offenders is going to cost the coun-
try considerably more than the mere re-
pair of Mr. Asquith's windows. Very
| similarly, repeated demonstrations out-
udc the House of Commons are go-
ling to cost the country money, and at
the same time are going to cost the
| government prestige and popularity. The
police may behave as they did on Tues-
day, with conspicugus moderation and
tact; but it is impossible to manipulate
a turbulent crowd for three or four:
hours without arousing some of "that
sense of antagonism t6 authority which
wise governments always seek to avoid.
1f an organization which has as its basis
a just cry for reform long-delayed, has
also the power to draw together vast
crowds to watch and applaud: its mili-
tant action, then you may be ‘surc that
the course of a resisting government is
going to be & course of waste and of
expense, infinitely: more wasteful than
would be the allotment of a few days
in Parliament for the furtherance of a
brief measure which has alrecady passed
its second reading by a large majority,

FREEDOM'S CALENDAR.

August 6.
FRIEDRICH ENGELS.

How many of you have ever heard
the name of Friedrich Engels? If not,
then look at it carfeully and remem-
ber it, for it Is the name of & man
who devoted his whole. life to the
working-class struggle for Freedom.
When you are older you will read
what he has written and you will ad-
mire his fine mind and his clear, in-
teresting way of writing.

Friedrich Engels was born In Ger-
many in 1820; 88 years ago. How
long ago that scems to you! And yet
it is such a very small part of the
long, long time during which the
working people have been fighting for
liberty. His father was a manufac-
turer, so Engels was not brought up as
a struggling, working boy. When he
was a young man he was sent to look
after his father's business in England,
and he lived for some years in, Man-
chester, the biggest factory city in all
England. Here Engels had plenty of
opportunity of seeing just what the
factory-workers' life is like.

And he saw clearly (what we all
know now) that it is not falr for the
workingman to work every day, from
morning till night, and then be paid
for only a part of the work he does,
while the rest, which the workingman
has also earned, goes to the owner of
the factory! So after thinking a great
deal about all these things, although
he was only twenty-five years old, he
wrote an important book on the “Con-
dition of the Working Class in Eng-
land.” :

There was something else, however,
that helped him In his work and made
him sure his new soclalistic {deas were
Ight and necessary. A year before, he
had met someone whose name 1 am
sure- you have heard, and whom'all
thoughtful Soclalists cannot honor too
much. That someone was Karl Marx,
the greatest of all Boclalist thinkers.
Marx and Engels were very happy to
find that they had the same {deas of
how the great working-class would at
last gain freedom and jJustice and live
huppy lives.
