Compelled to recognize the fact
that it has lost the fight for the open
shop and that many of its members
are unionized, the New York Typothe-
tay lssued a circular yesterday regird-
ing the proposed future policysof the
United Typothetae of America in book
and job offices.  The circular was!
drafted at the monthly meeting of nw
New York Typothetae and is to be|
submitted to the national convention
of the Typothetae in H"hh'l;ﬂwh

the New York members says:

“We belléve that the United T)pu feure of by

thetae of Amerion should remain

asspcintion broad cnough in its pol)v,\
to include all printers, whatever their
opinions concerning the expediency eor
inexpediency of employing union
labor or making union contractd,  The

United Typothetae of America must |

always obligste itself and its money
to the support and defence of,its
members who balleve in and operate
open shops.  That attitude must never
be lald aside.

“Yet without forsaking this pur-
pose, it is possible for us to operate
our association on  a basis broad
enough to inclnde all master printess
who are awake to the value and im-
portance of thorough organisation.™

After the recent strike of the
printers in the hook and job offices of
the Typothetas for the elght hour
workday it was understood that the
printers could return only as individ-
uals,  Although union men were not
to be discriminated sgainst the open |
shop was to be the rule. Some of
the master printers are employing
union. men only, because the men in-
dividually happen to be union men.

The resolutions to be submitted th
the national convention by the Chi-
cago Typothetae provide that the
open shop members of the Typothetas
shall be the only active members .l\‘

Conditions Would Disgrace Russia.

“The conditions under which the
miners worked before the strike here
would scarcely be tolerated in far-off
Russia. - The men were compelied to
load from 2,400 to 4,600 pounds for a’
ton, while the State law requires the
company to pay on.a basis of only
2,000 pounds. .

““The companies own the land and
cabins In which the miners must live,
and in our State (Illinois) they would
scarcely be used for chicken cooph
In fact, no sensible ralser of poultry
would think of housing his stock in
such 'miserable hovels. The cabing
consist of board shantles,. with the
boards stralght up and down, white-
washed on the outside. The com-
panies also own the commissanies
(company stores), where the men are
required to get their goods, and I have
mét many honest, hard-working men
who have worked steady for yYears
and are still in debt to the company,
This is the general rule, with very
few exceptions,

“But the miners have struck almost
to & man. I am  addressing large
meetingh écery day and somefimes at
night, and our meetings are often sur.
rounded by guards with guns to
threaten and Intimidate the miners

Men With Guns Everywhere.

“Deputies, gunmen -and militla are
in  evidencé é&verywhere,  furnished
freely by the Demoeratic Governor,
sheriffs and other ofMcialy, who seem
to be absolutely under the coutrol of
’hv corporations.

“Fat pork, corn bread and ﬂntrn
(hot biscuits) seem to be the princips)
diet, and of very poor quality at that.

“The companies are now throwing
the men out of the cablns &nd are ar-
resting them by hundreds for tres.
pass. 1t Is & hard proposition, but the
men are standing firm. Many of them
are living In tents, and the fight goes
on.

“After what T have seen ‘here I
don't. wafit any one to come to me
and talk Bryan and Democracy. And
it Gompers and his collcagues were
to tour this district with us I think he
would hang his head .in shame for
what he has sald in defense of the
Democratic party.

“If 1 get out with my head whole
1 intend to ‘tell .omethlnt of what I
hl\n »e here.

“Most of the miners in the mills
and everywhere 1 go are devout, God-
fearing people, and most of our meét-
ings open and close with prayer. If
ever the plea of the meek and the
oppressed deserved to be answered! It
should be here at this time.”

“Advertising for a servant In these
days lacks the. humorous phases
usually attributed to such an experi-
ence by the comic papares,” remarked
Mrs. Houleholder. *I advertishd one
day last week and the result was far
from being enjoyable.  Aside from the
procession of homeless incompetents
who always ‘come around' to taks a
look at the place with a more or less
idle curiosity, the reflection of the de-
pression of the times made this ex-
perience -especially trying. Out of
seven. applicants worthy of any con-
sideration three wept with disappoint-
ment at not securing the work offered.
All of the applicants with but two
exceptions were bedraggled, disheart-
ened and discouraged, and the amount
of wages to be pald them did not seem
véry essential.
