8o Keir
Hardle spoke to me when he shook
hands with me. h

I think if it were possible for Keir
Hardie ghake hands with eyery
workin in America it would go a
long way toward starting them on
work for their own emancipation.

There are big principles behind that
kind. of handshake—deep principles;
s0 deep, you feel that not: all the
tyrannies of all the world could ups

root them.

“What,” thought I as I feit that in-
spiring grip, ‘“what would his country-
man of great steel fame and simplified
spelling do If he, got this very shake
of the hand that has just been given
to me?”

Even Carnegie Would Think.

And the answer came to my mind
with something like conviction: “He
would ‘seriously and sympathetically

as one who for a private has
been responsible for as much peverty
and misery as any one man in the
world—even he would say:

“Hoot, mon! There's something be-
hind that shake; and it's a mighty
big something; and it can’t be bad
either; and, mon, I'm for finding out
what it is!"”

The Injunction’ Flank.

When he had done $0 he made the
following reply:

“I have looked umrefully at the
wording of the plank in the: platform
of the Democratic party dealing with
injunctions, and ‘havé come to the
oonclusion that it is absolutely mean-
ingless. Its operatice clause reads as|
follows:

We deem that the parties to all
judicial proceedings should be treated
with rigid Impartiality and that in-

case In which injunctions would not
issue if no industrial dispute were in-
volved!

“The underlylng -assumption of
these words,” safd Mr. Hardle, “iIs
that injunctions at present are issued
out-~with the ordiriary law in the
cases of labor disputes, which, of
course, is nonsense. Every injunction
which has beén issued in connection
with an ihdustrial dispute has been
founded ufpn the ordinary law of the
United States, and I.cannot sée that
any change is proposed which wonld
be of any value to the labor move-

ment.
Temporising - Refused.

“We had a eimilar proposal made
to us by .the Liberal government and

#

insisted that during the progress or
contemplation of a labor dispute the
courts should have no power at all to
interfere with the freedom of the
trade usion, and in the end this was
carried and is now the law of Great
Britain.

“In the case of a labor dispute It
is an impossibility to have a law ap-
plied impartially between the dis-
putants. The facie arsumption
of a court is that the working class
is always in the wrong and that at
all costs and hagards the rights of
property must be protected; and whilst
it is easy for an employer to obtain
an injunction restraining a labor or-
ganization /from doing or attempting
to do certain things, it {3 next to an
impossibility to obtaln a similar In-
junction against an employer.

“This being so the only remedy s

view of the law courts, in so far as
the colleétive action of the labor
union is concerned, and that is what
we have secured. That also Is what
should be aimed at here, and from
that point of view the Bryanite pro-
posal i8 quite useless”’

This statement coming as It does
from the man who of all others has
been [ntimately connected with the
British labor movement and largely
responsible for ita progress, is fraught
with deep significance for the labor
movement here.

Labor's Gains.

American labor, espectally organ-
Ised labor, must listen to Kelir
Hardle's words with the deepest in-
terest. Since the tradea unions of
Great Britain organized on a basis of
political indepenc nce, neither the
Liberal nor the Conservative govern-

Hardle and Woman Suffrage.

Keir Hardle is a strong woman's

suffragist and stands ungualifiedly for
the suffrage of my sex, yet because he'
bellieves, to quote him, “the chief ob-
stacle to reform of any kind in Eng-
land is the conservative, plodding,
timid mind of the average man, he
raijsed the most strenuous oppositiorn’]
to the resolution adopted in the Labor
Party Congress at Belfast in 1907, de-
claring for unqualified adult suffrage
for men and women and threatened
to resign.
Kolr Hardle wanted a qualified suf-
frage resolution because he was deep-
ly convinced that qualified .suffrage
for women could be procured gquickly
and unqualified suffrage was an' Im-
poesibility at present, and in order to
procure unqualified su sooner it
was wisest and best to get qualified
suffrage soon. In his pamphlét en-
titled “The Citizenship of Women; A
Plea for Women's Suffrage,” Kelr
Hardle says:

“The male man, even he ‘of the
working class, will not lightly or all
at once part with the authority which
has so long been his, and admit the
wife of his bosom to a political equal
ity wth hmself. But once women are
admitted to citixensiip and some wo-
men become voters, the male mind
will insensibly accustom itself fo the
idea of woman citizenship, and the
way be thus prepared for adult sut-
frage complete and, unrestrioted. ¥y
sox, pOVERLY or m

‘To those who dfe opposed on prin-
ciple to women having the .vote at
all,” continues Mr. Hardle, “I have
nothing to say. These I find (t easler
to pity than to reason with. . But
when they foresee the deluge follow-
ing upon the enfranchisement of
women I refer them to the colonlea.
There women are citizens and voters,
but they have not because of that
ceased (o be wives—even house-
wives or \mothers."

An Tmportapt Question.

“T am for women's suffrage purely
on principle,” Kelr Hardle said to me,
“but anart from that I support tho
movement ns necessary for the real-
ization of Rfcclalism.™

Mr. Hardie could not tear himself
away from thc question of the en-
franchisement of women and declared
that “‘the only Item In the American
Socialist platform In which the So-
cialist party commits itself to enter
upon a campalgn for the realization]
of Sociallsm is In Itz suffrage plank.”

Mr. Hardle said when 1 asked what
the Independent Labor party intended
to do next, that their next step
would be to pass what he calls THE
RIGHT TO WORK BILI. So that
every man who desires to work must
be given work by the government or
else must be supported by It

At luncheon the day of the inter-
view, Mr. Hardle, after being much
pressed to tell it, told his Carnegle
story. which I had never heard before
and which gives the key to the high
and practical character of the great
Sdotch miner.

Hardie and Carnegie.

Some time before the Homestead
strike Keir Hardle advertised for
campaign funds for his campaign,
declaring in the press that he believed
in taking any money no matter where
it came from or from whom; his busi-
ness was to openly acknowledge all
funds and put the money to good uses.

The unsparingly
harsh criticism and the coldness with
which the opera was met by an un-
sympathetic public and cynlical press
lald its composer in a grave In the
Pere la Chaise Cemetery just three
months after the opening night.

Bizet was thirty-seven years old
when he died.

Paris.~housing an audience
representative of the elite of the ad-
ministrative, diplomatic, soclal, art
and literary Iife of the gay French
capital. The occasion—a gala one-—
the priemiere of the opera “Carmen,”
adapted from Prosper Mefimee's
powerful romance of the same title.
The mounting characteristic of all
the productions brought forth at the
home of French Ilightgrand and
comic opera. " The cast composed of
Galll-Marie, Marguerite Chapuls,

No matter what may be the
occasion——an opening night In a city
where are bllled strong competing at-
tractions, the sudden indisposition of
a prima donna, scenery of a new pilece
lost or gone agtray, upsetting of
schedules—"“Carmen” can be de-
pended upon to fill a theatre, so long
as a fair performance Is assured.
Thirty-three years afterward!

Brutal Alabama Governor
May Be [mplicated.

CLEVELAND, Ohlo. Sept. 19 —a&lax
Hayes, cditor of the Cleveland Clu-
sen, writing in the Clevoland Press
says:

“I have it upon the authority of &
national officer of the United Mine
Workers that the executive officlals of
that body will soon issue a statement
relative to calling off the miners
strike In Alabama that will causc
sensation throughout the country.
