All the world
has heard of the eloquence of the
Hon. T.: P: Gore, ‘the blind- semator
from Oklahoma. General Brayton,
the blind boss of Rhode Island, lacks
physical sight and perhaps some oth-
er kinds of vision. Chris Buckley, the
blind boss of San Francisco. prospered
for years on his discerning sense of
“touch.” (And  speaking of San
Franch the Jap give their
blind a practical monopoly in mas-
sage.) Dr. Campbell, an American
blind man,—who, by the way, has
climbed Mont Blanc,-—Is head of the
Royal Normal College for the Blind
in England. Homer, Miiton and
Helen Keller are three wise ones
whose paths though the dark have
been lighted by tite stars of poetry.
Biind men of géntus and power
stand out as axceptions, not in' the
kind of thing they have done, but only
in the degree of their suctcess. They
prove that the brain and the skilfully
managed hand are the instruments of
human achievement. They force the
seeing person to observe himself and
discover that he does not depend, or
need hot depend, so much In his sight
as the arrogance of the eye leads
him to belleve.—John Macy, in the
October “Everybady's.”

“We Socialists know what the mat-
ter is: it's Capitalism; and ‘'we know

what the cure is: it's Soclallsm.

“Capitalism is a thing, a system:
It's the organization of soclety under
which we all live. And it's wrong.
fundamentally wrong. It is a system
of competition for wealth, for the
necessities of human life, and, a sur-
vival of the old struggle of the jun-
gle, It forces the "fndlvidual to be
selfish, and rewards him for beating
and abusing his fellow man.

“Profit is made the aim of all
human effort, not use, not service.
The competitive system sets man
against man, class  against’ class;
puts a premium.upen_hate: and love
—the love of a mah for Nis neighbor
—is abnormal and all but impossible.

“Boclalism will be an entirely dif-
ferent system. It will produce for
use, not profit; and production for use
is practically unlimited. Soclalist so-
clety could produce ten times as much
as we do now, \because -& cultured
civilization would have ten times as
many wants as we have. But if we
found we were making maore of one
kind of goods than people could use,
we would decrease the attra-tiveness
of labor in that branch and increase
it In another; and with workers
schooled as we would school them
(and Germany fis training them
now), bor .would go much more
easily from one machine to another.
