NEW YORK TOWN

UTICA, Sept. 28.—The forest fire
sitbation in the Adiropdacks last
night was most desperate. Late
terday afternoon the village of Long
Lake West, a thriving lumber com-
munity; was wiped out, entailing a
loss which will exceed $160,000. The

If he wete, it would
hardly be possible for him to ‘deliver
the goods' so successfully year after
year, It takes quite a number of
senators to defeat the will of
the people, yet they have generally.

Mr. Isador Goldenberg, the young
romantic actor whom Adler and
Epachner brought from Roumania,
made his first appearance at the
Windsor Theatre last Friday night
and was met with much enthusiasm.
The audience fairly raised the roof
of the house with applause and
screamed themselves hoarse with
whouts of appreciation. Mr, Golden-
berg Is an actor of talent, ambitious
and Intelligent, who manages to put
fife 'n lifeless heroes and fire Into
lukewarm parts, and who can read
nonsensical lines with a sardonic
seriousness and make bad plays en-
dur!blt. His friends insist on calling
himi Balvini the Becond; they do so
because they are his friends, but were

they strangers, or mere dramatic
critics, they would have called him
that anyhow; with the exception of
changing the second- to, let us say,
the seventh. Salvini the BSeventh
would give a fair estimate of Golden-
berg's powers.

The new star appeared In one of
the old style Lateinér-Horowitz “His-
torical Operas,” one of the silly plays
that occupled the Yiddish stage before
the appearance of Jacob Gordin.
Plays that are a mixture of every-
thing stageable—a combination order,
#0 to speak, of the drama, the
tragedy, the opera, the what-not
knitted into one big melodramatic
whole—a whole constructed for the
purpose of pleasing all classes and all
tustes, It contains a prince and
princess for the sentimental shop-
girl, a villain for the moralist, dance
and song for the lover of vaudeville
and sensational triumphs for sensi-
tive women. It is for plays of that
kind that Mr. Goldenberg was en-
guged, for plays that cannot stand
:Rhout the help of a foreign celeb-

ty. .

Behind Goldenberg's success there
Is & story of fallure, the fallure of
the Yiddish stage. Jacob Gordin, the
one Yiddish writer who kept the stage
supplied for more than a decade, has
stopped writing, and there 1s a dearth
of good drama. He 1 played
o in a while, but in violation of
box office prudence. No new writer
has appeared and so the management
was forced to go back—away back-—to
Lateiner folly and Horowits trash.

Jacob P. Adler, the greatest Yid-
dish actor, was there too, not in his
capacity as actor, but as mere part-
ner of Mr. Spachner, manager of the
theatre. Adler is too much a lover
of art to stoop to conquer Golden-
berg successes, and too good a busi-
ness man to give up the stage. The
produceable plays of to-day are not
of the kind that need his talent, so
another “star” was found., When
Mr. Adler went to Europe this sum-
mer he was instructed by Spachner
to look up Goldenberg and, If possi-
ble, bring him to America. The young
actor has made a name for himsclf
playing in many citles in Europe,
principally In Roumania, and he was
engaged for the season. His first ap-
pearance proved to his managers
that he is the right man for the right
place: the man-needed to turn bdack
the hand of the progress of the Yid-
dish stage to ita starting place—to
the crude and the ridiculous.

Adler was called to the stage and
was forced to make a speech, What
he said rang with the dual volce of
artists anft manager. Polnting to the
gallery, he sald: “Up there, Mr. Gol-
denberg. are your judges; to-night
you are passing your examination;
the applause Indicates that they are
giving you a diploma, declaring you
to, be a star.”

The gallery heard but the volce of
the bdusiness man, and went wild with
excitement, but they who heard the
volce of the artist heard it say “you
know what they want, Mr. Gelden-
berg will please give it to them.”

Most lamentable of all is the fate
of good actors and actress:s who, un-
like Mr. Adler, afe not in a position
to choose their parts. Two of them,
Mrs. Rosa Karp and Mrs. M. Ep-
stein, talented actresses when given
an opportunity to play living types
and Interpret real characters, were
forced to twist their bodies In melo-
dramatic contortion and wriggle in
princess gowns, much to their own
disgust, They were forced to swear
princely oaths, swallow princely hate
and endure princely love, and strugsls
with what was anything but princely
lines.

Mr. Goldenberg will appear In
“Zarays." a new play described as a
Spanish opera, in which he will take
the part of a prince. There s little
woubt that Mr. Goldenberg: will be
successful In meeting the demand
made upon him by an audience that
prefers the romantic “historical op-
era” to the legitimate drama. Spach-
ner and Adler have in Mr. Goldenberg
the right man for the right place-—
though the place may not be a de-
sirable one. They have proven, ut
least to the satisfaction of the critic,
that if they cannot promote art, they
can &\ least manage & business.

shop, 125 Ridge street, where I am
employed.

“The bullding la a rear-house, five-
stories high, the lower floor used for
a stable and the four floors above It
oecupled by elght shops, two on each
floor.  The house Is In ar bad a con-
dition as the bullding of 139 1-2 Madi-
son wtreet, which you have described.
The tollets Instend of being light, ven-
tilated and screened, are dark, nar-
row and dirty. The women's tollet
is not removed from the men's, and
Is being used for a dressing room by
the women. The shops are very dirty
and have not been painted for many
yoars. The windows are so thickly
covered with dust that It Is imposasi-
ble to look through them. In such
shops as ours It {s hard to do machine
or needle work without losing sigh:
and health. No wonder that the cloth-
ing trades furniash so large a percent-
age of the blind und consumptives of
thip country.

What Is our Department of Factories
doing” How do the Factory Inspec-
tors enforce the laws?

The stable I»s used for
the storage of push carts. The
plumbing is bad and the air unen-
durable.

“Overorked,” Says Commission.

When the matter was brought to
the attention of the Labor and Fac-
tory Commission it was well recelved
a d prompt attention was promised.
