A statement issued yesterday from
Republican headquarters reports Wil-
liam R. Fairley of Alabama, a mem-
ber of the executive board of the
United Mine Workers of America, as
endorsing the position taken by Vice-
President James Duncan of the
American Federation of Labor in a
recent letter regarding the political
pollcy of the A. F. of L.

Mr. Fairley is quoted as follows:

“I deem it my duty to disregard the
advice of Mr. Gompers, president of
the American Federation.

“To me it seems that Vice-President
Duncan stated the position that the
members of the Federation should
take clearly. I can 'see ‘only one
course to pursue myself, and that is to

prosperity to the workingmen of this
country.

“I cannot understand how Mr.
Gompers—and he is an able man—
can ask us to vote for the Democratic
party, when it has such' a record
against labor In the South. Surely he
cannot understand as we do who have
been crushed under it.

~#In-- the South;-where, Democracy
could have helped labor {if it had
cared to practice what it preaches In
the Denver platform, we have longer
hours and lower wages, with poorer
educational facilities for our ‘children
than in any other portlon of the
United States. I have found no one
to answer this impeachment of the
Democratic party.

“The attitude of the Democracy of
Alabama toward the coal miner-illus-
trates the point that I desire to make.
A year ago this Summer we sought
to secure amendatory State legisla-
tion to provide for tne protection of
our health and lives by a better sys-
tem of ventilation, and to provide for
an equitable system of wel‘l;llr: coal,
to the end that we might have jus-
tice. After repeated }{ with
the mine-operators, we drew up a set
of amendments, but the Democratic
legislature did not enact them into
law. It pigeon-holed them instead.”

Mr. Fairley has always supported
the Republican party. He ‘has been
assoclated with the miners’ organiza-
tions in this country and England for
many years.

T. N. Barnsdall of Pittsburg that

t Roosevelt .ordered Ethan
-Allen * Hitchcock, then Secrétary of
‘the Interior, to grant to the Prairie
ol lqd Gas Company a franchise in
the Territory of Oklahoma after
Barnsdall, president of the oll com-
pany, had made a $25,000 contribu-
tion to the campaign fund of Benja-
‘min B. Odeli, then candidate for Gov-
ernor of New York.

The man is interested in the oll
business in Oklahoma and has had

iderable businéss with the Prairie
Oil and Gas Company himself.

“Barnsdall and Odell were reared
together,” according to this man, who
declines the-use of his name at
present, “were fast friesnds. Barnsdall
in the ol made milliens of dollars,
while Odell entered politics. Bafns-
dall applied to the Secretgry of the
Interior for a franchise for the Pralrie
Oil and Gas Company to do business
in the Territory of Oklahoma, and re.
membered that Odell was the rght
hand man of Presdent Roosevelt and
that he could ear of the
Presdent as effectively any man in
the country.

“Barpsdall went to /New York and
called-on Odell. ..

“It is a sign of political corruption
tor Senator Foraker to have corre-
sponded with an officer of the Stand-
ard Oll Company, but only the dis-
cretion and privilege of Mr. Roose-
velt to call to Washington a ‘practi-
cal' man, the head of the greatest
rallway corporation in the lgnd, to
confer with him before he announced
his ‘policies’ to congress. .

“The Standard Ol remains under
Mr. Roosevelt's venomous hatred for
