asked If any attempt would be' inade
by them to prevent any further po-
lice inteference.
+ Continuing, Mr. Oliver said:
“There is no need for all this ha-
rangue that the police are making = We
are not going to do any acts of vio-
lence or break the law In any manner.
We. will simply stay out untll the
taxicab -company.-decides to-eome 0]
our terms or else go out of busincss.
We have them in that position and
they are beginning to realize that
they must either come to our terms
or go out of business, for our men
are holding out and will hold out and
none ¢f them will go batk. .
“The taxicab people came here and
put the hackmen out of buriness with
their stables and horses, and now we
are going to put the taxicabs out of
business."

The conditions to-day are practl-
cally the same with regard to the
strikers as they were on the first day
the men went out. None of them are
golng back to work and the taxicab
company cannot find men with which
to man their vehicles. As a result,
they are losing what little business
they have left. h

On the other hand, the public, for
the most part, realizsing that it is a
fight for justice, has and will patron.
ixe other vehlcléa wherever possible.
Those who would like to help alonyg
the oppressive measures used against
the strikers are afreil to ride In
‘“‘scab” cars as a result of the news.

ting it about the year 1919, Man-
suffrage could probably be se«
cured almost at once and for the ask-
ing: but the complete enfranchise-
ment of all men and all women at
once would be resisted bitterly by all
parties. And the main difficulty In
the way would be the enfranchisement
of all women, married and living with
their husbands, as well as single. The
leap from what I8 now to what this
proposes is too great for thé mind of
the British elector to grasp, and not
by any means the least of the opposi-
tion would ‘eome from the workiug
classes. Reformera gain nothing by
shutting their eyes to facts which
stare up at them from every part. I
speak what most people know to be
true when I say that the chlef ob-
stacle to reform of any kind In Eng-
land s the conservative, plodding,
timid mind of the average map.

{s fighting her way into every sphere
of human activity. Her labor is com-
ing Into competition with that of man
in nearly every department of Indus-
try. The women's trade union move-
ment is growing by leaps and bounds.
In the learned professions she is forc-
ing herself to the front by sheer de-
termination and force of Intellect in
a way that will not be denled. Sooner
or later men will be compelled to treat
with her and recognise her as a co-
worker. and they could not begin bet-
ter than by admitting her right to be
a co-voter. Those who prate so glib-
