Commissioner Bingham's method
of breaking the taxicab gtrike has re-
sulted in the housing up of 360 pa-
trolmen for reserve duty ‘for the past
two weeks, many of thém having
been on duty all this timel'with little
or no sleep, and as a result twelve of
them were last night campelled to go
on sick leave. For this reason there
is open rebellion in. the police de-
partment, many of the men not hav-
ing beem able to go to their homes
for wearing apparel in that time.

“Our presentation of the issues at-
tracts more people now—of that we
have evidence every day,” he sald.
“*This is due to the lessons ta' %t our
peoples by the hard times. Another
reson why our vote will be bigger this
year is that in our district people feel
we have a chance to win, so that in
voting for the BSociallist candidate a
voter may feel some assurance that
he is not throwing his vote away.

Gotting Some Hearst Voters.

Mr. Hillquit admitted that the
Hearst movement had acted as a tem-
porary check on the Bocialists.

“But the Hearst movement is now
growing Weaker and weaker,” sald
Mr. Hillquit. *“It was strongest in
1906, when Hearst was a candidate
for Mayor. In 1906, when he ran for
Governor, it was weaker in our part
of the city, and now it Is weaker still.”

"“To what do you attribute this
falling off In the Independence
League vote?"

“Hearst was popular with us In
1906 on account of his radicallsm,
but he has changed so often and re-
pudiated his alleged early principles
00 tly as to distllusionize com-
pletely the people who once belleved
in him. Then =0 many of his followe
ers who have been elected have elther
shown themselves to be turncoats or
corruptionists, while not one of them
has made good as a real champlon of
the people.”

Mr. Hillquit sald another circum-
strvce that gave Hearst strength in
1906 was the bellef that he had &
chance of belng elected. Now that
there was practically no hope for the
Independence Leagu- ticket the con-
siderable number of Bocialists who
voted for him under the bellef that
he could win @nd on the theory that
half a'loaf was better than no bread
would return to thelr earlier political
faith,

Soclalism’'s Growth Here.

One of the features about the
growth of Boclallam on the East Bide
that puzzles the leaders of the two
old parties is this: The growth of the
Boclalist vote is entirely out of pro-
portion with any shrinkage there may
be in the vote of thelr own organ-
fzations. Mr. Hillquit sald sone-
thing which may throw some light on
this phase of the situation.

“We get a good many Soclalists
ready made down on the East Side,”
he sald. “A large proportion of the
East Bide population comes from Rus-
sla. The revolutionary spirit which
has dominated that country for a gen-
eration is reflected In our Soclalistic
movement on the East Side. To it
may be attributed In a large measure
the Intensity of the East 8ide Soclal-
ist movement and the devotion of the
Boclalists to the dause.”

Mr. Hillquit sald that while thus
A great many new voters landed in the
mm(mh.byhrlheumrpro-
portion of the increase in the vote
came from the other parties,

Both Parties' Suffer,

"It would be an error, though, to
assert-—as Is  frequently done—that
the bulk of our voters are recruited
from the Democratic party,” he de-
clared. “More Democrats come to us

than Republicdns, but the difference is
not as large as ia commonly believed.

A BLUFF THAT FAILED,

der the name of the Provincial Press
Assoclation of Queensiand. >

Recently this union held a meeting
to consider the attitude of the Gov-
ernment in connection with advertise-
ments in State publications. Some of
the capitalistic agitators present se-
verely censured the Govermment for
daring to Insert im the rallway time-
table business announcements which
they declared by sacred right belonged
to them.

After this it was decided that a

deputation from the union should wait
on the Minister for Rallways, to point
out to him how his department was
interfering with the domaln in the
press,
. The deputation accordingly waited
on the minister, but only to be told
point blank that his department was
out to earn money, and he was not
going to throw away a profitable
source of revenue to please the little
tin gods who run the country papers.
Moreover, the minister declared that
if he had power he would start =
government dally newspaper for the
publication of government advertise-
ments alone!

threat means that the country press
is about to go on strike, to cease pub-
lication, It is hard to understand.

The pigmy editorial We's of
the provinces have unpatriotically
tried to exploit the public purse for
their private Interests—and have
falled.—Coo-ece in the Brisbane
Worker.

BELGIAN TOIACCO.

