“RETRENCHMENT AND REFORM” IN THE LIFE
INSURANCE BUSINESS.

(By a Life Insurance Agent.)

person for insurance In the weekly
premium department he gets no com-
mission for it. But in case the insured
moves away and the collections have
to be made by gnother agent and (as
happens frequemtly among that race)
the insured cammot for some reason
keep up the policy, the new agent has
to lapse it and is charged $1.50 for
each 10 cents of premium on which
t:u-. company never paid any commis-
slon. -

Another way they have to skin the
agent is thjs, Often an insured per-
son moves away and leaves no ad-
dress. The agent expects to hear from
him'day xfter day, knowing that he
‘does not wish to lose the insurance.
But' In the meafitime the Insured is
found by another agent. He Is not
allowed to collect if the person is more
than four weeks In arrears. He has
to submit revival applications to the

A fcw years ago the great life insur-
ance companies of New York were in-

vestigated and a Jot of corruption was
discovered. It was brought to light
that a large portion of the money col-
lected from the  policyholders was
used to "feed the yellow dog.,” hold
great banquets, and flll the pockets of
the few who had the control of it,
besides each of them drawing a salary
large enough to feed a hundred fami-
lles comfortably.
It was found that the amount of
‘some ¢ nies used for ex-
penses was larger than the amount
paid hack to .the policyholders in the
shape of death claims, dividends, etc.,
and yet leave & big profit to the com-
pany. These companies have been
trylng since the inv tion” to

There are a number of other meth-
ods by which the agent is done out of
his earnings. Incidentally, make him
pay cvery year $i for a surety bond.

Now to come back to the result of
the investigation. All the companies
started to reduce their expenses by
reducing the ent's commissions on
large policles 20 to 35 per cent,
cutting out banuses that they used to

not reduce their presidents’ salaries,
nor did they.cut down the force of
vice presidents nor diminish their sal-
ries: pnd they certainly did net ro-
Juce their profits.

In ghort, the agents paid for the re-
ayit of the investigation. It was they
wvho pald for the reduction of ex-
penses. It {8 they who have to fear
‘he burden of all the abuses. It Is
‘hey who have to face all the troubles
and tribulations that this bysiness in-
volves. '

The life insurance agents constitute
a great foree in this country. It is
about time -they . begin to organige.
The companies Will comtinue to out
down the agents’ dncome as much ay
they can.
