BY WIRELESS

hik Coast Operators Get Signals
from Mikado's Powerful ‘Senders
~Reply Won't Carry So Far.

SAN FRANCIBCO, Nov. 25.—Across
4,700 miles of ocean aerograms have
been received from Japan by the
operators In the United States wire-

less telegraph station in this city.
Although they have been unable to
reply to the call from over the seas,
they have watched with growing In-
terest the efforts of the Japarnese to
get Into communication with the
United States through other means
than cable or ship. This marks a
record for recelving wircless mes-
sages.

It was nearly four months ago
that James Watkins, chief operator,
and R. Lawrence Malarin, night
operator, were surprised one night to
catch strange signals from apparently
a great distance seaward

Japan with more powerful sending
apparatus than is found in any other
wirel station in the world, flashes
her signals through almost a sheer
5,000 miles. But Japan does not
know that her voice is heard and will
not until this news Is sent to the land
of the Mikado.

BEWARE OF
REVOLUTION

Rev. Percy Grant Warns
Employers of Unrest,

Printers' League Told “Socialists Are
Not Many, but They Cause Excite-
ment"—Some Employing Printers
Want Lion and Lamb to Lie Down
Together and Live in Peace.

At a dinner of the Printers’ League
held at the Hotel Westminster on
Tuesday night the Rev. Percy Grant,
rector of the Church of the Ascenslon
on Fifth avenue, declared that all
classes should unite In an cffort to
prevent a clval war arising out of
the clash of classes in this country.

“When you deal with laboring men
you are bound to find & great many
Socialists among them,” said he.
“The leaders of labor will tell you
that while only about 10 per cent.
of the membership In labor unions is
compored of Socialists that small pro-
portion makes more troublo—per-
haps I should say. causecs more ex-
citement than all of the rest of the
90 per cent. The Boclalists amonk
the labor men stand for ideals and
that is, perhaps, the rcason they cu\uv
all the excitement.

“We should look upon the pruem
unrest among the classex in France
as being Indicative of the trend of the
conditions of the day. I fancy that
the unrest in France will soon be the
unrest here unless we can find some
panacea that may allay, If not' divert,
the unrest from us. When we con-
sider that for seventy-five years the
legislators of this nation had an op-
portunity to do away with slavery
and that they did not, but that it had
to be wiped out with the frighttul
horror of the Civil War, we should
strive to bend every sinow against the
prevention of another such horror
as that arising out nf condluou that
might be ewrad In

*A condition confmnl- us that calls
for the attention of every husiness
man, ecvery cltizen, every human
belng.”

Objects of the League.

This was the second dinner of the
Printers’ League. About one hundred
and twenty-five members and guests
were present.  President Francls, of
the Charles Francls Press, spoke on
“The Printers’ League,” saying In
part:

“It may be that we can never em-
brace in one hody the great inerests
of the employing printers of the
United States, but we can and ought
to have within the organization of the
Printers' League of America all of the
employers whose employes are organ-
ized, for the specific purpose of con-
sulting with these employes. who In
this day are really as much interested,
or should be 80, In the success of our
business as we oursclves are. Every
employer who hecomes a member of
our organization strengthens our
claim to falr and preferential con-
tracts with the unlons and to the cer-
tainty of immunity from the Jdestruct-
fve strike or lockout process, which
has cost both employer and employe
many hours of anxiety and vast
wealth, and has halted his ‘pursuit of
happiness.’

“We have so far achieved the fol-
lowing results: Contracts with three
unions, one of which was made in
open scssion with the union; an era
of peace to our members for two
years: an inculcation of the princl-
ples of fairness and equity into the
rank and file of the unions, and in-
dorsement of the principles set forth

in our plan and scope by the Allied
Printing Trades Council and by the
International Typographical Union.™

Little Advice from Mr. Little,

J. J. Little, toastmaster, also said,
among other things:

“What will be the future of this
movement depends upon the willing-
ness of the parties interested. It will
be necessary for the union leaders to

be on the alert and to educate their
members to study these conditions and
even to make what at times may scem
to be personal sacrifices.

“The object of the Printers’ League
is not to secure the peace that comes
to the fold when the lion and the
lamb lie down together, but it is to
secure Jjustice and prosperity to all
concerned. To this end I want to cau-
tion our friends who are here repre-
senting the unlons that limitation of
output must not in future be known in
establishments controlled by members
If it Is attémpted in
any department we shall hope to se-
cure the co-operation of all other
branches in the business to help us
ignore that branch of the trade that
would insist upon such unjust rule.

“If the employers fulfill their obli-
gations toward their employes they
have the right to expect that the

unions will supply them with compe-
tent workmen and in this connection
we have the right to inquire into and
be informed what means the unions
have adopted to ascertain the com-
petency of their members.”

