ENSLAVE WORKERS

United States Consul Tells How Mexi- |

can Laborers Are Shame-
fully Exploited.

WASHINGTON. Dec. 7.—The re-
port of Consul Louis A. Martin on the
zine mining industry .of the state of
Chihuahua, Mexico, contains the fol-
lowing account of the
tions prevailing there:

“Mines owned by Mexicans are

labor condi-

wholly equipped with Mexican talent
and labor. Mincs owned by foreign-;
ers usually have a few forelgners for !
the most important positions, but the .
labor employed in and- about the;
mines is Mexican. Men who run ma-
chines and do hand drilling are ex-
cellent workers and rather above the
great class which receives minimum
pay. Holstmen receive $3 for an
eilght hour shift; ground foremen in
the largest mines may get a maxi-
mum of $5 for a ten hour shift; in
small mines the pay is less.. Drilling
Is generally done by contract, but al-
ways so regulated as to require brisk
work to earn $1.50 for nine hours'
work. Helpers to machine men earn
about §1. Ordinary miners, who do
not work by contract—drillers, ore
packers, carmen, trackmen, powder
men—receive $1 for nine or ten hour
shifts: in some of the larger mines
only 75 cents. The lowest class of
labor, cspecially men employed on the
surface. in the yards pushing cars,
loading ore. and roustabouts receive’
75 cents per day and at some of the
large mines only 50 cents.”

Miners® Miserable Life.

The living conditions of the work-
ers are extremely humble. The aver-
age man and his family live in a one-
room shack, mud house, stone hut,
or dugout along some bank. Their
food consists of dried meat, tortilias,
beans, and coffee. Stoves are found
only in the better homes. the labor-
er's meal being cocked over a little
fire between stones. At meal times
the family gather round the fire, and
they sleep on blankets on the floor.
This is thé living condition in every
camp; the high-priced laborers alone
having ordinary meals and ‘sleeping
cots. The man who has a family,
and in most camps only men with
families are desired, has the habit of
consuming his wages the day after he
earng them. The company runs a
store, only at which he can get pro-
visiond on credlt, and to this store his
account book is8 brought and his daily
necessities charged against his wages.
Every operator has absolute control
of the sale of all merchandise on his
ground or within his concssion; he
keeps the store, he buys at wholesale
the cheapest market, and retalls, in
very small quantities, of course, at a
profit of 100 per cent.

Pay day comes once a month, and
may he for the preceding month, one
month being held. The man with-
out property is not allowed to over-
draw his account. If he has property
it is llable for his debt, and once in
debt he {8 apt to work better and
more steadily. Suffice it Lo say, the
ignorant and destitute laborer con-
stitutes the great werking class at the
mines. He lives in the poorest quar-
ters, is scantily clothed and ill-fed,
and during storms and cold seasons
his sufferings are intense.”

10 BE BUSTED

Charter Revision Committee Wil
Recommend New Department
Be Established.

The Charter Revision Commission
will recommend to the next Legisla-
ture the establishment of a new de-
partment for its purchase of supplics
for the city. In the few hearings
which have so far been held by the
cemmittes appointed by the Legisla-
ture to investigate the manner in
which the departments are managed
evidence has been brought out show-
ing that the city is forced to pay from
20 to 50 per.cent. more for its sup-
plies than large private consumers
pay, and that most of the contracts
for supplies have gone to firms and
contructogs having no stock and no
capital but political pull.

Section 419 of the charter, which
provides that department heads shall
not make contracts calling for an ex-
penditure af more than §1.000 without
public letting, is evaded, the report of
the commission will explain, by the
elementary process of splitting up an
order amounting to say $5.000 into
divisions of $999% each. One of the
paragraphs in the report to be pre-
sented to the Legislature is:

“Vouchers are made for contracts
running into many thousands of dol-
lars where goods were delivered on
idertically the same bill, on the same
day, from the same cargo or original
shipment, but vouched for on a $999
basis, thus irresistibly demonstrating
the manner in whlch the evasion was
effeoted ™

Elected Provisional Head of
Haytiaa Goverameat.

Sad Surprise for Fouchard When His
Ship Came in, but He’s General in
Chief Anyway—Trouble When Fir-
min Lands—Looked Like Trouble
All Around, but Things Now Pecace-
ful,

PORT AU PRINCE, Haytl, Dec. 7.

