Mill-
tary engineers, with their tdaitional
Ingenuity, comstructed many rafts
and other temporary structures by
means of which people unable to help
themselves escaped. One raft col-
lapsed, and its six - occupants were
rescued with difficulty. )

The strength of the current oftem
prevents the use of boats, and motor
launches, of which there are plenty
in the city, are unable to reach the
places where they would be most
useful. . Soldiers are shoring up houses
and shops and recovering furniture
and other household effects.

President Views thé Awful Scene.

The government has done all that
is possible to prevent looting by es-
tablishing boat patrols of armed sol-
diers and police. President Fallieres
presided at a ministerial council this

morning to discuss measures of relef.
Afterward he made a tour of the
flooded districts, accompanied by Min-
isters Briand and. Millerand, and
Prefect of Police Lepine. It was
probably the most remarkable our-
ney ever taken by a French president.

Beginning with Paris, he wen
around the affected districty In an
automobile. He was everywhere ac-.
claimed with enthusiasm, and he re-
ceived sympathetically numberiess ap-
peals for help, to which he replied
that the government would do its uf
most. Then heé . visited the Alma
Bridge, which, owing to the amaliness
of its arches, causes a greater ob-
struction to the flow of the current
than any of the other bridges, and
heard the opinions of engineers on
the position there.

Thence he drove to Alfortville and
Ivry, where -hé embarked with his
companions on an iron barge, rowed
by military. engineers, and * went
among the houses to hearten the in-
habitants. These thronged the upper
windows as the presidential party
passed ‘beneath and cheered and
shouted repeated appeals for help.
‘Gend me some milk for my little
ones,” screamed a half frantic mother
from one house. The pathetic pray-
ers on all hands overcame M. Fal-
lieres. who at lant wept,

Many rafts and boats were passed
by the barge, some of them laden
with firhiture, others delivering food,
while still othera were carrying. per-
sons who had been rescued overcome
by cold, exhaustion and terror. It
was not until after' dark that the
president returned to the Falace of
the Elysee, where he was soon burled
again in discussing and arrangng re-
lef and sgnng orders, but all the serv-
ices of the government and the munc.
ipality can do little at present but re-
lieve the Immediate distress. Mean-
while tales of disaster from the prov-
inces are anxiously waited,

Then End Is Not Yet.

The decline reported this morning
in the waters of the Yenne has been
more than counterbalanced by the In-
crease in the Marne, with the worst
affects In sgome. of the outlying
suburbs Of these Alfortville iy prob.
ably suffering the worst. The water
there is nearly twenty feet deep, and
‘he upper ntories of houves have
flooded. Three thousan persons we
rescued In boats during the day, and
about an equal number galned places
of rafety through their own efforts.

Enginecr and Fireman of Twentleth
Century Meet Death in Wreck.

' UTICA, N. Y., Jan. 25.—Running at
sixty-five- miles an hour past the sig-
nals. which warned the engineer to
slow down In order to croas over to
another track, the New York Cen-
tral rallroad’'s  Twentieth Century
Limited traln of elght cars, Bound
from Chicago to New York., was de-
ralled at a switch near St. Johnaville
at 5.40 a.m, today. Not a passenger
was injured, but Engineer John Scan-
Jon and Fireman Melvin J. Handville,
both of Syracuse, were killed.

A delayed train on the track ahead
of the limited made It necessary to
switch the fast train to another track.

Shows Awful Condition of Affairs
' in State Hespitals.

COLUMBIA, 8 C, Jan 235.—
Charges of the grossest violations of
the ordinary rules of sanitation and
decency and a wtringent arraignment
of the board of regents of the State
Hospital for the Insane are contalned
in the majority report of the commis.
sion appointed to investigate the hos-
pital, just made public here.

Without placing the blame on any
particular person, the commission’s
report states the évidence shows:

That fifteen patients of one ward
were bathed in the same water in &
bath tub. :

That the bodles of dead patients are
buried ont on top of another in the
same lot. .

That hogs and the dead are kept in
the same Jot.

That the wards, even of the white
women, are overrun with vermin.
The report also states that many at-
téendants are {lliterate and brutal
many cases of brutality being \re-
ported, and that the food.is served in
dirty, greasy tin dishes.

Government reports are quoted to
show that in the South Carolina hos-
pitalg the death rate is the highest In
the United States.

A minority report, submitted by
three members of the commlission,
disagrees with the main features of
‘the majority réport. It holds that
the lack of funds to put the institu-
tion on a modern basis, due to the
State's heavy Indebtedness, is the
principal source of trouble. It states
that the patients, as a rule, are well
cared for. that the food served is of
good quality and well cooked and that
the management of the State's farm ls
systematical and efficient.

