CARRIE W, ALLEN
~ SPEAKS AT LYRIC

Well Known Woman Agitater Analyzes
“The Secialist Spirit” and Pre-
vokes Interesting Discussion.

Mrs, Carrie W. Allen lectured on|
‘The Socialist Spirit,” in Lyric Hall
yesterday forenoon at 11 o'clock, and
she strongly emphasized the fact that
the movement must adhere closely to
the revolutionary principles of Social-
ism If the ideal of social demooracy
lutn be atty \lm\d She insisted that a
necessary  requirement on the
part of all eclements that come Into
the moviement is to absorb the prole-
tarian spirit.© She sald that in too
many instances professional elements
that have come bring with them
a scholastic attitude that has been !
the cause of considerable ‘controversy |
In the movement and in a way detri-
| mental to the growth of the orguniza- |
tion. While, she said, no one should
be excluded from the nrﬂ’anlmllun‘
because of his station In life, yet she!
urged that care should be taken to,
emphasize the necessity of falling ln!
with the working class spirit of the
movement.

After the lulure an instructive dis-
cussion took place. The question was
raised as to why many working men
{ bear a humiliating attitude while in
| the presence and in the employ of
their bosses. The speaker sald that
we should teach them to maintain a
bold rather than 4 humble attitude.

A member of the audience, how-
ever. arosc and sald that the work-
ers posscas a more militant spirit than
is at first realized, but that in the
majority of cases u humble attitude
is mzintalned, because the worker has
got to do so In ‘order to hold his job,
and that his feeling of humility will
nut be done away with until they are
s0 organized in the industries that the
Individual worker wili feel the sup-
port of all his fellow workers in the
same industry. ?

“In order to understand the spirit
of the Socialist movement, it is neces-
sary to have an understanding of th.
cconomic philosophy underiying "
Mrs. Allen sald, and then very briefiy
dealt with the basic principles of So-
clalism, and the development of so-
ciety under the capltalist system of
production.

“The Socialist movement,” she said,
“is the first conscioug uprising of the
working class with a sound economic
philosophy behind it. The measure of
the strength of the movement is de-
termined by the fidelity with which we
adhere to the spirit of the movement.

“The Roclalist spirit iy a revolution-
ary spirit, and admits of no trim-
ming, no compromise. It doesn't mean

so prolong its life: it means to abol-
ish a brotal system of production
which keeps the great mass of the
people in economic slavery to the few
who own the machinery of produc-
tion. This can only come by a social
revolution, which will mean a com-
plete change in the relutloul and lives
of the people,

“We are revolutionists, not because
we are trying to bring about a revolu-

tion, hut because we understand the
laws that govern soclal growth, and
are: educating and © organizing the

that the transformation
may come by ballots rather than by
{ bullets, and mean progress, rather
;than & socia] cataclysm,

“The proketarian spirit of the So-
clali#st movement cannot be too strong-
Iy emphasized. Ax Marx points out,
i the proletariat is distinetly a product
of the capltalist system, and by the
process  of capitalist  production is
united, organized. and taught group
consciousnesas.  With the growing in-
tenmity of the flass struggle. will dos
velop class-consclousness. Imagine the
force of 4 mass-consclous, class-con-
scious army, understanding its power
and mission. to oyerthrow the capital-
ist system. llber#®te itself from wage
slavery, and march victoriously, with
colors fiying, into the land of free.
dom.”

The speaker then pointed out that a
clear understanding of the revolu-
tionary and proletarian spirit of the
movement gave birth to an optimis-
tic spirit, and demanded al] the en-
thusiastic service that one has to give.
“There is no room for the vain-
glorious, or those who seek place or
power, no room for trimmers or those |
who would compromise,” she said.
“Only as one developa out of his self-
seeking and personal ambition, is he

Lesson XXIII.—The Socialist

Housing.-——In all large and most mid-
dle-sized cities the problem of the hous-
ing of the working people ix a grare one.
Its magnitude may be jndged frot the
rapid growth of the urban as rompared
with the rural population of the V'nited
Rfates, In 1880 about 11 per cent of
the peopie lived in ninetesn citiex having
n population of over 100,000 osrh‘;Am
1800 there were twenty-seven such cities,
containing 14 per cent of the people: in
1900 the number of cities of 100,000 or
‘more had grown to thirty-eight. and they
contained 10 per cont of the population
The census of 1910 will probably show
that one-fourth of the people of the
U'nited States Tite ‘in cities of 106,000 or
over, and that at least half of these live
in cities of over half & million. [If we
consider only working people, the concen-
tration is still more siriking. In 1900
the cities of 25,000 or over contained 26
per cent of the sotal population, but they
contained BT per cent of all the wage
workers of the mation. :About one-sixth
of all the men, women and children in
these cities were aotnal wage workers.

Not only are most wage workers eity
dwellers. but within each city most of
them are crowded into speeial quarters,
s0 conigested that privacy. comfort, health
and safety are virtually impossible: The
tenements are often veritable firetraps:
they are usually hotbeds of disease: gan-
nine home life under such conditions is
i sible. and intemp . vice, and
crime inevitably wvesult. A  statistical
comparison between “tenement districts”
and “residence districts” in' any - large
city shows in the former au appalling ex-
cens in the general death rate and espe-
cially the infant death mate, in the preva-
lence of tuberculosis, typhoid, and other
bodily maladies, in insanity, and in sui-
cide.

The chuses for this disastrous conges:
tion are closel: connected with the 'low
wages and the long hours of labor of the
working people. 'Ten cents a day for car
fares is to them an appreciable item: an

their homes und their places of employ-
metit is & great addition to the strain of
their daily labor. They must live as near
10 their places of employment as possible.
This cseates n large demand for lodgings
within certain small districis, .and en-
i ables the owners of land there to exact
' an enormous rental. The working people
| therefore havs to pay as much for very
| small and wretched flats in these districts
as persons with morv leisure pay for
large and comfortable apartmenis in the
outskirts of the city. Many of the poor-
cat femilies have to eccupy single rooms
and even teke in lodgers in order to
“make both ends meet.”

This congestion and all its astendant
ovila cannot he cured by direct measures.
The greaiest hope for its amelioration
is in the efforts of the geparal lahor move-
ment th incrwase wages and shorten the
work day. enabling the working people
to live at a greater distance from the
centers of employment. '

The extension and cheapening of the
urban apd suburban trapsit system wil'
help. of comrse. though not so much as
is often supposed. This is an added argu-
ment for municipal ownership and opera-
tion of slectric milways, subways, ferries,
ete. Private owners got more profit from
Imnniul ervowded cars at low speed and

charging high fares than from trying to

But for a Debs to lecture on
Socialism, Debs the railway strike leader, Debs the “jail-bird,” Debs
the apostle of Socialism—why, who would ever have thought of
‘such a crazy thing? And a Socialist students' society in Columbia
was as unthinkable in those days as a lecture by the best hated labor
leader in the country.

On the same day another occurrence took place in this city, A
meeting of labor delegates is something quite different from a meet-
ing of Columbia students. But the former, like the latter, showed
