DANGERS OF UNSOUND
TEETH T0 BE SHOWN

Free Exbibition and Lectures on Nouth
Hyglene lo Be Held fn Netropeli-
tan Life Building.

A seven days' exhibition devoted to
mouth hyglene will be opened on May
12 in the assembly rooms of the Met-
ropolitan Ljfe building, 1 Madison
svenue, under the auspices of the
Dental Hyglene Counci] of New York
city. The holding of the exhibition
Is part of the national crusade agalnst
dental disease Initlated by the Dental
Hyglene Councils of Massachusetts,
New York and Rhode Island, which
has as one of its chief purposes the
caucation of the public to the neces-
sity of the dental Inspection in
schools.

The New York exhibit, which will
he sent on tour of the country, after
the fashion of the Natlonal “Tubercu-
losis  Exhibition, will consist. of
models, charts, photographs, etc.,
illustrating and emphasizing the im-
portance of mouth hyglene, and In
the course of the week several public
| conferences will be heid, at which
im-!l known speakers will tell of the
‘ravages of the dental allments and
the disease which follow thelir train,
and will discuss methods of preven-
tion through proper inspection and
vare. The necessity of taking pre-
ventive measures against what den-
tisté and physicians now call, because
of its alurming prevalence, the peo-
ple’s disease,” is emphasized by the
statistics of dental and oral disease

couneil.

An examination last year of 187,-
000 children in the public schools of
New York showed that defective teeth
more than doubled all other physical
deficiencies. There gre 600.000 school
chiidren in this city, and nearly 65
pes cent of those examined were found
to be “dental cripples.” _

An examination of 500 school chil-
dren at the dental clinic of the Chil-
dren’s Aid Soctety in West 53d street
disclosed the fact that only fourteen
of that number had reasonably
sound teeth, and even these needed a
dentist’s attention. Next highest in
the list of physical shorteomings of
school children are enlarged tonsils
and defective nasal breathing. Thirty
per cent have these defects.

The speakers will develop the thesis
that unsound teeth are not only re-
sponsibie for disease of malnutnition,
due 1o defective mastication of food.
but also serve as --”Ilun tubes for
rihe germs of infectious diseases such
an diphtheria, =carlet fever, measels,
and tuberculosis, and that neglect ‘of
the teeth in the early years of life,
unhygienic eating habits and ohstruc-
tion .at the entrance to the lungs of
the needful amount of air cause nar-
row chests. round shoulders, poor
biood and repested attacks of noge,
throat and bronchial affections.
