COMMUTERS GET TIME

MOUNT VERNON, N.' Y., May 20.—|

The New York, New Haven and Hart-
ford Railway Company today notified
all of Its agents between Mount Ver-
non and Portchester, which takes in
New Rochelle, Larchmont. Mamaro-
neck, Rye and Harrison, that the pro-
posed increase in commutation which
was to go Into effect on June 1 ‘has
been postponed untll July 1.

In spite of the fact that we Social-
ists ‘In America clatm to be interna-
tionalists, our knowledge of the
movement in other countries s, in
the majorjty ot cases, I'mited
indeed. This ignorance was hrousht
ont very strongly In our recent dis.
oussion of the Rritish Labor party,
in which even those who pose an the
intellectun| elite of the movement in
this country showed consummate ig-
norance of the British political situ-
ation, and criticiged the organization
mentioned above from grounds that
had no foundation In fact. We also
show great Ignorapce in our state.
ments about the way soclal reforms
have progressed in the various Eu-
ropean nations, Therefore. in this
article, 1 propose to tell what the
German government has done for its
workers, and how it came about that
this government is farther advanced
in social legislation than any other
country’ in Eurepe. The facts stated
will be culled from various boaoks and
magazine articles, intergpersed with
such information as | was able to
gather In a two months' trip in the
German empire a year or 50 ago.

What I noticed particularly during
this trip was the extraordinary ab-
gence of slums in the great cities
and the splendid physique of the aver-
age German laborer. Compared with
the citizens of America and England
those of Germany are as superior as
the houses of the middle claes to the

very

average pigpen. The workers are
hale, hesrty., and ruddy. The tense-
ness of the American laborer, the

slouchy. anaemic logk of the Eng:.
lish, are notably abgent from these
Teutons. They have a frank. open
way of regarding ong that is a delight
after the all but cringing attitude of
the workers in other countries. This
is Jue more than ani other reason to
the fact that the German govern-
ment has shown that it realizes the
value of the producer to society and
has given proof of its belief by an
extraordinary system of labor legisla-
tlon. As the minister of the interior
said not long ago in the reichstag
(the German imperiar parliament):
“If Germany has experienced a vast
industrial expsnsion equaled by no
other vountry during the same time,
it ia due to the efficiency of-its work-
ers. But this efficiency must have
suffered inevitably had we not se-
cured te our working classes a tol-
erable standard of life by the social
Jegislation of recent years; and had
we not, as far as we could, guaran-
teed their physical health.”

" GERMANY AND HER WORKERS.

Eo much for the German system of
education, which is undoubtedly the
best-in the world. and all due to the
fact that the Germans, first in most
things, were also first in realizing
that the system fof elementary adnuca-
tion iz the most important factor in
the growth of the eclitizen-to-bhe

Even when the worker has finished
his schooling the state does not take
its protecting arm from his shonlder.
Tt does not cast him on the flood tide
of the competitive labor market and
watch him swivel down deeper and
deeper by the eddies and whirlpools
of poveérty and disease. It keeps the
worker engaged, as far as possible, At
productive employments. To make
this easier it runs throughout the
empira some thres hundred and
elghty municipal labor ragistries.
Here the unemployed laborer comes
and applies for a positibn. Employ-
ere write to those registries and when

the call comes in for a laborer the
first man on the list Is summoned
and, If satisfactory. given a card of

introduction to the prospective em-
ployer. These registries find work,
on the average, for & million men and
women a year. 8o successful have
they been that the British govern-
ment has started copying them under
the tutelage of Winston Churchill
who visited Germapy last vyear to
study this part of that country’s so-
clal legislation

A strike or a lockout or the intro-
duction of a new type of machinery
may often prove too formidable for
those registries. The unemployed
will walk the country even as in Eng-
land and our uncivilised America.
But the state is again at hand. In-
stead of turning the man or woman
who is unemployed owing to condi-
tions over which they have nn con-
trol into a lifelong tramp or vagrant
by the ignorant policy of branding
them asx criminals and wastrels. fit
for prison, as we do In the Urited
States, the German astate Tecognizes
the necessity of their unemployment
and provides for them. It buoilds
lodging houses where the wandering
worker can have a bed and food for
12 conts a day, or hy doing four
hours' healthy work. like chopping
wood, None of the disgusting habhits
of work that disgrace English work-
houses cxist in Germany. This sys-
tem has proved so successful that in
southern Germany tramps have abso-

lutely disappesred—an enlightening
answer to those critics who say that
sych “government maternalism’

masses vagrancy so pleasant that the
pest of tramps would increase enor-
mously.

When a great industrial depression
occurs that makes even these two
methads futile, the state has vet an-
other method on hand to cope “Wwith
the situation.

Those readers of this article who |
are used only to American industrial
conditions will be surprised 1o hear'
that this part of the Germap social
Jegisiation !s not even the most im-

famous the world over. This system
of insurance can be classed under
three headings. (3) against sickness
(b against aceident, (c) and old age
pension? ;

The insurance against sickness is
provided in different ways. either by
the large industries themselves. or
by local funds of various parishes, or

X
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in some inStances by the state.  But
ne matter by whom provided they all
allow fren medical supplies and a free
physician, and the henefids generally
amount to one-half of the wages the
sick worker was wont to receive,
(This law applies only to those who
have less than $560 a vear, as, indeed,
#0 does the accident insurance fund.)
Should the worker be sick for more
than six months he is considered as a
cage for the accident insurance fund
and to thut is transferred. This see-
ond insurance fund is managed to a
great extent the same way as Is the
first, The emplnyer is forced by law
to provide his men with insurance
against accident; a very good thing,
as it makes the employer very care-
ful in the way he treats his men, and
also forces him. at the risk of great
motrtuary 1088, to see that all the new
safety appliances are installed in his
shops or mines. Both these funds
are provided by the emplore paying
two-thirds and the employer one-
third of the necessary premium.

When an emplover opens a factors
or shop or mine he is forced by law
to become a member of the associa-
tion that covers his business and
which, together with the employes,
elects the executive board that regu-
|ates the insurance fund. &hould em-
ployer or employe fall to carry out
the regulations of this board they are
apen to fine or forced to contribute
more to the premium.

The amount pafd In compensation
for injury varies greatly. It depends
on how muth the employe was re-
sponsible, how great was his or her
injury, and how much he or she made
in yearly wages. Should the worker
be killed through no fault of his own,
his widow or children, if he be mar-
ried, are pensioned 60 per cent of
the dead man's yearly wage. with a
lump sum of one-sixth of that wage
raid down immediately. This pension
the widow enjors till she remarries,
and the_ghildren till they are fifteen.
Should the worker be injured in such
a way as to forbid his doing any more
work. he recelves a pension of two-
thirds of his vearly wage. If he can
still work the pension varies with the
amount of work he can do. Unlike
the disahled workers In this country,
the German laborer does not have o
carry his case to the courts—a great
blessing. The board regulates such
matters at once. As [ said before, all
these regulations apply only to those
workers recelving under $500 a year.

The administration of the old age
pensions is not left entirely to the
state, Insurance socletids, supervised
by the state, attend to a great many
of the old age funds, which are made
up by both employers and employes,
each contributing one-half. To this
the state contributes about $13 for
each person pensioned. All pension-
ers must be in receipt of earnings less
than $500 a year.
