Percy Cesgrove, 18, Received Fuli

Percy Cosgrove, eighteen years of
age.

Cosgrove received 4 shock from the
third rgil,. A woman on the platform
wint into hysterics, The motorman
on a train reiling in inanaged to bring
the train to a dead stop within a fow
feet of Cosgrone. No one had the
courage, however, to apprcath Cos-
grove. All feared that if they at.
tempted to rescue him they would be
electrocuted. Finally, word was
phoned to the powerhouse and the
current was shut off, und the uncon-
sclous man was taken (ro mthe rail.

An ambulance carried the uncon-
scious man to the Bushwick Haospital,
where Dr. Howard mnade an examina-
tion of his injuries. The flesh on his
hands was burned away <o the bone
where they had touched the third rail.

His right leg had rested against the
third rail and was burned to the
bone, severing the femoral artery as
if with a razor. RBeing the chief ar.
tery in the thigh, under ordinary cir-
cumsstances this would have caused
the victim to bleed to death, but the
current had seared the wound, which
had prevented any loss of blood.

Ancther serious nound was discov-
ered between Cosgrove's Kknee and
foot. The physicians at the hospital
cannot understand how he escaped
with his life.

CHICAGO, May 30.—Officials of the
International Seamen's Union ot
America say that the sinking of the
steamer Frank H. Goodyear on Lake
Huron, May 25, was dus to the fact
that inexperienced men and boys
manned the ship an strikebreakers.

V. A, Orlander, second vice presi-
dent of the International union, makes
the following statements regarding
the sinking of the Goodyear:

“The sinking of the steamer Frank
H. Goodyear, with a loss of eighteen
lives, off Pt. Au Barques, Lake Huron,
on May 23, as a resuit of & vollision
with the steamer James B. Wood,
ought to cause a thorough investiga-
tion by the proper government otficials
into the conditions under which Lake
Carriers’ Association ships are now
being navigated.

“Incompetent crews, hired to re-
place the seamen now on strike, and
the consequent overwork required of
the ship officers, are the mainicauses
of this heavy loss of life. Instead o)
seamen, laborers and boys are very
largely employed on these vessels dur-
ing the strike. The Lake Carriers
Assoclation has not enough competent
seamen in its employ to average two
for each of the larger type of vessela,

“That same association of shipown-
ers has carefully avoided making any
public comment upon the heavy loss
of life in the Goodyear cgue, except

the so-called Insurance feature of |ts
notorious ‘welfare plan’ that caused
the strike now in progress on the
Lakes. Well. death itseif is the one
thing that can show the slightest good
in that miserable passport system.
Death brings $100 insurance (for vio-
lent death on board ship only) and
release from the whole vicious scheme.

“The lake carriers might better re-
main silent.

These posters are meant
to tell those whq are the victims of
this horrible plague how to cure |
themselves, As If they do not know'
it without the posters. In none of
the posters are the sufferers of this
disease told how they may get the
good food, pure air, rest and life In
the country. Nor do the posters say
that those who suffer from this plague
suffer hecause we live In u social
“order’” where human life s the
cheapest thing ‘on the market, ars
where those who work, .and thereby
serve society, #re compensated xo well
thut théy have neither the good food,
nor the fresh air., nor the rest, and
not even & chance to stay in the coun-
try two weeks out of fifty-two,
Another poster says: “Don't crowd
the sleeping room. Bad alr breeds
consumption.” To make things more
vivid, there is a picture of a bed-
room at night showing beds and cots
on which sleep seven persons. As If
those who sleep in such crowded
quarters do it because it pleases them
to inhale fithy and unft air at night.
There I not one word in the poster
about economic conditions, about the
cheapness of labor power, which are
respensible for overcrowded bedrooms,
foul air and confumpfion among the
working people.

