MILAN, June 12,—The police have
discovered that Constantine Soplatoff,
the Russian who was taken into cus-
iody in connection wiith the murder
f Mrs, Porter Charlton, the American
woman whose body was found a
couple of days ago in a trunk at the
bottom of Lake Como, some time ago
borrowed a knuckle-duster from a
druggist of the name of Bassi, telling
Bassi that he needed the weapon for
sell-protection. The knuckle-duster
has not been found. but the doctors
who examined Mrs « harlton's body
say that the wounds on the head were
possibly nflicted by an lm'rumem of

Strange Woman and o Young Pick-
pocket Explain Away 1he Magis-
trate’s Dilemma.

Magistrate Cornell, who has been
sitting in the Essex Market Police
Court for the last eight days. com-
mented Saturday on the character of
the prisoners that have been ar-
raigned before him., Two bors, Mi-
chael -Lazarus, seventeen years old,
of 718 5th street, and Max Meyer, six-
teen, of 714 5th street, were charged
with jostling people in an attempt to
pick pockets. They acknowledged
their guilt.

"It is appalling to me,” said the Mag-
istrate to see how many young Hebrew
boys are brought into these courts
It is remarkable the number that drift
Into this life and If they are success-
ful stick to it, A suspended sentence
}s no good; probation or parole is no
§0od. The only thing is severe pun-
lahment. It would be a good thing it
the Hebrew papers would make the
true condition known,

"l don’t remember many Hebrew
boy plckpockets being arraigned be.
fore me¢ when I first became a magis-
trate, But now detectives and those
expert in crime will tell you that most
of our young pickpockets are IHe-
brews.

“When [ was first a magistrate few

Hebrew girls were brought before me
for soliciting, They had the highest
regard for virtue. But now every year
they are brought to court in greaer
numbers. It may be that even now
they are not in the majority, but I.htn'
are great numbers of them.
“l can remember that Magistrate
Barlow and | conferred on the sub-
Ject with a very estimable hody of
Jewish. ladies, A very worthy young
woman tried to help us out in the
matter in the night court. She at-
tempted to talk to several of these
women at our request, but when they
learned who she was and why she
was there they refused to have any-
thing to do with her. They woulf
rather go to the workhouse than re-
form."

WASHINGTON, ‘June 13.—Becre«
tary of the Treasury MacVeagh will on
Wednesday, according to plans made
known today, inform Richard Parr,
the official of the New York custom
house, just how much money the gov-
ernment will give him for his part
in unearthing the frauds committed
by the American Sugar Refining Com-~
pany.

Parr had asked the Treasury De-
partment for a hearing before the an-
nouncement of the award Is made,
but it has been understood all along
that he would submit to the decision
of MacVeagh. Through Parr the gov-
ernment recovered more than $2.000,-
000. Under the law he is entitled toa
molety of that amount. It has been
predicted on good authority that Parr
will get mo more that $100,000. It
was sali tonight that special Congress
action will be necessary to make up
this amount to Parr. The contingent
fund of the Treasury, applving to such
rewards, contains only §25,000.

BEWARE “FLOATED OYSTERS."

e
Secretary Wilson Warng Dealers They
Must Label This Bivalve. .

It has been decided by Secretary of
Agriculture Wilson that oysters caught
in salt water and then placed in fresh
water to mature must be Inbeled
“floated oysters.” or they will be con-
sidered adulterated under the pure
food and drugs sct. The new decision
was the result of the many briefs and
reams of evidenca aubmitted since the
food inspection decision No. 110 on
the practice of “floating or drinking
oysters in water of less saline content
than that in which they were origl-
nally eaught.”

The prarctice of floating oysters is
old. The young oysters are caught in
the sea and brought inland, where
they are placed in fresh water. The
effect of the fresh water is to enhance
greatly the asize and weight of the
oyster. but at the same time it detracts
from the succulency of the bivalve.
It has been stated by authorities that
this process of maturing oysters also
makes them more susceptible to de.
cay. but this is denigd by oyster
growers. It was conclusively proven.
however. that ovsters shipped to the
Pacific Coast and other points in the
West cannot be taken from the float-
ed product,

How St. Leuis Seffers From lnsin-

cerily, Political Hypocrits and
Mutterings of High Priests.

It is the economic side of the ques-
tion that physicians should take up
in connection with their lectures and
papers. Sometimes they cannot help
doing it. There is, for instance; the
case of sufferers from pellagra, a dis-
ease long known among the peasants
of European countries. Thig diseas-
is becoming known here, too. A
physiclan need not be radical to say
that it can only be solved by doing
away with the economic conditions
underlying it. This is what Dr. A.
Ravogll, of Cincinnatl, and Dr. R. P
Price, Jr., of Nevada, Mo., had to
admit in the course of clinical dis-
courses in_connection with the con-
vention. Dr. Ravog!l told of the mis-
ery of.ltalian peasants, whose pest
crop of malze is taken away hy the
landlord and who have to live on
moldy, mildewed corn, the eating of
which results in pellagra. This dis-
ease makes its sufferers hopeless
idiots,

The physicians who observed the
two cases presented to them here ad-
mitted that an economic change |is
needed to fight this disease, It is to
be hoped that before long they will
begin to admit that an economlie
change is necessary to fight tubercu-
losls and many more plagues that
ravish the workers of the world whose
labor does not bring enough compen-
sation to allow them to care for them-
selves adequately,

i, of course, the trade union move-
ment. It Is therefore meet to say
something of the strikes and labor
troubles now going on here.

