EXCITING SCERES AT
SEAMEN'S CONGRESS

Germans a Unit for Industrial Organiza-
tion While Anglo-Americans Are
Strongly in Opposition,

COPENHAGEN, Aug. 24—There
were exciting scenes at today's ‘session
of the international congress of trans-
port laborers, the American.and Eng-
lish delegates opposing the Germans,
who were against the English strike
plan, and an Anglo-American motion,
which was supported by the Danes,
re-establishing a specifil International
Seamen’'s Union in connection with
the existing International Transport
Workers' Federation, which arranged
the present convention,

The federation control committee,
which consists only of Germans, in-
sists that seamen join the federation,

‘which includes dock laborers, rallway

men and car men. The Americans
and English violently attacked the
Germans, accusing them of lack of

comradeship, and of damaging the
English seamen's interests. They also
accused them of damaging the strike
plan by articles in the federation's
journal.

The Germans want an industrial
plan of organization to take in all
workers in the transportation indus-
try pertaining to shipping, while the
Angio-American delegates want each
group organized separately. This is
the basis for the clash that threatens
to break up the congress and undo
the work of several years tending to-
ward an international organization.

The big shipping corporations are
watching with great interest the de-
velopments, and a split in the con-
gregs will be much to. their lking.
Much was expected by the transporta-
tion warkers generally from this con-
ferénte, and if its work iy barren of
vesults, as the present seems to indi-
cate, it will be a serious setback for
the seamen and dock workers all over
the world, .

Said He Was Thinking of Something
Elsc When He Put Carbolic
Acid in Medicine,

Mrs. Margaret Shea, of 231 East
96th street, called in Dr. Thomas Gon-
zales, of 14536 Lexington avenue, yes-
terday morning to attend her year-
old baby, Dennis, who was suffering
from stomach trouble. The doctor
left a prescription, which was taken
by one of Mrs. Shea’'s children to the
drug store of Herman L. Bergers, at
1863 Second avenue.

A clerk named Ira B. Cantor filled
the prescription and the child took
the bottle to her mother. According
to directions Mrs. Shea gave the baby
& teaspoonful of the mixture. The
child was instantly seized with vio-
lent pains and went into convulsions.
Its mother sent for Dr. Isaac Steln,
who lives near by at 106 East 96th
street. When the doctor got there the
child was dead. Dr. Stein smelled the
contents of the medicine bottle and
found that it contained carbolic acid.
He took the dottle to the drug store
and questioned the clerk.

It smells like
carbolic acid, too., Just wait a min-
ute until I take it back here and ex-
amine it. I must have been thinking
of something else when I did that."”

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JAPAN SHOWS TEXT |ims
OF KOREA'S DOOM -

Little Kingdom, Fought Over by Powers, | BR=M=N
Will Give Up Independence
About August 29,

TOKIO, Aug. 24.—The text of the
convention under which Korea, the
“Hermit Kingdom,” is annexed to
Japan, was communicated at 11
o'clock this morning to the repre-
sentatives of the powers. It appears
that the document was signed on Au-
gust 22, but it will not be effective
until officially promulgated. This will
occur, according to some of the min-
isters, on August 29 or August 30. On
that day will cease the independent
existence of th® little kingdom, the
struggle for whose control started the
Russo-Japanese war.

Baran Hirate, minister of the in-
terior, summoned the proprietors of
all the Japanese newspapers to his
cabinet today and requested them to
publish no authorized information re-
garding the situation in Korea. Ha
pointed out that such publication
under existing conditions would only
make the task of the Japanese gov-
ernment in carrying out the annex-
ation more difficult. The newspapers
agreed to his wishes, and nothing be-
yond official statements will be pub-
lished here before the promulgation
of the convention.

The Japanese government, which
has a large number of representatives
already in Korea, wil] be prepared to
‘take over the machinery of adminis-
tration in Korea without delay.

Considerable uneasiness is reported
at Seoul, because of the circulation of
threats of disorder after the arnex-
ation. These c¢manate, according to
the view taken here. from “malcon-
tents” who have not received the con-
sideration which they think their due
in tha provision made by the conven-
tion for the future of the Korean royal
family, notles, and officials.

Sporadic outbreaks in protest
against the absorption of Korea by
Japan are anticipated, but serious
rioting or even widespread objection
from the Koreans is not expected.

CATHOLICS PLANNING
NEW DEMONSTRATION

MADRID, Aug. 24.—Defeated in its
plang . for a monster pro-church
demonstration at San Sebastian on
August 7, the Spanish clerical party
{s completing nrrangements for a tre-
mendous showing of its strength
throughout the entire country early
in September. Instead of one glgan-
tic demonstration which, as in the
case at San Sebastian, the goevernment
showed it could prevent by selzing
the means of transportation, hundreds
of smaller meetings will be held.

This scheme will have the double
advantage of permitting a larger
number of Catholice and Carlists to
participate and will also make it {m-
possible for the government to mass
troops to advantage.

