JURY CAN'T AGREE ON
WHAT IS CRUELTY

MOUNT VERNON, Sept. 18.—A

| jury, after being locked in a little room

in the town ball at Valballa from mid-
pight until 3:45 o'clock this morning,
failed to agree as to the guilt or inno-
cence of Charles P. Fisher, the superin-
tendent ‘of the Brace Memorial Farm
Bchool at Valballa, who bad been. on
trial for two nights on & charpe of as-
sadlting Thomas Barnsbaw, a sixteen-
year-old inmate. Al] the testimony bao
been submitted fo the jury by midnight,
and then Justice of the Peace Daniel W.
Quinn sent them out to confer.
Lawyers, spectators and judge smoked
and swapped stories until 3 a.m., and
then the six jurymen, tired and sleepy,
marched into the courtroom and reported
that they mld not agree.

“Better go back and try to,” said Judge

" | Quinn.

At 3:40 a.m., the jurors again came
ingo court and reported that there was
po:chance “under the heavens” of agree-
ing. Tv—

Justice Quine diseharged the jury ana
then paroled Mr. Fisher.

The specific charge against Fisher was
that he “cuffed, kicked and punched the
Barnshaw boy on June 18 last, and then
confined him in a box-like cage whicn
the boys have dubbed the guardhouse, or
‘coffin stretcher,’ from morning until
night without food or waléf.” Thu
charge, as well as an afidavit of Her
man Laue, Jr., Tormerly assistant super-
intendent of the school, who charged Mr.
Fisher with cruel treatment of some of
the boys, was filed with Controller
Prendergast, of New York, and the Chil-
dren’s Aid Bociety, which has supervision
over the school. The report was spread
around Valhalla that if Mr. Fisher was
convicted the school would be closed, und
this is believed to have had some bearing
or the failure of the jury to agree.

It is understood that the testimony at
the tria] that boys were locked in the
guardhouse for nours will result in %
“coffin stretchber” being destroyed. It is
not known whether Mr. Fisher will be
retired, but it is believed he will not.

They Erect a Monument to the Men
Who “Restored Independence”
to Mexico,

' EL PASO, Tex., Sept. 18.—The
great shaft erected to the memory of
Benlito Jauresz, who restored to Mexico
the independence that Hidalgo gave
it & hundred years ago and that Max-
imillian took away for a brief fime
some Mty years later, was officially
unvelled and dedicated today In Cilu-
dad Jaurez, opposite El Paso, in
Mexico. Governor Jose Marié Sah-
chez, ho was detained in the capital of
Chihuahua on Independence Day last
Friday, arrived this morning ana
otficlated.

At 10 o'¢lock, with soldiers, citizens
and school children present, the gov-
ernor pulled the cord that loosed the
tricolor wrapping of the monument
and exposed the tall, gray shaft in the
bright sunlight that followed a week
of threatening weather.

Henderson & Co.’s shipyards at Pat-
rick. In the former ysrd a provis-
jonal local agreement had just been
concluded defining the conditions un-
der- which riveting work should bo
done on vessels on a new, so-called
Isherwood system, but so far from
abiding by it the riveters at the Walk-
‘er yard simply threw down their tools
when it came to doing the first plece
of work on that system and refused
to start.

In the case of the otiier yard the
workmen refused to begin work un-
less they were pald at rates which
they had obtaimed a short time pre-
viously in connection With another
job. In neither case was any notice
given or any demand preferred in the
ordinary way, and the officials of the
Boller Makers' Union had not been
warned. In these circumstances the
Employers’ Federation ¢id what it
had threatened to do opn'the former
occasion—they instantly locked out all
the members of the Boller Makers' 80-
clety, not only In the places of the
dispute, but also throughout the fed-
erated yards on the Clydu, tha North-
east coast, Aberdeen, Duadee, on the
Forth, the Humber and the Mersey—
in short, in all yards except Belfast.

Within twenty-four hours no fewer
than 25,000 workers wer¢. thrown out
in the streets, and unless the dispute
is settled within the present week fully
70,000 men, including other sectiomns
dependent on the riveters and kindred
trades, will be involved,

Thé hollow square which will be
provided for in the new United States
army regulations will be of battalion
formation. »Under the new regulations
it will be possible to throw a battalion
into a square fn such a manner as to
clear a space in the center of an im-
mense mob and quell it before the
rioters realize what has happened.

In the preparation for this move-
ment the troops will be thrown into
company front of what is known as &
street column, the second company
of the battalion will swing to the right
in column of fours or squads, and the
third compapy will swing in like man-
ner to the left. The fourth company
will close up In company froat, thus
completing the hollow square. At the
command of “Halt!” the first company
wil] stand fast, squads in the second
company will swing right into line,
and the squads in the third company
left into line. By “About face!” the
fourth company wiil complete the hol-
low square, !

When an attempt is made by a mob
to rush the square the soldiers in the
first line will draw bayonets and kneel.
Thus both lines of the square can pour
& heavy fire at the same time. If this
does not check the assault the first line
esn use its sword bayonets in a hand-
to-hand struggle, while the second
line can keep up its fire. A more
terrifying formation for riots has never
been devised, and it will probably be
used as long as organized troops are
used to combat disorganized forces.
