GREEKS AND TURKS

ON VERGE OF WAR.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Oect. 13—
Strong diplomatic pressure is being
breught to bear upon (onstantinople
by England, France, Germany and
Russin to compe] withdrawul of
Turkish .troops from the Greek fron-
tier, and to extort assurances of
peaceful relations between the Turks
and Hellenese.

Turkey will resist the plan. Its re-
cent alliance with Roumania insures
it against a nank attack from DBul-
garia, and there is no doubt that Ger-
man and Austrian pledges have been
secured, guaranteeing Teutonl: force,
if necessary, to keep off the hands of
the larger powers. The consequence
is that o war between Turkey and
Grecce Is becoming every day a
stronger probability.

Turkey has been grossly misrepre-
sented in this matter. English and
French papers have endeavored to
give the impression that Turkey, as
the stronger country, is bullying the
Grecks. But the truth is, that Gre:ce
always has been the aggressor. Dur-
ing the latter years of Abdul Hamid's
reign the Greeks were vigorous sup-
porters of the sultan's intolerable
despotism. They were anxlous to re-
tain his favor to push their own
claimg to predominate over all other
races in Macedonia. They fought
hard for Abdul through the long
agony of the Bulgar rebellion in
Macedonia, and as soon as the Slavs
in the provinces had been generally
disarmed, Gresk bands flooded the
country, with Ahdulls permission, and
by murder, torture and rapine com-
pelled Bulgars to become Greeks.
Their cruelties were indesaribable
and It was the Young Turks who
stopped them. As the Greeks were
Abdul's only friends, they were the
only losers by his deposition, and
they have been plotting desperately
against the new regime.

Having brought the two nations on
the verge of war, the Greeks now
realize that they are no match for
Turkey. They arc playing for sym-
pathy.

from the beginning nearly 500 cigar
makers. The city of Tampa today
comprises  three  sections—Tampa,

West Tampa, and Ybor City.,  Yhor
City, the most important cigar manu-
fucturing center, hears the name of itx
founder. "

In 1856 cigar makess in Key West
und Tampa were pald from $18 te
$41 per thousand. It was a.common
thing for a cigar maker to make 600
or 700 vigars in a day. Certain ex-
ceptionally fast workers on nn %18 @
thousand cigar made as many as 1,000
cigars in a day.

Today vigar makers receive (rom
$14 to $60 and 370 per thousand, hut
all these grades from $41 to 360 ond
$70 ara extra fine cigirs: cigars that

THE CLASS WAR IN TAMPA.

In 1901, during a lengthy strike,

These men were flogged,
Thirteen, including a negro citizen of
the United #tates, were placed on
schooner, carried to the wilds of Brit-
ish Honduras, and there left to =hift
for themselves. Other men, active in

the union, were flogged, placed on
trains and sent to various outside
towns.

It is said that when Tampa's roll of
fame is prepared, the honor roll of her
“t'Rizens’ Committee” will contain
these names: Gordon Keller, who was
a prominent Tampa clothier; Chief
Sam Cotter, captaln of the Tampa po-
lHee for four years. who was after-
wurds shot by one Knapp for assault-
Ing his daughter; Frank L. Wing, at
that time mayor of Tampa. who re-
vently retired from the mayoralty, and
Donald B. McKay, editor and propri-
etor of the Tampa Dally Times, at
present mayor of Tampa.

After this deportation the struggle
continued, other lgaders taking the
place of those spirfted away, but fin-
ally the men broke ranks and went
buck to work, deciding to organize
more thoroughly. Since then there
have been ‘weveral strikes, usually
aguinst the insanitary conditions, but
somotimes  because the cmployers
forced them.

The Havana cigar industry ig one
of the few whers hand lAbor has not
been displaced by n:achinery, and in

many factories the cigar makers
employ & man to read aloud to
them while they are engaged at

their work. This custom of readers
was first established in Havana. Cuba.
abowt forty vears ago. In the United
Rtates It was lirst Introduced at Kay
West. Tt was then adopted in certain
New York sheps, and a short while
after in Tampa. The best economic
and historical works are read to the
workers, as well as works of fiction.
Newspapers are regularly read. Arti-

1903 Frank Milian, at that time mayor
of West Tamps, was reader in the
Bustillo & Diaz clgar factory in West
Tampa.

Cubans pre-
dominated. One man would stand up
and call on the othery in the hall to
g0 out. And they went out. The
workers would contribute liberally for
their fellow workers on strike—10 per
cent. of & week's wages, or one or two
days' labor, depending on the strikers’
demands. it

The
cigar makers live in shacks gituated
in undrained, mosquito-breeding areas,
where the rents increase as the weeds
grow thicker. untl] today rents are
more than double the rents of ten
years ago. As one cigar maker sald:
“In summer we are as loaves of brea<d
in an vven, and in winter as fish un
foe.”

Yet the giant Tobacco Trust and

the cigar manufacturers do not com-
plain  because their
swindled and ‘browbeaten. “There's
a reason.” Printer's ink to the con-
! trary notwithstanding. the condition oy
| the Tampa cigar factories is worse
than in any other city in America.
| Because the factory owners do not ex-
pose the real estate men, the mer-
chan's and the =aloon keepers, the
husiness interests see that the manu-
facturers are not molested in the fac-
tories.

Most of the strikes in Tampa have
been for better sanitary conditions.

The cigar maker smokes while he
works, and, according to law, the fac-
tory owner must have cuspidors and
must Keep them disinfected. But this
law I8 never enforced, for the Inspect-
ors let the employers know when an
inspection is to be made. As a result
the cuspidors are kept safély put away
in cellars and there is no sanitary dis-
infectfon.

The space in which the cigar maker
works has been reduced so that in the
average factory today six men work
fn a space nine by six feet. Open win-
dows would 4ry the stock, For this
reason the windows are kept closed,
although the average summer tem-
perature is from 90 to 95 degrees I.
The cigar makers work at pjece work
and have no regular hours. But dur-
ing the summer they average from
16 a.m. 10 5:30 p.m and in'winter from
6:30 am. to 4:30 p.m. Because of the
awful conditions in the cigar factories,
consumption Is on the increase, %0 per
cent. of the workers dying ef It.
| Tiny children of ten and twelve
| years work for as little ax 50 cents
for a twelve-hour duy, although the
Florida child labor law distinctly for~
bids the employment of children at
this tender age and for this nuin-
ber of hours.

Both the manufacturers and. the
elty business men are vitally inter-
: ested in the Immigration law and 1is
! non-enforcement. A surplus of la-
: bor means a lesséning of wages. Be-
' ¢ause. the "clgar maker is pald by
imo--pwork. the employers can compel

the wage slaves to do the work well

or receive less pay. The surplus of
lahor means more mouths to fill and
more backs to clothe. The 'merchants
understand this clearly,

The cigar manufacturers contract
‘in Cubg for “hands” and thelr agents
Bo to the boats to meet the new ar-
rivals. Formerly the steerage rate
from Cuba to Tampa was $1I, hyt
the cigar manufacturers compelled
the steamship companies to reduce
the rate from Cuba to Tampa to $5,
although the retyrn passage remains
at $12. - This 35 passage is known a»
the “cigar maker's rate,”” and when
the Tampa labor organizations noti-
fied Daniel kn(a of the Immigration
Department at Washingten of this
breach of ‘the immigration act, no at-
tentjon was pald to the communica-
tion.
