In the ship yards the position is as
bad, if not worse, than in the cotton
industry. It will be remembered that
there the dispute arose nver the arbi-
trary reduction of wages.in two Tyne
yarde, which led to a sectiona! strike
of the workers, followed by a lockout
on the part of the masters. The strike
of the men was formally a breach of
the agreement. which provides that no
wectional strike should take place
until the entire conciliation procedure
has been exhausted from the lowest
to the highest instances.

In this case, however, though the
complaint of the workers had been
referred to a joint commitiee in Sep-
tember, 1909, It was not until August
of the present year that the masters
were Induced to hold the first mect-
Ing. And after this deliberate provo-
cation offered to the men to break the
agreement the employers have
the impudence to declare that they
would not withdraw the lockout unt{l
and uniess the men's union (the boller
makers) has given them satisfactory
“‘assurances” that no sectional strikes
in contravention of the agreement
would occur in the future.

None the less the men agreed to
negotiate for these ‘“‘assurances.”
’rhr?.made #n attempt to get the ship
ya opened pending the negotiations,
but on the request being flatly re-
fused, they consented to name their
assurances. They undertook to fine
their members acting in contraven-
tion of the agreement between the
union and masters (n accordance with
their rules relating to members' dls-
clpline, and further agreed that should
the employers decline to give such
men employment, these members
weuld not recelve any out-of-work
benefits for a perlod commensurate
with the gravity of the offense. ’

Wanted Workers Fined,

In return for this, however, they
demanded that some machinery be set
up for the speedy settlement of lo-
cal disputes, the pericd not to exceed
six weeks. The employers disagreed.
They agreed to grant the demand as
regards more expeditious procedure in
settling disputes, but they wanted as-
surances of @ more drastic character.
Recalcitrant members, according to
their proposal, should be fined £3 for
the first, and {5 for any subsequent
offenses, and the money was to be
paid over by the union to the em-
ployers' association and then handed
over to some charity.

S8hould such a member fail to pay
the above fine, he shall not be em-
ployed In any of the yards for u
period of from six to twelve months,
and the union should not pay him any
benefits, The fines in such cases
should be refunded to the union at
the expiration of these periods.

Against Masters' Control.

The men naturally revolted against
this attempt to place the union under
the control of the masters’ assocla-
tions. They now proposed that they
would fine recalcitrant members ac-
cording to the rules in any sum be-
tween is and (0s, and pay the fines
over iInto a separate fund the the
benefit of orphans and widows, and
demanded that employers should not
victimize any such fined members or
such members us could not or would
not pay the fines beyond suspending
them, in the latter case, from employ-
ment for a period commensurate with
the gravity of the offence, To these
conditions the employers, in their turn
objected.

hut these fines should be pald with-
in seven days into a bank on deposit
account in the joint names of the
union and masters' federation, and
at the end of the year 80 per cent
of the total accumulated amount is
to bé transferred to a separate fund
for the benefit of widows and orphans.

SLAYER OF NETCHEL
CAPTURED BY FARMERS

SPRINGFIELD, Mo., Oct. 16.—Wal-
ter A. Kurtz, alias Walter Dipley, who
shot and killed Stanley Ketchel at the
ranch of R, H, Dickerson, seven miles
from Conway, Webster county, Mo.,
was arrested by three farmers this
morning near Niangua, Webster coun-
ty, seventeen miles from the scene o:

Then he called & newspaper
office ‘here for a description of Ketch-
el's murderer, and on receiving it said
he had the man at his home. The
three men at once left for Haggard's
home, going into the room occupied
by Dipley, and informed him of thelr
discovery, asking him to roll up his
sleeves to see If the tattoo marks were
on his arms. Dipley acquieaced and
immediately confewed that he had
shot Ketchel,

They scratch and cackle and scratch
and cackle until the farmer comes
along and takes the egg. And then
the geese start to work early the
next morning to lay another.

Now Judge Baldwin says the cor-
porations should be kept in good or-
der. But the geese farmer Knows
that his fowls must be kept in good
order.

They must have plenty to eat and
clean places to live in and lots of

pure water. They must not be over-
crowded and they must have plenty
of space to rum about for exercise.
The geese farmer knows that if he
wants golden egss he mnust treat his
geese with respect and consideration.

But if Judge Baldwin were to talk
with’ the farmer he would tell him,
“Now, old boy, be careful of your-
self. You must feed up and exer-

and drink and have a-good time.
You must keep yourself in good or-
der because it is not every man that
can lay a golden egg.™

And he would go out to the geese
and address them in this wise:
“Friends and fellow citizens, you
keep in good order the man up in the
big house, for he lays golden eggs.
and 1 want to tell you that you are
living too high.

“A single goose earning $1.50 a day
should lay by a quatrer a day and
should not get nfarried until he has
saved $100. The fact is you are
spending more money than neces-
sary.

“Lace curtsins are too frequent in
your houses and the geese in this
country eat more than is good for
them. Two meals & day are enough
for any goose. The geese in Eurqpe
eat less, and yet se¢ how they pros-
per.

“And so, fellow citizsens of Goose
Town, do not let demagogues mis-
lead you.

in reply, said: “We do not comme!
on the above editorial because no coni-
ment is necessary. We will say that
we have always opposed and will op-
pose any violence: that destruction o
[ the law may destroy Tampa.”

The Rev. Claude W. Duke, pastor of
the First Baptist Church of Tampa,
npreached to a large audience last Sun-
day morning. The preacher spoke t-
the point, denouncing in emphatic
terms the acts of lawlessness that have
been enacted by a rowdy clement. Re-
garding mob law, he said:
apply my text to the unique local con-
dition of this city. We have passed
within recent months through a car-
nival of crime. which Is an everlasting
reproach to the city in which we live.
When tourists read our records of
crime ruthlessly committed, they
shrink back’ in dread and turn away.
They conclude that Tampa is not a
good place for the best people to live
in. In speaking of the recent reign
of lawlessness, the preacher sald:
“The greatest pall that has ever fallen
over our city was when a company o:
our men, our countrymen and citizens,
seized with their hands two offenders
of the law and strung these two of-
fenders to a tree and took their lives.
Every man has a night to a trial by
a jury and this right ought under no
circumstances be denied, let the of-
fense be what it may.”

Rev. Mr. Duke also said: “Since I
have been living In Tampa, one man,
#nd onp man only, has been execited,
and that ene was not executed for
murder. Within the last year there
have bheen fully 100 homicides in West
Tamra and in Tampa. Not one man
has met due punishment as a result.”
The Baptist preacher also stated: “Lite
and property under the conditions now
¢xisting are not safe In our city. One
of our missi ries was pelled to
close the doors of his misgion because
men and women are afraid to walk
through the streets to a house of
worship. Human life is in jeopardy
and the punishment that shoyld follow
in the wake of crime !s incompetent.”
