Colonel Theodore Roosevelt, to use
his own expression, was “beaten to a
frazzle" in his home state yesterday.
Not only that, but for the first time
since he has beem a factor in politics
he lost his home precinct to a Demo-
crat.

Democratic candidate fér governor,
had been elected by a plurality ex-
ceeding 100,000,

One thousand five hundred and
thirty districts out of 1,700 in Greater
New York give Stimson, 175,760 Dix,
270,814; Hopper, 37,499,

The big surprise of the election is
the small factor the Independence
cut in the election, it
having been practically wiped out as
a factor in state politics.

Manbatten ‘snd the Bronx Wil give
Dix about 665,000 plurality. Kings
county. from present indications, will
give him not less than 25,000, With
65 per cent of the total vote of Quecns
counted, the indicationg are that Mr.
Dix will have 10,000 plurality there,

Returns from upstate indicate thot
Roosevelt's candidate for governor will
not have 15,000 plurality outside the
city of New York. Reports from the
farming communities, however, wure
likely to increase this vote for the
head of the Republican ticket.

MILWAUKEE, Wis, Nov. 8.—The
next legislature will be asked to pei-

mit Milwuaukee to establish a muniel- |

pal pawnshop, thus doing away with
the “loan shark™ evil.

City Attorney Hoan, of the Social-
ist administration, prepared a resolu-
tion for the council at its meeting yes-
terday to that effect, which was re-
ferred to the committee on legisla-
tion for action.

In a communication accompanying
the resolution, the city attorney de-
clares the methods and practices of
the loan sharks to be “almost unbe-
llevable.” He recites an extended in-
vestigation made of the subjeect by
himself, and says that the best method
of correcting the situation Is to es-
tablish a municipal bureau, where
worthy persons may secure small
ioans. He belleves this to be the eas-
fest and best way out of the difficulty
because of the impossibility of secur-
Ing competent evidence agalnst
loan sharks that will permit of thelr
conviction on a charge of usury. His
communication reads:

“The cxtent to which these people
prey upon and extort money in the
shape of interest from citizens in need
of a small loan ls almost unbeMev-
able. Scores of persons have come to
my office and complained of being
forced to pay from 50 to 110 per cent
interest on loans of less than $50,

“They uniformly refuse to give re-
ceipts or other papers upon payment
of money, consequently If these cases
are taken into court, the prosecution
rests upon the single statement of the
borrower against the single statement
of the loan agent, one afMirming and
the other denying the amount of in-
terest charged.”

Charles Gallagher, the head of the
family, wus seventy-five vears old, and
it wax said that he was the worst af-
fected. Ellen Gallager, who is thirty-
five yvears old. Was also insensible for
a long time from the effects of the
gas. The other victims of the leakage
were Charles Gallagher, Jr., seven
years old: Patrick, four years; Mary,
twelve vears; John, ten years; Martin,
fourteen years; James, eighteen years,
and Michael, eighteen years,

The unconscious famlily was discov-
ered about 9:45 o'clock. The gas had
apparently been leaking all night Into
the rooms wherp they slept. First ar-
rivals on the scene sald that a few

minutes more would have meant the
death of all
