In the case before the court
yesterday, the employe who lost his
life was clearly an employe of the
city.

In the four years between 1904 and
1908 the galn for the entire country
amounted to only 3.8 per cent. fn the
two years just past the increase is
very likely to be somewhere between
76 and 100 per cent, wua cereainly not
lower than 50 per cent.

Of course, he declared, he would
not give Briand a carte blanche by
voting confldence In his government,
but on the other hand, he was boundl,
in the absence of deeds proving the
contrary, to accept his declarations
in good faith. And he and his foi-
lowers abstained from voting on the
government’s progress, and only
Guesde and Valllant, with that fanat-
fcism which Is so characteristic of
Marxists, did not hesitate to vote
against Briand.

Jaures Won by Marxists,

Jaures and his friends will now
perhaps admit that the fanatical and
dogmatic Marxists were right in dis-
trusting the ‘“ministry of three rene-
gades” without even waiting for thelr
valorous deeds. One of Jaures'
friends, Breton, did not hesitate to
write at the time in the Soamalische
Monatshefte, the well known organ
of the German Revisionists, that for
himself, “he was perfectly convinced
of the sincerity of Briand. Millerand,
and Viviani, and In thelr desire to
carry out all possible reforms” M.
Breton is a lost sheep, but Jaures
ought to recognize that the actions
of a bourgeois government do not de-
pend upon the sincerity and personal
desires of its members, but are dic-
tated to them by the class on whose
behalf they manage the affairs -of
the state.
