In-
spector Walsh, who has charge of
things around the Grand Central ex-
Press station, phoned up to the East
51st street police station and asked
for two men. Sergeants Krascher
and Callahan, upon responding, were
told to take the drivers of two Adams
wagons around to the police station,
unload the express matter there.and
let the drivers go after their pedigrees
had been noted,

This was done and the wagons now
empty were sent around to the Cor-
poration yards, belonging to the Bu-
reau of Incumbrances and the horses
stabled nearby.

The front room of the station house
was plled high with express boxes
when the agent of the company ar-
rived protesting. Among the selzed
articles were several large crates con-
#igned to the commissary department
of the U. & government at Panama
and a lot of boxes,

Property Restored Later.

The agent was sent away unsatis-
fled, but later in the evening Inspector
Schmittberger gave orderg that their
property be returned to the com-
panies. When asked If the drivers of
the unlicensed wagons had. a license
themselves the police sald they did
not care gince the law provides that
only the driver of a licensed wagon
need have a license. Another wagon
was selzed later on by the police of
the JLeonard street station, and it is
expected that the companies will make
some sort of a protest today.

President R, W, Meade. of the New
York Transportation Company, was
quoted as having complained of the
lack of police protection afforded his
taxicabs, and when the powers that be
at headquarters were shown his state-
ment. they came back wit hthe re-
mark that not only had the green
taxies been guarded as well as any
others, hut that a representative of
the company had called up and re-
quested that police surveillance be
withdrawn from the cabs, as the pres-
ence of a cop on guard frightened
AWay Dassengers.

The committee of the Internationa:
Brotherhood of Teamsters, which had
the conference with te committee of
te New York Motor Cab Owners' As-
sociation on Tuesday and presented an
open shop proposition which the
strikers rejected, had a briel confer-
ence with the committee of the assu-
clation yesterday afternoon at the
Hotel Imperial and informed the em-
ployers that there could/be no agrees
ment except on a closed shop basis.

Employers Bank On Closed Shop.
The employers would not consider
the closed shop proposition, and the
conference ended. Allan Lexow, presi-
dent of the association, said that the

meeting was held to look over the
situation. He ha¢ written to the Mayor
und the police department asking for
protection for the driverd.

“Our men are not réally on strike,”
he said, “but they are afraid in some
cases to go to work. We do not want
them to go out except under police
protection, -but some of them are will-
ing to risk it.”

Mayor Gaynor, who had intended
since his efforts to bring about peace,
had failed to wash his hands of the
matter of trying to act the part of
mediator. But yesterday afternoon

tilating the mines. ‘l'lnco.lhol's
volatile quality and generates gas In
explosive quantities. Add to this
cheap, Inexpertenced workmen and
ineffective mining laws, and the prac-
tical miners can appreciate the dan-
gers of mining in Alabama, or, per-
haps, the hazards may be better
known from the knowledge that dur-
ing the year 1909, out of 17,290 men
employed ~ below, twenty-six were
killed and eighteen terribly Injurea
by dust and gas explosions alone.

These figures are made more sigm-
ficant by the fact that during the
year 1909 Alabama, fortunately, had
no single holocaust of men, those who
were killed and injured by virtue of
explosions were picked off here anld
there in small numbers from time td|
time, which Indicates the dangerous
conditions of the mines, and that ex-
plosions of greater magnitude are
likely to occur at any time.

“Laws Mere Mockery.”

The present political powers in
Alabama are influenced by the cor-
porations, and as a consequence the
mining laws of the state are a mere
mockery, rendered nugatory hy the
penaity clause provided for their en-
for t. As is ifled to by the
clause itself, which reads as follows.

“Controversies Between Chief Mine
Inspector and Operator Referred tu
the Judge of Probate—Appeal—Pen-
alty. Whenever any agent or opera-
tor of any mine shall refuse or fail
to comply with any order or direc-
tion of the chief mine inspector after
the expiration of a reasonable time,
it shall be the Jduty of the mine in-
spector to refer the matter to the
probate judge of the county in whicn
the mine Is located. Upon such ref-
ecrence the judge of probate shall set
a day for the hearing of the same and
issue citations to the owner or opera-
tor of the mine to appear and contest
the same, If he sees proper; sald cita-
tion to be served by the sheriff of the
county at least ten days before the
trial. Upon the application of elther
party, the judge of probate must is-
sue subpoens for witnesses, to be
served by the sheriff as In other cases.
After hearing the case the probate
Judge must render such declsion as
he may deem just and equitable, from
which decision elther party may ap-
peal to the circult court within sixty
days, wheg it shall be trfed de novo.
From the decislon of the Circult
Court either party may appeal to the
Supreme Court of Alabama. If no
appeal is taken, the declslon shali be
Jfinal and binding on sald operator or
mine owner, and any mine owner or
operator who refuses to carry out the
final order. or determination of the
case, after a reasonable time, shall be
gullty of a misdemeanor, and must,
on conviction, be fined not more than
$1,000." .

