“Your American people need educa-
tion.

Odds and Ends of Occurrences of So-
clalist Import From Europe and
Elsewhere.

Czar Nicholag 11 of Russla, accord-
Ing to the Levant Herald, is about to
invest 5,000,000 rubles in the erection
of another one of his many palaces.
Peterhof, Tsarskoe Selo, the Hermit-
age, the Kreml in Moscow, the old
palace In Jalta, have ull been declared
to be more or less Insecure by the
gullt-stricken “Prisoner of the Rus-
slan Revolution,” who migrates with
his family through the entire round of
them without ever attaining to a feel-
ing of safety for life and limb. The
most famous of these palatial abodes,
known as the Winter Palace to for-
elgn tourists all over the globe, has
been abandoned by the imperial fam-
{ly ever gince that “Bloody Sunday” of
1906, when the priest Gapon led his
massed cohorts up to the very window
front of the autocrat’s dwelllng. At
present the czar takes frequent refuge
from the ubiquitous peril surrounding
him on bhoard of his yacht Standard.
It i rumored that the new palace in
the .Crimea will be a stronghold on
the pattern of the bastile, rather than
an abode of {mperial splendors.

For it is primarily foreign capitalists, or to be more exact,
international high finance, that all the worst tyrantd of our time are
leaning upon. The main prop of modern militarism is this interna-
tional Ligh finance,, which controls the great iron and steel works
and shipbuilding industries as well as the great banks, and derives
profits from the sale of armaments by sea and land as well as interest
and brokerage fees from the sale of bonds. It was this international
high finance that furnished Bloody Nicholas with the means for
crushing the widespread revolt of the Russian people. And it is this
international high finance that is the mainstay of the dictatorship of
Diaz. X

It is, therefore, extremely “distressing” that the American press,

largely contrglled by high finance, “should publish sensational and
exaggerated news which tends to cause alarm in the money markets
and to do damage to business.” But in his distress the dictator may
console himself with tHe reflection that that part of the press which
is controlled by the great American “radical” and “reformer,” W. R.
Hearst, has carefully refrained from publishing “sensational and
exaggerated news” of the.uprising in Mexico. The self-restraint, the
prudent moderation exercised by the Hearst newspapers in this mat-
ter is all the more noteworthy and laudable in view of the fact that
feensational and exaggerated news” is the stock in trade of these
fewspapers.  The Hearst magazine, the Cosmopolitan, has been
equally friendly to Diaz and considerate of his feelings.
:  The kindliness toward him of the Hearst press should prove a
real consolation to the Mexican tyrant. It is not every tyrant that
can boast of the support of a great “reformer” and “radical,” and
particularly an American one.
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 THE CHURCHES ‘AND. MILITARISM,

President Schurmann, of Cornell University, has commended

the Socialists for “protesting everywhere against this militarism.”
And he added: “If all the branches of the Christian Church through-
out America and Europe protested against it with equal emphasis,
I believe the statesmen of the great powers would either find a solu-
tion of the problem or give up thir jobs.”
" President Schurmann is quite mistaken. The unanimous and
universal protests of all the churches, Christian and non-Christian,
against militarism would not prevent the outbreak of a single war,
would not reduce the strength of the standing armies and navies by
a single man or instrument of destruction, and would not disturb
the slumbers of a single “statesman.”

In fact, the Christian churches have been preaching peace to all
men these nineteen centuries past. But these preachings have not
influenced the “statesmen” in the least. Whereas the protests of the
Socialists against militarism have already produced marvelous effects,

. and these effects are destined to grow more marvelous with the
spread of Socialist ideas and the increase in powr of Socialist parties
gverywhere. 9

The reason for this difference is quite simple. Socialists every-
where are not content with preaching merely against militarism as
such. Socialists everywhere recognize militarism and war as the
products, 'not of the evil propensities of men, but of the private or
capitalist ownership of the means of production and the consequent
international rivalries and competition for the control of the world’s
markets. Socialists ‘therefore know that militarism and wars will
not be put an end to until capitalism itself has been put an end to,
and their propaganda against militarism is only a part of their general
propaganda for the overthrow of the capitalist social order. And
it is the continual extension and growth in power of the international
Socialist organization that will ultimately force the “statesmen” to
“give up their jobs” and give the nations themselves a chance to
organize their relations with one another in an amicable, peacful
manner,

The Social
Democratic administration under the
la*vs has no power whatever eitherto
improve or change these conditions
until next year. And, furthermore, the
policles which have impoverished the
city finances will continue to affect the
city for years to come, and can only
gracuiily he corracted. x

However, the presen{administration
i tnking ® number of very important
steps in the determination to improve
these conditions. And it is belleved
that this polley, if followed., will in
the course of a few years put the city
on an absolutely soynd and sclentific
bagis financially. In fact, the Social-
ists in Milwaukee insist that theirs Is
the only program that can finance the
city efficiently.

