The In-
troduction of resolutions, thoir amnend-
ments and fnal adoption I about
Haywood could see ih the con-
srees from a distinctly worliing class
point of view, he said. He assured
his hearers, however., that there wase
a large number of real revolutionary
Comrades at the national congress,
and thet while these Comrades wer:
not prominent as speakers, they did
represent the spirit and intelligence
of the working class of -Europe.

Denmark No Paradisc.

Haywood criticized the reports by
severnl American Soelalists, that there
is & Soclalist \novement of any im-
portance in Denmark. He also criti-
cized the statement that Denmark is
a sort of paradise of labor, and tha
claims that the co-operative move-
ment among the fanmers is of revo-
lutionary value.

According to Haywood, the work-
ers under the system of so-called co-
operative farming are about In the
same condition as If the antire land
was owned by one concern and leased
out to the workers.

Nine Year Contract.

Nor did he seo, said he, after a lit-
tle investigation, much to the labor
movement of Depmark, As an in-
stance, he sald, he was told that all
the printers in the country were
memberg of a union, but that on close
investigation he discovered that the
president of this sb-called labor union
Is & boss printer himself, employing
about 100 men, and that it has signed
n contract with the employers for
nine years. He sald he asked the
leaders why they did not make it
ninety years.

“1f the International Socialist con-
gress,” sald he, “could have taken
the advice of the mayor of Copen-
hagen, a Soclalist, who sald that the
Soclalist purty could only bring about
reforma within the existing state and
within national boundary lines, and
that the emuncipation of the workers
must be brought about by one big in«
dustrial organisation, it would have
learned something.'"

The farms In Norway, he sald, are
being deserted—and the boys and girls
are pouring into the cities and its in-
dustrials.

BROOKLYN SHOE MEN'S
REVOLT REVIEWED

Fight Still On, but Victory
Seems Not Far
- Away.

peason of cheer and merrymaking for |

the 2,600 men and their families who.
are on strike in the shoe industry in
Brooklyn.

The strike began about seven weeks
ago In the shop of Wichert & Gardiner,
where the trouble was precipitated by
about 200 men withdrawing from the
Boot and S8hoe Workers' Unlon and
revolting against the conditions forced’
upon them, they say, by an agreement
between the union officials and the
manufacturers. .

These men formed the nucleus ot
the present strike body, which has
been augmented from time to time up
untll two weeks ago by strikers from
the establishments of Albert & Sons,
George W. Bakekr & Co., J. & T. Coz~
ens, Dodds, Garsides, Griffin &
White's, Lattaman's and a fe wsmall
concerns. The eight Nrms mentioned
manufacture about 80 per cent of the
shoes made In Brooklyn.

At the beginning of the strike but
one ghop, that of Wichert & Gardines,
was unjonized. The others were open
«ho, with no union atfillations. At
present, about 1,000 of the men on
strike, comprising fitters, casters,
turn workers and machine hands, are
enrolled in the Industrial Workers of
the World. A great number of helpers
and. boys and women, who Wwere
thrown out 'of work by the tleup of
the shops, have no union conngctions.

The strike has progressed to a
point, the strikers' officials say, where
the manufacturars are willing to make
overtures of peace. They expect the
firm of Albert & Son to settle finally
in the early part of next week. °*

Unskilled Scabs.

At a meeting of the general strike
committee, held yesterday at 143
Clawson avenue, and which was com-
posed of two men from each shop, it
was reported that very little work is
belng done, and that being spolled by
the unskilled men, hired as scabs. In
one whop It was reported that the
scabs have been taken off the work
of shoemaking, and are engaged in
laying new floors in the factory.

- A shop foreman, -reporting at the
meeting, related an experience he had
with a leader of scabs, who offered to

' leave town and to take sixteen men

with him. on payment of §50 to him
and fare for the men as far as Lynn,
Mass.

It was reported that thera were
thirty men at work in Wichert &
Gardiner's who are pald $18 per week
and board, the average union wage
being from $10 to $12. This total,
it Is sald, is kept up by relays, a
number of men work for a week, then
qu':( and their places are taken up by
others.

“Inciting to Riot.”

