DECLARES GERMANY 1S
TAKING FRENCH PORTS

PARIS, Dec. 26.—Marcel Dubols,
vice president of the Maritime
League, and professor of geography
at the Sorbehbe, has just brought out
a volume on what he calls the “Mari-
time Crisis” in France. He violently
denounces what he terms the invasion
of French ports by the Germans.

Cherbourg, he declares, has become
simply a German port. All the other
ports of France and her colonles are
overrun by this same sort of shipping,
and the colonles are serving, more to
enrich France's mos: dangerous rival
than herself.

Prol:e.or Dubols sends up a real,
cartest cry of alarm. He wishes and
asks for immedlate reforms in
France's maritime’ treaties.

“Divided against ourselves,” he
says, “we are swallowed by out foreign
neighbor. With Germany we have
signed a treaty of reciprocity, What
an fllusory reciprocity it is! We have
the right to touch at Hamburg or
Bremen, in going from Havre to New
York or to Rio de Janeiro, in pay-
ment for the German's right to touch
at Cherbourg and Boulognz in golng
from Hamburg and Bremen to New
York and other ports.

“Why are we thus conquered in
time of complete peaca? Because of
the idea that the marine should not
be protected, that the marine is com-
merce’ and ‘commerce necessitates
this free exchange.’ This doctrine is
simply infantile, but an {infentility
very costly to France. Our commerce
has nothing to galn by touching at
German ports or the ports of Ger-
man colonial possassions, while Ger-
many has all to gain by touching at
our ports and the ports of our
colonies. 8o, France puts herself In
the position of a father who shuts his
own children up In a closet and in-
vites all strangers to his table.

“America has opened the port ot
New York to our ships to our profit.
England permits us to call at her portg
with advantage to ourseives; we gain

then to those we receive from.
we recelve from others.”

“And then?” .

“Weli, since our mafine is absent
from the ports of Germanyi we now
have nuthing to gain there and will
have nothing to gain. “So all our ma-
rine diplomacy needs to be remodeled.
As it it will take a long time, let us
start at once.”

DRINKS CARBOLIC ACID
AND DIES OF FRIGHT

After swallowing a slight carbolic solu-
tion yesterday fright at the possiwlities
killed Fred Jobnson, known to hundreds
of Loug Island commuters as the station
master of the Maspeth station. He-lived
in his own house at 1178 Greene avenue,
Brooklyn, and was forty-nine years old.
His family congisted of & wife; a growh
daughter and a son, nine years old,

Johunson bad had throat trouble for
years and it had been his custom on aris-
ing to gargle with a light solution of
carbolic acid. The preparation of this
gargle has been his: wife's daily duty.
In the excitement of Jooking at the Christ-
mas things she forgot to: attend to this
detail and her husband mixed it himself.
He got it a little too strong and when
he attempted to gargle with it be burned
his throat, startling him into gulping and
swallowing some of the mixture.

He cried out, staggered and fell. When
his family reached his side he was un-
conscions. The family physician, Dr.
John N. Roe, of 1443 Gates avenue, was
called. He found the man dead. On
examination he discovered that Johnson's
lips were not burned and that the acid
solution was too weak to have caused
death.

The physician's diagnosis was that the
man, realizing he had swallowed carbolic
acid, and being of a highly nervous tem-
perament, had died of fright.

But unless Andy
gets & hustle on himself, I am afraid
that he will die a very much dis-
graced man, and leave a billion or
more.

The case of John D. Rockefeller is
even more disgraceful, considered
from Andy's point of view. His an-
nual Income is variously estimated at
from $65,000,000 to $80,000,000. II
has given away in all his life about
$130,000,000, as far as known, and
h_e is always very careful to let every-
bedy know.

But at that time theru
was no peace on earth and no gooa
will toward men as far as Carncgie
was concerned.

Monument of Robbery.

The cause of education, of course,
has been somewhat benefited by the
establishment of the University of Chi-
cago. But if the people had not been
robbed and exploited by the trusts,
they could easily spend a hundred
times as much on education and not
get it as charity. As it is, the Univer-
#ity of Chicago stands as a monumens
of unearned increment and s expected
to furnish the spiritual and intellectual
defenders for ultra capitalism and

If the people were not the slaves

HAYWOOD TALKS
ON FRESNO FIGHT

Declares General Conspiracy
on Foot---Definite Aggres-
sive Action Needed.

“Bill" Haywood, who is full to the
brim with stories of the class war aa
he studied it and took part in it In
several countries of Europe, believes
that there never was a time in the la-
bor movement of this country when
the capitalists have been s0 aggressive
in an attempt to silence the voice and
crush the power of labor.