The following Information ¢ )n-
cerning the tobacco trade of Belgium
is furnished by Consul General Ethel-
bert Watts, of Brusse:s:

Between 5,000 and 6,700 acres of
tobacco are cultivated In Belgium,
chiefly In East and West Flanders and
Halnaut. The number of planta raised
in 1905, 1906 and 1907 was 163,784,
100, 147.669,636 and 148,618,662, re-
spectively, and the yleld was 23,6883,-
120, 20,927,359 and 19/476,206 pounds,
respectively, The average cost of
production is estimated at from §314
to $320 per hectare (2,471 acres), and
the average yield §,000 to 6,600 pounds
per hectare,

Sages generally take place In De-
cember and January for middle-sized
leaves, and In February and March
for large leaves. The industry re-
celves no ald from the government.
There Is an excise tax of 15 franc
($2.90) per 220 pounds on all tobacco
except that which Is raised for the
personal use of the planter, which la
free from tax. On all tobacco ex-
ported the tax Is rerunded. There
are about 616 tobacco factories In the
Kingdom, employing from 8,700 to
9.800 persons.

“From what class do you get the
greatest number of .recruits?’ Mr.

“We get them from all classes,"
was his reply. “On the East Side the
population might roughly be divided
into two classes—workmen and pro-
fesslonals., We have no rich men.
The men who acquire a competeacy
move away and join the procesasion
uptown. But we have professional
men, such as lawyers. physiclans,
dentists and teachers, whose profes-
sions render it necessary for them to
remain down here. We got our great-
est number of recruits from this class
and from the intelligent workmen,
and I think the proportion of the
professional men of this class that
join the Socialist ranks Is greater
than that of the working classes.
These men come In contact with the
poorer classes almost éxclusively, and
naturally become imbued with Socfal-
istlc doctrines. Many of them also
are Russian ‘intellectuals,’ who are
naturally predisposed toward the so-
cial revolution.”

Mncy and -ll forms of crime and

'ro maintain their rule over their
fellow men, the capitalists must keep
in their pay all organs of the public
powers, public mind and public con-
science. They control the dominant
parties and, through them, the elected
public- officlals. . They s¢lect the exec-
utives, bribe the  legislatures and
porrupt the courts of justce. They
own and censor the press. They dom-
Inate the educational Institutions.
They own the nation politically and
intellectually just as they own it in-
dustrially.

‘The struggle between wage work-
ers and capitalists grows ever flercer,
and has now become the only vital
issue before the American people.
The wage-working class, therefore,
has the most direct interest in abol-
{shing the capitalist system. But In
present system, the
workingmen will free not only thelr
own clasd, but also all other classes
of modern society: The small farmer,
who is to-day exploited by Iarge capi-
tal more Indirectly but' not less ef-
Tectively than is the wage laborer;
the small manufacturer and trader,
who is engaged in a desperate and
loping struggle for economic Inde-
pendence In the face of the all-con-
quering power of concentrated capl-
tal; and even the capitalist himself,
who is the slave of his wealth rather
than Its master.

The basis for such transformation
is rapldly developing within present
capitalist socléty. The factory sys-
tem, with its complex machinery and
minate. division of labor, is rapidly
destroying «Il vestiges of individual
production In manufacture. Modern
production  is -already .very largely a
collective  and wsocial process. The
great, trusts and monopolies which
have sprung. up- in recent. years have
organized  the work and ‘mahegement
of .the principal -industries on a na-
tional scale, and have fitted them tor
colleotiye use and opepation.

“Most human beings who are born
into the world accept the conditions
of life as they find them and struggle
for mere individual -supremacy. In
this vulgar and petty strife of man
against man the lves of the great
masscs are consumed. No hopes for
a better order of iife; no luminous lift
of the imagination dignifies thelr dull
and Impotent plodding.

“But now and then a man Is born,
swayed perhaps by pre-natal influ-
ences, whose heart {8 tbo great; whose
love nature s too strong; whose
Imagination is too vivid to make such
striving tolerable.

“Such  souls must by the very
gravity of fate find their expression
inthe highest aspiration present in
the world at the time of their physical
embodiment. Frederic MacCartney
was one of these souls and he came
as logically to serve the cause of the
common life as a flower opens to the
sun.

But since we cannot evolute
backward in the matter of collective
production equal competition s Impos.-
sible. “And the Socidlism platform
I8 the only one which Intelligently
takes account of the remaining pred-
atory Instinct In man., That platform
is genuine literature, for the only true
literature is that which expresses the
life of the people in other than mere
narfative form. And the person who
does not know the lterature of Bo-
clalism, whethier he be academically
educated or not, is flljterate.