DIVER SEARCHING
FOR EVIDENCE

In Chicago River, Where, It is Said,
Counterfeiters Threw Plates,
Fearing Arrest.

CHICAGO, Nov. 25.—The bhottom of
the Chicago river is being explored by
a sea diver working under orders of
Captain Thomas I. Porter of the Gov-
ernment Secret Service, to obtain evi-
dence which, it is believed, will send
to prison one of the largest and most
dangerous aggregations of counter-
feiters the United States authorities
have had to deal with In years.

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“As disconcerting to Socialism as
its own failure to get its expected mil-
lion votes was Mr. Gompers’ failure to
induce labor to vote as a class. The
labor leader used the -accepted tactics
of the Socialist party. He appealed to
‘class consciousness.” He asked organ-
ized labor to cease its habit of voting
for parties and to ‘vote for labor.” But
his appeul fell on deaf ears. There is nothing in the result to show
that the ranks of union workingmen were conscious-of any interests
as such that they could serve only by voting as a unit. They voted
as citizens, not as members of a class. They revealed no ‘class
conscioutiness.’ " ; .

So says the New York “Tribyne,” in a tone that strongly sug-
gests the efforts- of the boy going past the cemetery on a dark night
and whistling merrily because he |is so horribly afraid. And then
the “Tribune” goes on to draw f its false premises the logical
and false conclusion that the ad tes of Socialism have little
ground for hope and its opponents little reason to fear its future
. growth in this country.

It would be hard to pack more misstatement of fact into so
short a paragraph as the “Tribune” editor has managed to condense
in those hundred words. Most Socialists did not expect a million
votes, though the “Tribune,"” as well as other Republican and Demo-
cratic papers, persistently predicted such a result. There has been
no evidence that the Socialists are seriously “disconcerted” by their
failure to get such an abnormal increase. Mr. Gompers did not
attempt “to induce labor to vote as a class,” but strained all his ener-
gies to induce workingmen to vote with the bankrupt middle class,

. the Southern plantation owners, the corruptionists of the Northern
cities, and some of the worst of the industrial trust magnates in favor
of a party which repudiates the idea of being a party of the working

. class. He did not “use the accepted tactics of the Socialist party”—
except in so far as he badly imitated them on a few minor points; on
the contrary, as against the Socialist weapon of argument he used the
capitalist weapon of impudent slander and as against the Socialist
method of democratic self-government in the party he used the
method of bossing from above so familiar in old-party politics. He
did not. “‘appeal to class consciousness,” but vehemently inveighed
against it. He did not “ask labor to cease voting for parties,” but
asked warkingmen to vote for the Democratic party of the labor-
skinners, and, on the other hand, we Socialists do not ask labor to
cease voting for parties, but advise workingmen to join and vote for
the party of their own class.

As for the result, it is hard to say to what extent Mr. Gompers'
appeal “fell on deaf cars.” It seems to us probable that he did suc-
ceed in saving for the Democratic party a few hundred thousand
votes whlch would ctherwise have gone into the Socialist column.
This camiot be prov.], of course; we frankly express it only as an
opinion. 'Even if it could be proved, it would not be much for Mr.
Gompers to boast of. since his policy was to stake everything on

a majority for his political patrons at this election, not to
build strengly for the future; but, if it be true, as we think it is, the

capitalist enemjes of Socialism ought to have the grace to scothe his |

wounded pride, not to mock his disappointment.

But liow about the other half of the result? With the Republi-
can party making such a pose of hostility to the trusts as it never
made before; with the Democratic party making such promises to
Aabor as it never made before; with the heads of the greatest labor
organization enlisted as a “puller-in” ‘for the Democracy; with an
Independence party using all the power of the Hearst dailies, with

their gigantic circulation, to halt those who had newly become sociai-

istically inclined on the plea of “practicality”; and with some hun-
dreds of thousands of workingmen disfranchised through the loss of
their jobs during the hard times, and among them especially those
who had been most steadily active as workers for Socialism—with all
those handicaps, in comparison with the execeptionally favorable
conditions which confronted us in 1904, to increase the Socialist vote
twenty-five per cent. and perhaps thirty or forty per cent.; to cast
five orsix times as many votes as we cast eight years ago, fourteen or
perhaps sixteen times as many as we cast twelve years ago, and twen-
ty-five or thirty times as many as we cast sixteen years ago; and
along with that to have more than twice as many organized party
members as we had in 1904, and to have two daily papers in English,
where we: had none in 1904—is that such a result as should “discon-
cert” the Socialists, or is there much in it to reassure those who have
reason to dread the ultimate triumph of Socialism?