—General  Antoine Simon assumed
vesterday the duties of President of
the Haytian republic. In a proclama-

tion addresscd to his army and to the
people he announced that he would
organize a provisional government 0
take charge of affairs until the cham-

ber assembled.

At one time yesterday it looked as
if there was going to be some trouble,
for when General Fouchard arrived at
» o'clock vesterday morning from
Kingston on the steamer Oterl Generai
Simon refused to allow Fouchard’'s
thirty followers to land.

After messengers had passed be-
tween Fouchard and General Simou
several times the former was per-
mittd to leave the steamer and go to
the victor's headquarters. The two
generals had a lengthy coafercnce,
and gs a result Fouchard decided
that as the outlook for his becoming
President at this time was extremely
doubtful he would accept a job under
Simon’'s administration.

Accordingly Fouchard was pro-
claimed chief general of the army,
and a salute of twenty-one guns was
given in his honor from the Haytian
gunboats and forts. After this cele-
bration Fouchard's friends were al-
lowed to land from the Oteri and the
soldiers that had been sent to the
quay ‘to prevent them ' from coming
ashore fired' a musket salute into the

afr.

The day passed without any disturb-
ances In this city, but reports from
various other places are not reassur-
ing.

THE DOOM OF THE

There is no little truth in the say-
ing that the wageearner of to-lay is
better off than the small farmer or
the small industrial producer. Those
who most frequently use this phrase
mean to Imply thereby that the wage-
worker has no reasom to complain.
This statement is, however, a boom-
erang that hits, not the Soclalists, but
the advocates of capitalism. If, in-!
deed, those who are wholly properti-
less are better off than those small
producers who still have some prop-
erty left, of what use can property be
sajd to be to the latter? If the artisan
and the small farmer stick to their
small production, although they could
carn more in the factory as wagework-
ers., simply because they still retain
some property, it is evident that their
property hurts rather than benefits
them. To the small producer, whether
agricultural or Industrial, his property
| has been transformed from a shicld
aguinst into a bond that fetters him to
misery. To him the effect of private
'o‘ncnhlp In the means of produeuon
has changed character; that which a
'hundrrd years ago was a blessing to
‘ his cluss has now become a curse.

But. It may be objected, this misery |
Ilu the price which the small agriocul-
! tural or Industrial producer pays for
the greater degree of Independence
which he enjoys over the wageworker, | th
who I3 wholly propertiless. Even
this is false! Wherever small pro-
duction Is forced into competition with
large production, the rormer sinks
quickly Into complete dependence
upon the latter. The artisan becomes
an appendage to the establishment of
the capitalists; his home becomes an
outhouse of the factory, or he sinks
still lower. And as to the small farm-
er, to whom It is impossible to stand
up against copitalist competition as
farmer, he Is forced either to take up
some Industrial pursuit in his home
as the employe of capital, or he is
bound to hire out either himself or
members of his family as wagework-
ers to the large farmer. What has
become of the Independence of these?
Their little property is the only thing
that distinguishes them from the pro-
letarian, and it is this very property
that prevents them rrom taking ad-
vantage of the best opportunities to
labor; it rivets them to their own
threshold, with the effect of making

workers who are wholly propertiless.
Observation shows that private owner-
ship in the means of production not
only increases the physical misery but
also the dependence of the small hold-
or. The effect of these small holdings
has wholly changed tharacter; befors
the days of large. production these

small holdin were a bulwark of
freedom; to-day they are a mcans of
slavery,

Another contention is that such
small holdings vest In the producing
small farmer or artisan the product
of his labor., Where this Is true It is
but & trifling consolation, dering
that the declining prices brought on
by large producton render the pl
of these small producers Inlu!ueleut
for their domestic needs. But even
this consolation is mainly illusory. It
does not hold good in most cases; for
instance, it s wholly false in the case
of those who arc in debt, The usurer
who has a mortgage on a farm has &
stronger claim upon the labor of the
farmer than the farmer himself. The
usurer must be frst satisfied, only
what Is left falls to the farmer:
whether this remainder suffices to sup-
port the farmer and his family does
not concern the usurer. Accordingly