Soclal-
ism, under that name or another, is
as certaln as any stage in evolution
that has already occurred. -It is in-
evitable, for the following reason:

We can all see, that under indivi-
duallsm the tendency has been to-
ward concentration of the power and
wealth In the hands of the few. This
has gone on .auntil, here in America,
we #re told that nine-tenths of the
property is owned by ometenth of
the individuals. Now, in the present
stage, wealth is power. It is only a
question of time, and of a compara-
tively short one, when theé one-tenth
Wil have all of the property. . The
‘Very laws of interest make this cer-
tain; as certain as any other problem
in mathematics. When this “time
comes, If individualism still prevails,
the members of thig one-tenth will,
80 to speak, begin to devour one an-
other, until, as the final stage, one
man, or corporation, will control all
the wealth; and the rest of us will
be ag truly slaves as were ever the
blacks before the war.

When this point is reached, if we
ever allow it to be reached, we must
either submit to the thost absolute
tyranny the world has ever known,
or we, the public, must take this
power into our own hands. In other
words, if we accept Individualism
we must accept all that it ultimately
implies. . There la no escape except
by the acceptance of the doctrines of
co-operation taught by Socialists.’
These doctrines are not fixed, or un-
alterable, . but are evolving, as re-

‘detalls; yet, the fundamental
dea, that all property. and all work
that makes for the good of humanity,
(the public at large, as o pposed to the
Individual), should be ln the hands
of the community, and not of the
Individual, must prevall. These ideas
are not new and some ‘of them are
at present in force, to greater or
less extent; for example, the gov-
ernment control of the post office,
of interstate commerce, of food and
drugs, municipal and state ownership
of various monopolies, and the like.
All that true Soclalism advocates is
an  extension, an enlargement, of
these pame ideas, until land, raw ma-
terials, and all public utilitles are so
governed. There s nothing reckless,
nothing revolutionary sabout this. Tt
Is admitted by all thinking men that
these changes can only come about
through education. @8oclallam will
 never come as a revolution, but as an
evolution; it is w0 coming about day
by day. We, as physicains, know bet-
ter than any one else what it would
mean from the standpoint of physical
well being; and this undoubtediy is
the ‘reason which will appeal maost

strongly to the average person.—Critic
and Guide.

If he were to speedily eliminate all
union men and agitators, his services
would no longer be required. Again,
it does not .always pay to discharge
a trained worker, against whom there
is no other grlevance than the fact
that he helleves In the ultimate tri-
umph of the co-operative common-
wealth, to make room for one whose

As to industrial unionism, while bo-
lieving it to be the more effective form
of economic organization, and the one
which must ultimately supersede all
forms of craft organization, we hold
that the Socialist party should work
with - and ald the working class as a’
class, regardless of what union the
workers may be organized' In, or
whether they have any union at all
We belleve that unign men should be
constantly reminded—Industrialists as
well as craft unlonists—to voté for
what they are ever fighting for—
belter . conditions. For the Soclalist
party to indorse Industrial unionism
wolild mean absolutely nothing. The
Socialist party members whose intel-
ligence and reason has not been
reached by Industrial union literature
could not be made an Industrialist by
the mandate of the Socialist party.

1 did not advocate the carrying of
firearms, nor did thowe Indurcl’
unionists at MoKees Rocks. I leave
that function to other Comrades—in
Milwaukee, for instance. However, I
realize, as every Socialist whe under-
stands the class realizes, that
this ‘class war is fiot & debating soclety
affair, and that he’ would be ch
indeed, who, when the cossacks were
rushing in on him and his
workers and clubbing them right and
left, were to get down om his knees
and cry out: ' “Forgive them Lord
for they know not what they do”
What was done at McKees Rocks
was the right thing to do, and no
number of cossacka could have
brought about peace as effectively as
those highly intélligent workers at
McKees Rocks did.  As for their later
action in applying "non-resistance,”
that is_all right, too. There are times
when it is wise for an army to ruw
for cover and stay there for a while.
However, every action of the revolu-
tionary. proletariat in regard to the
state and every imstitution of tal-
fsm sheuld be determined according to
the organise® ecomomic power of the
workens.

I dia not deny the assistance the
Soclalists of Pittsburg gave to the
McKeesy Rocks strikers, but I did say
that to talk ballot to & maswof hungry
strikers, four-fifths of whom had no
vote,~anyway, was absurd, at that
time, a4t 'least. As for the ballot, I
maintam, and will continue to do so,
regardieas of what position I may hold
in the party, that voting ls a very
secondary thing in the class struggle.