And these postérs decorate the city
while the prominent citizens have
themselves Interviewed that they
may say to the public that the con-
ditions in our crowded districts are
not so very bad. The Health Depart-
ment even went so far as to give out
a rtatement that the death rate is
lower in the crowded districts than in
the West End, where he houses are
new, and have all sanitary conven-
fences, where there are trees and
grass, anl where there Is some
breathing space. "It reminds me of
Walluoe Irwin's verse: “For 1 place
great rellance in subsidized sclence.”
1 am certain that the health depart-
ment in Milwaukee, for the next two
vears at any rate, will not give out
such statements,

Now that we have talked about
this matter it is well to give some of
the reasons for these conditions. Of
course, we know the main reason. As
Socialists we know the only radical
remedy. But  happens that we
have some additionsl reasons for the
miserable conditions of the places
where our working people dwell. As
a general rule, the houses, if they
may be dignitied by that name, are
owned by people who do not own the
land, The land is owned by some
private persons, by the school board,
and by some estates. Every ten years
the owners revalue the land and in-
crease the lease rent. If improvemerts
are made upon the land they immedi-
ately see a chance, and a reason for
increasing the land rent. Under such
circumgtances the lessees refuse to
make improvements. Every time a
movement is started for an ordinance
providing running water in the houses
of the district there is an uproar. The
landlords, or rather the house owners,
say they cannot afford to make the
improvements. Others insist that bath-
tubs are not needed, fot the “poor peo-
ple do not want to bathe.” They use
their “influence,” which has many

The
President, for instance, snid that con-
servation includes the conservation
of the Immense water sites In the
West. Doherty says that conservation
means Just the opposite. He says
conservation means to allow cap-
italists to appropriste the nation’s
water sites, to make It into
power and charge fgy it what they
please. No, he did not xay anything
about the charges. He only talked
about the free range to use these sites.
He really got red in the face asx he
spoke of the immense weaith hidden
in these water sites. He let out the
cat from the bag, 1 fear, when he
said that “a trust which could control
the water xites of America would
make the United States Steel CCorpora-
tion look llke a street peddler's cart
compared with a department store.”

It really Is & pity to keep such pub-
lie spirited citisens like Doherty and
his i1k from making the United States
Steel Corporation look like a street
peddler's pushcart compared with »
department store. That Doherty thinks
only private individuals could develop
this enormons resource goes without
saying., For he does not even iInti-
mate that If the United States fears
that private individuals would exploit
the water sites to the harm of the peo-
ple, the United BStates ought to ex-
ploit these sites for the benefit of the
people. That would be heresy and
treason to his class, Of course,
Doherty called Pinchot names. He
would call him many more names if
he understood what conservation
really means, as [ fear neither Pinchot
nor Roosevelt understands it. None
of them heard that conservation Is
really Socialistic. This Idea that the
people of this generation and coming
generations have certain rights, that
are more sacred than the rights of
private property, is Bdcialistic in its
essence. To capitalism the rights of
private property are sacred, the one
holy of holies. How then did it come
about that now men like Plichot and
Roosevelt talk about rights of the
people as being higher than rights of
property? 1 venture to say that we
Soclalists have not shouted our mes-
sage from the housetops in vain. Our
philosophy has permeated soclety and
we are gaining our victories over the,
cut-throat and ‘“‘the devil take the
hindermost’” philosophy of capitalism.

He has a duty
to perform, and a method of perform-
ing it, and you feel instinctively that

men' would never sufCeed in making
him budge from his duty and the par-
ticular way the great l-‘nlherllnf'l
says he shell do it

Black Bread and Horscflesh.

Regarding the bread question, he
says: "It is simply not true that the
German worker lives on a coarr’.
black, noxious bread that he does not
llke. The German staple bread is very
good stuff, and the German prefers it
to our wheaten white bread. We con-
sulted dozens as to the respective
merits of the national bread and
white, and always got the answer that,
both from the.standpoint of nutrition
and palate, the dark kind was the bet-
ter.

“Again, it is not true that the poor
classes are compelled by poverty to
live on one kind of bread and the
well-to-do on another. At all the
hotels and restaurants where we put
up the same kind of bread was pro-
vided. What is known as pumper-
nickel (a very dark, heavy bread, and,
by the way, the very last thing In the
world to suit the English taste) is
very expensive, and is usually served
up with Dutch cheese at the end of a
meal. This fact alone makes me feel
how careful one should be in judging
of foodstuff from just our point of
view. The German bread costs now,
or at least we paid, 6 1.4d-6 1-2d for
four -pounds.”