. prn appeared Saturday as speciol cor-
respondence from Parin, under date
of May 20, in the columns of the capl-
talistic and thoroughly respectable,
though fair-minded, New York Even-
fng Post.  Slightly condensed it is re-
published here, although it contains
certain inaccuracies, because it is in-
teresting coming from a capitalist-
minded spectator, as also for Its pre-
sentment of the picture of the vallant
old Communard, Edovard Vaillant:

“Yesterday was the thirty-ninth an-
niversary of the repression which put
& blnody end to the Paris Commune
The rexl date was the 25th of May,
1871; but it is celebrated by the Com-
munists and their followers on Sun-
day. the Parisian workman's holiday.
The celehration Is always the same-—a
wvisit of Socislist unions to Pere Lach-
aise cemetery, with more or less po-
lice restriction of processions and red

. flags and speeches,

“There are reasons why Jaures and
his party wished to make a aemon-
stration yesterday. Their night mani-
festation last autumn over Ferrer's
execution turned to riot and bloodshed
after the fashion associated in men's
minds with the Commune. To do
away with the had impression, Jaures
and the political leaders insisted on
a monster procession the following
Sunday. Government allowed it, but
encased the entire procession, along
the sides and across frequent sections
of its line of march, by thousands of
policemen and troops. A New York
magazine published a photograph of

* this Ferrer police parande as an au-
thentic view of the Ferrer riot,

“A week agn Bunday there was &
small preparatory demonstration at
the cemetery of Montparnasse, over the

* graves of the Communists (Commu-
nards), who were shot down in those
parts where the National army made,
an earlier entrance Into revolted Parls.
There, too, the demonstration turned
to rioting with hloody times for the
police. 1t was up to Jaures and his
men to show once more that they
could march and celebrate in a civ-
flized city without hand to hand fight-
ing with organized society.

“The Socialist Federation of the

. decisive manifestation” It was not
Kxreat, for not many more than 10,000
men, women, and children all told an-
swered the call. They marched up,
unjon after union, with banners, red
fiaze, and red wreaths, and children
holding to their red top balloons.

Before
dying they raised the cry which their
followers shouted yesterday—"Vive la
Commune!"

Du Camp's Statistics,

“Maxime Du Camp, with many
prejudices more or less iustified by the
horrors he had witnessed, was still
honest in the statistics which he com-
piled from all available sources., He
found. as the total number of Com-
munist deaths in those bloody last
days, from the 20th to the 30th of
May, littie over 6.500; and of these
only a fraction lie in Pere Lachaise.
With them wers mixed up some of the
very hostages whom they slaughtered
in their last despairing rage. From
the beginning of the Commune the
regular troops had lost quite as many
at their hands.

“The rank and flle of the proces-
sion were stopped at a safe distance
from the wall. Members of parlia-
ment alone were allowed to advance
nearer, led by Deputy Baillant. He
is an old man ‘who has given up none
of the ideas already crystallized in his
head when he took so active a part
in those bloody events. He was first
at the Ferrer riot; hs was the leader
yesterday. Here is his record:
“Edouard Vaillant was a student of
medicine at Heldelberg when the war
broke out. In Germany he afiiated
himself with the International. He
got back to Paris and served during
the slege with the national guard or
home militia, which, after peace with
Germany was declared, began the re-
volt of the Commune. He had been
all along an agitating apostle of Com-
murist doctrine and, at their first
election, March 26, 1871, was named
one of the three counselors of the
Commune for the district of the
Champs-Elysees, * * *
“In the executive power

{

of the

Commune, when organized, Vaillant
was named ‘delegate’ for public in-
struction.

“When the Commune ended in fire
and blood, Valllant escaped to Eng-
land. ‘The military courts were kept
at work for four yvears. Among the
110 death sentences pronounced by
them was one against Edouard Vall-
lant. Gambetta obtained from pariia-
ment a general amnesty in 1879, and
Vaillant returned to France and be-
cume & militant politiclan, ag before.
In 1884 he was elected municipal
councilor of Paris; in 1863 he was
seated In parliament for the thickly
populated workmen's quarter around
this cemetery of Pere Lachaise where
the victims of both sides lle dburied
together,

BUREAU OF LABOR
ON RAISE OF PRICES
Interesting Statistics Alse Given on

Cost of Living, Wages and
Hours of Laber.