The various local committees of the
clericals have formed a general or-
ganization August 7, and have a pow-
erful central committee which Is
working with the Carlists. A forml-
ddable group of financiers is sald to
be working with the clericals, hoping
to bring about a slump in securities
8o that they may buy them in at a
low figure.

CHOLERA EPIDEMIC
BOTHERS TOURISTS

LONDON, Aug. 24.—The cholera
epidemic in Russia and Italy is ger!-
ously interfering with tourist travel.
Practically the entire Russian fron-
tier {g under quarantine. Roumania
is taking the lead in cutting off travel
from Russia, lining her frontier with
treops.

Today's dispatches say the dAlsease
is increasing in southern Russia, but
is on the decrease in St. Petersburg.
Cases are reported in Milan. A num-
ber of cases are reported in Turkey.

CRETAN CANDIDATE WINS,

ATHENS, Aug. 24.—Elections to
the national assembly have been held
during the past week.

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DISAGREEMENT oVER
INFANTILE PARALYSIS

WASHINGTON, Aug. 24.—The Med-
fcal Association of the District of
Columbla, and the health officers here
are at loggerheads over the question
as to whether so-called “infantile
paralysis’™ is a cemmunlicable disease,
Members of the association criticize
Dr. Woodward, health officer of the
district, for causing undue alarm over
the prevalence of the disease. Dr.
Woodward belleves that the disease
is a communicable one, but members
cf the association disagree with him.

Dr, Woodward was criticized at a
meeting of the assoclation for an-
nouncements from his office that the
mortality among children from in-
fantile paralysis in the district during
recent weeks has varied from 18 to
18 per cent. A member of the asso-
ciation said that it had not been over
5 per cent at a rough estimate. The
health officer advocates the isolation
of children afflicted with infantile
paralysis, but the -assoclation appar-
ently does not agree with him.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 24.—Senator
Charles Dick, of |Ohio, has fallen
into the same class as Vice President
Sherman, so far as President Taft is
concerned. If a certain letter, which,
it is understood, has been written to
a prominent politician, s made pub-
lie, it will ghow that President Taft
has officially disclaimed responsibil-
ity for an attempt made by Senator
Dick to elect Carmi Thompson, a
candidate before the recent Republi-
ean convention for governdr, chair-
man of the Republican state execu-
tive committee.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 24.—To block
a plan to collect §1 each from census
enumerators throughout the country to
finance & claim which he asserts is base-
less, Census Director Durand today made
public a circular sent out by a man who
poses as “Secretary of the National As-
sociation of Census Enumerators.”

Each enumerator who distributed ad-
vance schedules of population is asked to
contribute $1 to help pay for legal coun-
sel and otherwise to meet the expense of
prosecuting a case before the United
States Court of Claims to obtain £10
additional compensqtion.

investigation before the license is granted.
In Greater New York there are about
600 places which are affected, 200 of
them being in Brooklyn,

In order to gain the license the appli-
cant must file a full statement of the con-
ditions under which he expects to oper-
ate. The application then goes to the
Building Department tg have an inspec-
tor determine whether the place where
the dances are to be held is according
to the specificationsset forth in the ordi-
nance; thence to the Fire Department,
to see if proper fire precautions are pro-
vided for, and the third step is the refer-
ence to the Police Department, which ia
expected to look into the moral hazard
before recommending that the license be
granted,

Under the new law there will be spe-
cial dance hall license inspectors appoint-
ed, to see that all of the requirements of
the ordiances are carried out. There will
be six of them in Greater New York,
with probably two assigned to duty iu
Brooklyn. The license fee of §50 for
each dance hall will go to pay the inspec.
tors, with a provision that revenue bonds
may be issued for any deficiency.

Under the new law, licenses ispued be-
tween April 1 and September 30 are to
expire on March 31 of the following year,
with licenses granted between October 1
and April 1 expiring the following Sep-
tember 30. In case there are complaints,
calling for the revocation of the licenss
twice in any period of six months, the
law does not permit a new license to the
premises within a year following the last
revocation. There have been many com-
plaints regarding the conduct of dancing
halls, and the new law is supposed to
be a regulation which will put a stop to
many of the objectionable features,

MUNICIPAL OWNERSAIP OF
TROLLEYS SUCCESSFUL

WASHINGTON, Aug. 24.—Munici-
pal ownership and operation of a
street car system has proved remark-
ably successful in Belfast, according
to Consul Henry B. Miller. To stu-
dents of municipal ownership prob-
lems there is special interest In a
report on this subject from Consul
Miller. Low cost of transportation,
economy of administration, lack of
accidents are pointg chiefly empha-
sized by Miller in explaining the suc-
cess with which Belfast has run its
own street cars.

The regular fares on cars there is
2 cents. One of the unusual features
of the system is the concentration of
all lines through a general central
station, which makes every part of
the city accessible from that center.
Belfast took over the street car sys-
tem of the city about five years ago.
Its head is a general manager select-
ed by the city council.