The above demonstrated the fallacy
of the mining laws, and makes it ob-
vious that the operator is not com-
pelled to pay obedlence thereto untn
the Supreme Court of Alsbama tells
him he must.

In the iInterim, pending a decision,
the miner 1is unprotected against
many of the dangers encountered in
mining.

The Rumblings of Revolt.

In conclusion I must say In justice
to a large portion of the Alabama
miners that they are as Intelligent.
stout-hearted and courageous as any
miners in America. They are simply
unable to cope, unsupported, with the
powers that control. However, they
are living In the hope that ere long
the strong arm of the United Mine
Workers of America will be extended
into "Alabama, and when that time
comes the Alabama miners will bhe
ready, and unless justice is conceded
them, 1 opine, there will be a typhoon
of rebellion strike Alabama that will
make the welrwolves of capltal sit up
and take notice.

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OF WRECKED MINE

TRINIDAD, Colo., Nov. 9.—At noon
today 23 men had been taken out alive
from No. 3 mine of the Victor-Amer-
ican Coal Company, at Delagua, near
here, after having been ‘entombed
wlive for elghteen hours. Simultane
ously word was brought to the surface
that rescuers working in the interior
of the mine had located the bodles
of forty-one dead miners in addition
to the four men killed yesterday at the
ovutside of the mine when the ex-
plosion occurred. This makes a total
of forty-five known to be dead.

It*is not known how many more
miners are in the mine..

The explosion, which was so terrific
that it killed four men ouside of the
tunnels, wrecked the Interior of the
mine and caved in the main slope for
4 distance of severa] hundred feet.
Officials of the company hold out hope
that all of the entombed men may
have found safety. This hope is in<
creased by the fact that forty-two
miners who were working in the tun-
pels at the time of the explosion, es-
caped unhurt through a tunnel.

Exactly how many miners are en-
tombed is not known. Otficials of the
company assert that not more than
ninety were in the mine at the time
of the explosion. Some of the forty-
two who escaped allve, however, de-
clare that the number in the mine at
the time was nearer 158 than ninety,
and that about 100 are in the mine.

ARE STILL SETTLING

$2,005.090 worth of goods which the
co-operators sold and used, and in the
production of which they had had no
share, nor could they extend co-oper-
ative economics in these vast expend!-
tures beyond the retail store. For
nearly three-fourths of thelr total ex-
penditures, the co-operators were still
unable to realize any substantial bene-
fits beyond the scanty savings of the
retail store.

Nor Is this all. In the manufacture
of shoes they can buy all the better
grades cheaper than they can produce
them. Only the cheaper and heavier
shoes can be profitably produced in
thelr own factory, The leather man
can sell cither shoes or leather. 1In
the case of the shoes, in the making
of which there I8 the most profit, he
heg added the cest of the making to
the price of the leather, and so he
has the profits on the shoes, whether
the co-operator buys the shoes or the
materfals of which to make the shoes.

For three-fourths of the business
done, the dependence of the co-oper-
ators on the great industrial monopo-
lies is complete. For the other fourth
monopoly can still levy tribute on the
raw materials, on the cost of machin-
ery and on transportation.

The inter-
viewer, Fabra Rivas, gives his impressions
of tpe wen now coustituting the govern-
ment of Portugal. lle considers them

sincere and honest, considerably given to!
the use of well rounded, well sounding'

phrases regarding their views aud therr
policies.

“As to our colonies,” says the minister
of foreign affairs, *Portugal will be in-
spired by the example of Great Britain.”

“Are you uin; to imitate Eupgland's
regime in India?

*No," replicd the minister, “we mean
to imitate England’s treatment of the
Transvaal, of Canada and Australia. We
wish to establish autonomy everywhere
us far as possible.”

Mr. Alfonso Costa, who is described as
the brains and the energy of the new
government, says:

“We shall convene a constitutional ns-
sembly toward the end of the fear. It
will consist of about 200 members, to be
elected by universal suffrage with pro-
portional represeutation.

“To this assembly we shall appeal for
the sanction of our acts and submit to it
the draft of a constitution, very radical
in its tepdencies. aiming at the unison
of a!l nationul forces and at the suppres-
sion of any antagonism between the citi-
zen and the state,

“We are adherents of thorough decen-
tralizgation and cansequently of the au
tonomy of municipalities.

“As an abstenct of our program 1
wonld state that the three main principles
underlying it are:  Public insfruction,
national defense and socinl nssistance.

“On these matters we have prepared
very detailed projects upon wide demo-
eratie foundations,

“An for immediate reforms, we shall
begin work at onee.  In our propagands
we have slways demanded the independ-
ence of the state from the chureh,  We
bave now commenced to axpel the Josuits
and to dissolve the religioux orders. Weo
are also going to annul the concordat
with Rome and to separate the church
from the state.

MWe are going to abolish the religious
onth in official nets, and to establish secu
lar réginters with obligatory entry therein
of births, marriages and deaths. For the

first time in onr history we shall sanction
divorce in Portugal.