Among the financial measures heing
advanced by the Roclaligts, and which
will, be put Into operation just as far
and as _Ylit as the charter provisions
of the city and the lawg of the state
will allow., are the following:

1. Very rigid and carefully consid-
ered economics. For example, the
controller reporty that during the
first six months .of the Soclalist ad-
ministration the expenditures of the
city were on an average $32,000 per
month less than under preceding ad-
ministrations. Then again, the re-
organization of the purchasing de-
partment has systematized the city
buying In such a way as to have ef-
fected alrgady Imany thousands of
dollarg of saving, A number of un-
necessary and high sslaried employes
have been dispensed with, thus saving
several thousands more. Several very
clever graft echemeg have Dbeen
blocked that have saved the city !n
one case alone over 350,000. A num-
bér of fake damage suits against the
city have heen beaten and thus the
city saved still other thousands of
dollars. The total of these savings
will not be less thgn $100,000 per
year, )

2. But gtfll more important, the
present administration is going after
the tax dodgers. It is well known thst
in every city thousands, and, perhaps,
millions of dollars’ worth of property
escape taxation. The administration
has ajready at work a special commit-
tee with tax experts, by means of
which they propose to readjust the as-
sessments of the city, so as to cempel
the cgrparations and the rich to pay
their just share of taxes. It is not at
all impossible, 8s shown by the ex-
perience of other citles through the
use of the Bomers system, that in this
way two or three hundred million
dollars’ werth of property may be
brought under assessment which now
estapes taxation. And in that case the
revenue of the city from taxation
alone would be Inoreased by hundreds
of thousands of dollats.per year,

3. Another important financlal
measure. that is belgg introduced by
the present administration Is the es-
tablishment of a wmodern and sclen-
tific system for determining the ex-
act cost of all materials, work and
everything elge In the whole city gov-
ernment. This is called the unit sys-
tem. All efticlent business organiza-
tions are using thls gystem. Milwau-
keeo is the Qny‘ city in America so far

that is officially adopting it. By do.
ing thig the whole system of expendl-
tures of the cityewill be reduced to |
an economic basls. In this way the
administration will know exactly
what every plece of public work and
public service should cost, and wlill.
therefore be in ‘a position to vring
the expenditures of the city down to
ap absolutely economic basis. By
knowing the correct and exact cost
of everything., overcharging
graftihg will henceforth be impossi-
ble. This hag never been done be-
fore,

4. And again, the administration is
adopting the policy of avolding as far
as possible the burden of bond lssue
And especia'iy with reference to non-
revenue pruducing expenditures. The
bonds < tae city bear about 4 per
cent interest. and run for twenty
years. On this basis cvery dollar that
is raised by issuing bonds costs the
taxpayer of the city $1.40. In other
words, every dollar's worth of mate-
rial or service that the city gets by
the method of issulng bonds, costs the
city $1.40. The 40 cents on every dol-
lar represents the tribute laid upon the
pecple by the bonding Institutions.
The present administration is going to
make a very serious effort to get the
city out of the clutches of this situ-
ation, and put it on a cash hasis as (ar
as possible. Former administrations
have not been at all anxious to im-
pr.ove matters in regard to bond
fsmues, for the simple reason that they
represented the capitalistic system,
and the bonding bhusiness, with Its
steady and exacting Interest drawing,
is an essential part of the system. And
those who were back of former ud-
ministrations wanted this sort of
thing maintained. It way their iife
and breath. i

But the Socialist administration
looks at the problems of the clty from
the standpoint of the common people.
And we see that every dollar thut s
raised by bond {ssues means not omy
the burden of that particular doliar
upon the life and labor of the people,
but in means in addition to that *he
extra burden of another 40 cents
paid to the capitalistic class in the
form ol Interest on the bonds.

It is llke buying goods on the ln;
stallment plan. In that case wWe pal
not only for the goods and not only
for all of the necessary expense {in
handling ther, plus risk and insur-
ance, etc., but on top of it all another
payment to satisfy the money lend-
ers.

The present administration wants to
cut out this extravagance. Let the
city avold every dollar of bond lssue
that it is possiblg for it to avoid, and
especially on non-revenue producing
expenditures. guch as the pavement of
streets and the like.

This policy can only be gradually
introduced, of course, but, adhered to,
it will mean the saving of millions
of dollars to the people of the city
in the course of ten or fifteen years.
In fact, this policy, finally established,
would emancipate the people very
largely from one of the burdens of
capitalist oppression. It would put
the finances of the city on a cash
basls, with all the advantages that
would result from caah dealings.

5. And most important of all the
present administration stands for the
policy of the ownership and opera-
tion by the city of revenue producing
enterprises. The only important pub-
lic utility which the city now owns 1»
the water plant. It has been produe-
Ing for years & revenue to the city
over and above all expenses of $563,000
per year. In European countries
many of the citles are actually rich,
simply because they own not only
their water plants, but munlicipal
lighting plants, gas plants, heating
plant. leph t street car
lines. slaughter houses, and other pub-
lc necessities, all of which proguce
revenues for the citles. For example,
Manchester, England, eleared in 1908
$783,820 on its municipal gas plant.
Berlin, Germany, cleared $114,000 on
its public slaughter houses In & sin-
gle year. Other citles have made
even bétter records.

Ni this is the program of the pres-
ent Administration. And as rapidly
as these public utilities are taken over
they dbecome a source of revenue to
the city.

In fact, it is claimed by the ad-
ministration that they have the most
comprehensive program for financing
the city government in Milwaukee
that has ever been attempted in any
American city.

There can be no doubt that as.far
as Manhattan is concerned we Boclal-
ists have gone backward, for to stand
still in a large city llke New York is
practically the same as going back-
ward.