While the strike has been frae from
violence, the strikers beliave that at-
tempts are belng made to arrange
and provoke disturbances by detec-
tives, with the purpose of throwing
the blame on the' strikers and dls-
crediting their efforts in that way.

The protecting of scabg by the po-
lice still goes on, uniformed policemen
escorting the scabs, as well as the
union officials, from their homes and
boarding houses to the shops and back

again.

The men hold separate shop meet-
ngs dally, and their rozomonuu“s.
the shop foremen, who comprise the
general strike committee, also hold
daily meetings.

them working more than the legal
number of hours or the girl or boy
must testify to that effect. With six
inspectors to look after all depart-
ment stores and thousands of other
mercantile establishments in Greater;
New York an Inspector cannot spend !
the entire “ay in a department store
getting evidence. As for getting the
#irl or boy thus illegally employed to
testify ngainst the employer, it Is next

stant dismissal and blacklisting.

In all the prosecutions augainst
merchants for emploving children
under sixteen more than the pre-
scribed number of hours started by,
the mercantile department, only
nbout one-third of the total number
of cases resulted in conviction of the.
employer. The rest were generally
dismissed because the chlldren thnus
fllegally employed preferred a job,
even i{f they had to work extra long
hours. to no job at all, and refuscd
to testify.

The vrosecutions hy the Mecantile
Inspection Bureau of violators of the
child labor law brings vut one Inter-
esting fact. This is the utter silence
of the capitalist press. The mercan-
tile inspecters have in the last flew
years brought charges against some
of ‘“our best citizens” and ‘philan-
thropists who own department stores,
and philanthropically employ chil-
dren. 'Not a newspaper, however, re-
ported any of the cases, though the
facts In them would make as inter-
esting reading as any of the "feature
stories” given prominence in the cap-
Itajlst press.

Department’s Work Futile.

“We have heen working in this de-
partment until 12 o'clock night after
night since December 1, Chief Mer-
cantile Inspector Gernon sald, "to|
answer the complaints which pourI
into this office at this time. But while
this department {8 doing its utmost
to apprehend Violators of the child
labor law, I have no hesitancy in
saying that we cannot begin to cover
the entire field and do it thoroughly.

Alcoholism Caused by Stress'

fpleuuru. are Increasing insanity at an

!alarmiflg rate was shown last night
{by Dr. Albert Warren Ferris, presi-
;dent New York state commission
lunacy, in an address on “Prevention
of Insanity.,” vead before the Acad-
temy of Medicine, 17 West 434 street.
| In outlining the causes of insanity,
! not from the sociological but from the
i medical viewpo:nt, Dr. Ferris sald that
ialcoholic beverages are the grestest
'cause of Insanity. The second great
{cause of insanity is syphilis, The third
{cause of insanity is morphine, co-
~caine and other drugs. The -fourth
cause are fatigue, stress and stiain.

Dr. Ferris said that New York state
is caring for 35,5612 mental defectives
in the Syracuse Institution for Feeble
Minded Children, the Rome Asylum
for  Idiots, the Newurk Asylum for
Feeble Minded Women, and .Craw
Colony for Eplleptics, and in the six-
teen state hospitals for the insane.

There are 32,6568 known cases of
insanity in the state, including 1,0b3
in the private houses licensed by the
commission in lunacy, ylelding a ratio
of one insunc person to 279 of the
population,

32,658 Insane in State.

Of the insane under the state care
28.9 per cent owe thelr insanity to al-
cohol ag the determining cauge. In a
peries of 961 cases of insanity from
New York city, of which the entire
causation was known, 50 per cent of
the men and 22 per cent of the wom-
en owe thelr insanity to alcohol as the
precipitating factor.

In 1890 the population of New York
state was 6,171,586, while the numboer
of known ‘nsane reached 16,006, Dr.
Ferris said. In 1310 the population
of the state reached 9,113,279, while
the known insane totaled 32,658; that
is, the population of the state has In-
creased at the rate of 47.6 per cent,
while the number of known insane
has increased tc 103.9 per cent. Of tha
total number of insane In New York
state hospitals 45.2 are of foreign
birth.

Each year over 6,400 new cases of
insanity are admitted, providing a net
increase of 1,200 annually.