Speaking of the Fresno fight for free
speech yesterday and the treatment
of the eighty-five workers there, as
told of in The Call three days ago, he
sald:

“There is a repetition of the Spokane
outrage now taking place in Fresnu.
The Industrial Workers of the World
in that scction are In the death throes
of a fight for free speech. Eighty-
five members of the organization are
confined in the county jail there on
a diet of bread and water. i
General Conspiracy on Foot.

*“The horrors of Spokane apparently
are to be outdone by the otficials
temporarily in power in Fresno. 11
ever there was justification for a gen-
eral protest it is now. There seems
to be a general conspiracy to crush
the voice of labor wherever ralsea
above & whisper.

“Sixteen members ‘of the United
Mine Workers of Loulsville, Colo,, have
been sentenced to jail for the long
term of one year, having, it is allegeq,
violated some injfnction. The case of
Fred Warren ls another travesty of
justice. These, in connection with the
many victims languishing in jail in the
various partg of the country, shoula
be enough to arouse the working class,
if they were not asleep to their in-
terests.

“What can be donec in one section
of the country can be done in an-
other, and those who neglect to raise
their volces now are but arranging a
term for themselves in jail.” He con-
tinued:

More Than Resolutions Needed.

“These continued onslaughts oh
those who work In labor’s ranks but
prove the necessity for solidarity and
determination against those who are
responsible.

“Organized labor should throw a
cordon ground the town of Fresno and
make the boycott as effective as did
the miners of Coeur d'Alene when the
Spokane free speech fight was on.

“The method to use,” continued the
big miner, “against the capitalists who
are responsible for all this Inhuman
treatent, Is to establish a system o.
sabotage, such ag has been adopted by
the militant workers of France.”

What Is “Sabotage.?”

The system of sabotage, Haywood
explained, Is that of destroying the
capitalists’ property, principally while
remaining at work. The telegraphers
in Chicago recently did thls sort of
thing when they balked and bunglea
tolegrams to such an extent that the
employers were up in the alr, In
France the workers in the recent rail-
roa. strike used similar methods. The
building trades workers there, it is
said, have reduced production 20 per
cent through methods of sabotage.
Obeying ruleg exactly and to the let-
ter on rallway systems is also con-
sidered sabotage, or “passive resist-
ance.” ' This new method of carrying
on strikes is claimed to be much more
effective than to walk out and remain
out for months untll starved back to
work again.’ There Is an organizaticn
in France made up of the most mill-
tant workers who are experts in em-
ploying the methods of sabotage.

“Throw the harpoon into the boss’
pocketbook,” said Haywood. “There's
where his heart is, and that’s the place
to draw blood.” ‘s

Has Taken Action.

Since the commissioner took office
he has done something in the way of
enforcing factory laws, using sanitary
police as inspectors.

In one factory where sixty men are
employed, in what he terms a dirty
hole, the inspectors found toilet fa-
cilities entirely Inadequate and below
the standard required by state law.

He gave the case his personal at-
tention, signed the order for changes,
sent men to see that the order was
properly served and then went again
to see that it was properly carried
out.

It just happened that in that par-
ticular factory the men did not know
much about what kind of people
controlled the city government these
days, and din't care much beyond now
and then volcing an opinion that they
really were not accomplishing very
much.

The changes In conditions in that
factory were not made to make pu-
litical converts, but to judge from the
remarks to be heard there now, po-
litical converts were made, neverthe-
less.

Kraft Voices: Change.

Speaking of the case Health Com-
missioner Kraft sald: *} care more
about the sixty men downstairs than
I do mbout the six upgtairs.”

There have been many cases like
thig given attention by the new com-
missioner.

These two new men will devote their
time to this kind of work and the two
men still to be appointed will join
them.

What it will mean to Milwaukee in
the way of decreasing disease breed-
ing conditions, loss of health, losg of
sight and even loss of life, cannot be
estimated, but the commissiomer deems
it one of the most important phases of
his work.

Some of the Milwaukee doctors have
been interested enough in the new
commissioner to say that ho was not
much of a doctor anyhow and that he
didn't stand very high in their estl-
mation,

But the commissioner doesn’'t mind
their verdicts very much and is pro-
ceeding with all his energy to improve
conditions of those people whom Mayor
Seidel in his inaugural address termea
the city’s biggest assét—the workers.

Commisstioner Kraft will name a
woman inspector before long and her
work will be as important as that of
the men,