Vile goes on to say: “The German
is not forced to live off horseflesh,
as som» have told us. Looking for a
horseficsh shop in a large German
town is llke seeking for a needle in &
bundle of straw. A merchant who
sells horseflesh and dogfiesh is not al-
lowed to sell any other kind of meat.
Every animal has to pass the gOV-
ernment inspector, and bears the gov-
ernment stamp, Horseflesh varies from
41-24 to 7 1-2d or 84 per pound.

Describing a visit to a horseflesh shop
in Chemnitz Vile says the party were
informed that there are nine regis-
tered horseflesh shops in that town.
In the one they Wsited they saw five
quarters hanging. The flesh is a
chocolate color, and what little fat
there is is very yellow. He asked a
hotel keeper how the people regarded
it. and replied: “The poor people are
certainly not compelled to buy it be-
cause of poverty. If a man in Ger-
many can only afford to pay 44 or &5d
per pound for flesh food, he. just like
the Englishman, can buy the poorer,
rougher joints of the oxen.

“It simply amounts to this, that the
German has the option of securing
horseflesh if he likes; and, of course,
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employment as in England. Germany,
industrially considered, is compara-
tively an infant, and every'where one
sees industrial development.

“Vile attributes a lot of this to Ger-
many’s wonderful educational system.
The' Germans realize that the school-
master is the most important man in
their midst. |

“Connected with the electrical en-!
gineering works at Nuremburg was a
large technical school in which the
boys are taught the trade. They were
all working from plans making models
of the machines the firm manufac-'
tures. The boys remain in the school!
for four years and then pass into the
works proper. After leaving this
school,” Secretary Vile remarks, “with
its various depanm»nu—ph,\alolnlr.!
mineralogy. soology, chemistry, etc.—
and after seeing the many specimens,
of work accomplished by these boys
of only ten to fourteen years of age,
I ceased to wonder as much as forin
erly why the German nation is grow-
ing stronger every day; In fact, is
rising so quickly that a people like,
ourselves are alarmed at her progress.” |

He expresses practically no opinion
on the bearing of tariffs on the posi- |
tion of the German people, hut em- |
phasizes the advantages of the state- |
owned rallways, the municipal-owned |
tramways, the owning of land around '
towns by many municipalities, and |
the highly organized condition of la-
bor.

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JAPANESE LABOR IN CALIFORNIA

If .ever our government, state and federal, made any sincere
efforts in behalf of the wage-working population, that time is long
since past. Nowadays our government has at heart only the aggran-
disement of capital. Whenever conditions compel it to take the
problem of wage-labor into consideration, it invariably considers
this problem from the point of view of capital. The increase and
multiplication of profits i§ its exclusive aim. The welfare of the
wage workers is totally ignored.

Recent occurrences in Hawaii furnish a classic éxample of this
general attitude of our government. The strike of Japanese laborers
on the plantations of Hawaii was crushed by the combined powers
of the planters, the térritorial government, and the local represen-
tatives of the Japanese government. Just as over two thousand
years ago all the great powers of the Mediterranean world—Rome,
Carthage, Syracuse—would lend each other aid in suppressing the
uprisings of slaves, 8o less.than one year ago America and Japan
united in crushing the strike of the Japanese laborers in Hawaii.

But that only opened up a problem, instead of solving it. Thou-
gands of Japanese laborers. returned to Japan rather than endure
unmitigated slavery in a foreign land. The gap had to be filled.
The territorial government of Hawaii, as well as the government at
Washington, undertook to fill that gap by tapping new sources of

“slave labor. Agents were sent to the Philippines, to the Portu-
guese Madeira Islands, and to Siberia. In these fields laborers
were recruited. Since their arrival in Hawaii nothing has been
heard of the Portuguese and Filipinos, but the Russians have been
in a chronic state of discontent. They had been drawn from their
homes under false pretenses, and now they feel sorely disappointed.