WASHINGTON, June 12.—The an-
nual report on wholesale prices just
;puhmhed by the Bureau of Labor, De-
| partment of Commerce and Labor, in
{ Bulletin No. 87, shows that wholesale
prices in 1909, as measured by the 257
commodities included in its recent in-
vestigation, advanced & per cent over
ilhe wholesa'e prices in 1908, but, with

-

3 per
vent below the average of 1907, the
year of highest prices within the

| period 1880 to 1898,

Whoiesale prices in 1909 were 14.5
per cent higher than in 1900; 41 per
cent higher than in 1887, the year of
the lowest prices from 1590 to 1509;
12 per cent higher than in 1590; and
26.5 per cent higher than the aver-
age price for the ten years 1890 to
1899,

The highest point reached in 1907
was In October, from which month
there was a general decline until Au-
Bust, 1908. Beginning with Septem-
ber, 1908, there has been a monthly
increase without a break up to March,
1910, Wholesale prices in March,
1610, were higher than at any time in
the preceding twenty years, being 7.5
per cent higher than in March, 1909,
10.2 per cent higher than in August,
1808, 211 per cent higher than the
average yearly price of 1900, 49.2 per
cent higher than the average vearly
price of 18987, and 33.8 per cent higher
than the average price for the ten
years 1590 to 1899,

Of the 257 articles for which whole-
sale prices were obtained, 125 showed
an increase in the average prices for
1909 as compared with 1908, 31
showed no change, and 101 showed a
decreases,

Of the nine groups under which the
commodities are classified, six showed
an increase in price in 1909 as com-
pared with 1908, the largest percent-
age of increase being in farm prod-
ucts, namely, 15.0 per cent.’ Lumber
and bullding materials increased 4.0
per cent, food, etc., 3.4 per cent, cloths
and clothing 2.3 per cent, and drugs
and chemicals 1.8 per cent, while the
miscellaneous group Increased 5.0 per
cent. The three groups in which the
wholesale prices decreased were house
furnishing goods 2.0 per cent, fuel and
lighting 1.1 per cent. and metals and
implements 0.5 per cent. T

The average wholesale price of raw
commodities for 1909 was 9.0 per cent
higher than in 190%, while in March,
1910, it was 15.5 per cent highe than
the average for 1908, and 5.9 per cent
higher than the average for 1909. The
average wholesale price of manufac-
tured commodities for 1909 was 1.4
per cent higher than for 1808, and in
March, 1810. it was 7.2 per cent
higher than the average for 1908, and
5.7 per cent higher than the average
for 1909: the March, 1910, price also
showed an increase of 1.0 per cent
over January, 1910, and of 0.8 per
cent over February, 1910,

- Among the articles showing marked

increases in price in 1909 were choice
to extra steers, which Increased 24 per
tent from February to November; cot-
ton, which advanced 582 per cent
from January to December; heavy
hogs, 56.7 per cent from January to
December; light hogs, 36.9 per cent
from January tn December; hops, 204
per cent from January te November;
Elgin creamery butter, 36.8 per cent
from May to December; dairy butter,
2.9 per cent from March to Decem-
ber; winter wheat flour, 44.2 per cent
from January to June; lard, 37.8 per
cent from February to December;
short clear bacon, 46 per cent from
February to December; short rib
bacon. 46.4 per cent from February to
December: milk, 88.9 per cent from
June to December: coke, 81 per cent
from June to October: rubber, 71.9
per cent from February to October.

In addition to the article on Whole-
sale Prices, Bulletin 87 contains inter-
esting statistics regarding
wheat, bread, wine, meat, butter, and
rice in Milan, Italy, from 1801 to 1908,
also a summary of a report ‘'Cost of
Living of the Working Classes in the
Principal Industrial Towns of Bel-
givm.” In regard to wages and hours
of labor, an article is presented er.-
titled “"Wages and Hours of Labor of
Union Carpenters in the United States
and in English-Speaking Fareign
Countries.” and a summary of a re-
port on “Earnings and Hours of Labor
in British Bullding and Woodworking
Trade:

1'nder the lamplight they
figured Jaboriously.

“It’s near a thousand
said the man proudly.

“Pa, sou're too old to work. You
can’t stand it apy more. If we're care-
ful we can live on that thousand, for
peither of us has long.

It is
with these people that the victims
of poverty, pure and simple, must
pass the days that remaln to them
on carth. Yet there is singularly lit-
tle active discontent amons them.
Apart from the querulousness which
is often a characteristic of old people
living in better and happier condi-
tions, they bear their 1ot with that
singular calm and stolidity which so
often mark the poor and which never
cease to strike the middle class man
or woman with irritation and wonder.
Their attitude of mind lends & deeper
meaning to the words, “Divine dis-
content!"  Their contentment sheds
a terrible light upon the sufferings
and the struggles they went through
before they came to this.

The population of these various in-
stitutions is In some degree inter-
changeahble. That s, indivduals may
g2 from one to another with all due
regard to the letter of the law. And
when the end comes they pass up the
river on their way to Potter's Field.
which still claims, year by year, its
ghastly tithe of the city’s population.