“As for judicial reforms, we sre going
to abolish the death penalty in the mili-
tary code. ln the ordinary criminal code
it is already eliminated in our country.
We shall also xee to it that the jurisdic-
tion of military tribunals be contined to
military offenses committed by army men

“As to social legisiation, we wish the
state to intervene in conflicts between
cupital and iabor. Our first measures to
be proposed will be the limitation of the
working day to a maximum of ten hours
We desire also to establish a weekly rest
from work, and to break up the Iatifundia
(big Inanded estates) through a system of
irrigation which we are studying. :

*“We are adherents of the progressiv>
income tax and of the abolition of indirect
taxation upon the necessaries of life, the
socalled octtoi. DBut these measures can-
not be applied immedintely.”

Mr. Machado. another member of the
revolutionary goveroment, is A Wwarm
friend of KEngland. From an interview
with him by the same eorrespondent the
following =ignificant passage may be
quoted :

“We desire that all the world. our own
people as well as those of other nations,
may find in the government of the repub-
lie a full gnarantes of all their rights,

“Hence the English government as well
as the governments of all other opations
will have all possible facilitiex and .
vantages for treating with our republican
government for the protection of the
rightx and interests of their subjects.”

This means an emphutic assurance that
foreign investors, and partienlarly bond-
holders, need not he troubled ax to the
safety of their capital.  Ap assuranes
expecinlly given to British eapital Iargely
interested in the domain of the new re-
publie.

1t newd hardly be pointed out that this
declaration leaves no doubt whatever nx
to the bourgeois character of the new
revolutionary government.

Child l;abor—A M@na;e to Society.

By FRANCES R. HARRIS.

Hitherto the question of child labor
hus concerned Itself Jlargely with the
subjective’ view of the situution, thu.
is, the effect of long hours of con-
tinuous toll and Insanitary conditions
upon the growth and developmen,
physically and morally, of the child.
This has only served to arouse pity,
sympathy, condolence, but no activity
It 18 now our purpose to tuke the op-
jective standpoint and show the
menacing attitude which ¢hild labor
takes toward the soviety or nation
which is blind to its sufferings and
deaf to its call.

How does child labor affect soclety
at large? First of all, it wastes the
industrial energy, the labor force, of u
nation. Physicians tell ua that thir-
teen and fourteen are the lowest ages
at which a child hegins to mature; up
to this time the muscles, if overtaxed
by protracted labor, can never attain
the strength and power which exer-
cise after full maturity would have de-
veloped. Now there are at present
about a milllen children from six to
fourteen working in the mills, mines
and factories of the United States.
These children toil from eleven w
twelve hours dally, so that the ma-
jority, by the time they have reached
manhood, are physical wrecks.

A good example of this ls furnished
us by Austria. In 1870 only 30 per
cent of those who had reached the age
of conscription were fit for militagy
duty, and in eight years under poor
child labor laws, this number had de-
creased by almost half. For, in 1878,
only 18 per cent of those who had
reached the age of conscription were
eligible; and in spite of the fact that
there was an Increase of 205,000
more men to choose from, 23,000
fewer recruits were obtalned. In
round numbers, Professor Charles R.
Henderson has estimated that the na-
tion loses $15,000 for every child
whose physical powers are premature-
Jy exhsusted. In cold dollars ‘and
cents, then, the economic loss which
child labor at present entalls upon the
United States is $15,000,000,000.

have enongh life In them to escape the

Yet, whoso fault ig it {f they become
criminals? Sir Thomas More asked
soveral centuries ago, “I pray you
what other thing «do you do thau
make thieves and then punish them?"
This statement holds true todmy.
First, we permit conditions through
which no human heing can pass uu-
scathed, and then we spénd large syms
of money in providing places to de-
grade them still further. Governw
Washburn said in his annual message,
Speaking on these dire results of child
labor: “It is’ wiser economy to sustain
the common school than the reform
school, the normal achool than the
house of correction, the college than
the penitentiary.” And the whole so-
clgl cost of child labor—in hospltais,
poorhouses and prisons Is borne by
us; we pay dearly for the privilege of
ruining and demoralizing our chil-
dren.

But soclety is yet more deeply pun-
ished for its neglect of the little ones.

each citizen, by the power of his vote,
can literally make or mar the nation.
The children of today are the citizens
of tomorrow. And Uf the child's first
lessons were the degradation of the
mill and the misery of the sweatshop;
if the child's first music was the din
and roar of machinery, and if the
child’'s precep of good and
beauty were the drunken, degenerate
fathér and the shriveled, wasted
mother, what do you think the man,
the future citizen of the United States,
will do? WIll he make or mar the
nation? "

In districts where children are
much employed, the father of the
family can hardly ever obtain work.
The women and children are given
the places of the men and wages are
lowered to the child standard. The
result is that home life is entirely de~
stroyed, for the relations of. father and
child have been reversed. The chil-
dren are the providers, and the father
l:u the choice of staying home and

In the words of Professor Hen-
derson: “To find out the total soclal
cost we must calculate as nearly as
possible the loss by death, the loss by
sickness and incapacity, the positive
burden of support of paupers, and the
enormous waste and cost of caring for
criminals driven to revolt, .
