GUILTY IN OHIO
ELECTION FRAUDS

758 Indictments So Far; May

Be 1,500 Before End
of Inquiry.

COLUMBLUS, Ohio, Dec. 27.—Governor
Harmon today reiterated his declaration
that he has determined upon a state in-
vestigation of the election frauds in Adams
county in which 758 voters have already
been indicted and 154 have acknowledged
their guilt and have been punished by dis-
franchisement or fines. Forty pleaded
guilty yesterday, many of them being
poor and ignorant, backwoodsmen, and
they were not imprisoned. The governor
declares that he will insist that a special
committee from the legislature, which
convenes on Monday, shall be appointed
to probe the state of affairs in the county.

The grand jury again met at West
Union today and thirty-five men from
Manchester appeared before it and laier
appeared before the judge, and nearly all
of them pleaded guilty to the charge of
accepting or giving bribes.

One of the most interesting features in
connection with the disclosures of elec-
tion corruption in the county is the con-
sternation manifest among general assem-
bly members and county officers. These
people for years have been prone to vaun®
the superior civic morals of the county
districts and to attribute everything that
is wicked to the cities. They have said
repeatedly since this investigation began
that it would amount to nothing and that
“Judge Blair is making a fool of himsell
for the sake of notoriety.”

The inquiry has brought out the fact
thaet so common has been the selling of
votes and so long has it been the custom
in Adams county that many who are
counted strictly honest have seen no
wrong in taking money for voting the way
some leader or committee man asked them
to do. 'This has been especially true of
the claim of men who pleaded guilty to-
day. e,

Ouly one man,
gro, pleaded mot guilty yesterday. He
will get a jury trial, but the date of it
is indefinite. He is the second man since
the investigation began to demand a trial.
Alleged threats or rumors of threats
sgainst Judge Blair did not result in any
disorder today. The authorities expect
no ‘trouble. It was said today at the
courthouse where the inquiry is in prog-
ress Qnt. the total number of indictments
before the week is finished would be 1,500,

ALLEGED JAP SPY
ARRESTED AT MANILA

MANILA, P. I, Dec. 27.— United
States military authorities today arrested
a Japanese spy in Corregidor, the little
island whose great fortifications guard the
entrance to Manila bay.

The spy is said to have been caught
red-banded with valuable military secret
sketches and maps in his possession. He
is beld incommunicado.

At the same time Japanesc residents of
Manila are incensed today over the ac-
tion of the military authorities in search-
ing a number of houses and stores of
Japapese residents here for hidden explo-
sives. None was found. The search was
instigated by General Duvall, the retiring
commander of the Department of the Phil-
ippines, upon asecret advices he bad re-
celved.

Among the houses searched by the mill-
tary agents and police was that of the
Manila manager for the big Japanese com-
mercial house of Mitsul Bussan Company,
wmited. .

PRISON GRAFT CRY
STIFLED BY JUDGE

Taxpayers of Dutchess Co.
Lose Qut in War on
Favoritism,

KINGSTON, N, Y. Dec. 27.—Jus-
tice Betts today handed down a de-
cision vacating the temporary injunc-
tion secured by Ellis B, Long, of
Esopus, who commenced a taxpayers'
action against the members of the
state prison commission at Wingdale,
Dutchess county, and holds that al-
though the charges of favoritism and
neglect on the part of the commis-
slon may be true, as alleged by Mr.
Long, the statutes and declsiong in
this state turnish no rumedy to an
individual taxpayer who has in a
court of equity no special rights or
particular grievance over other tax-
payers,

The temporary injunction was se-
cured by Mr. Long on December 14,
and a motien to make It permanent
was granted before Justice Betts in
this city, on December 17, by Au-
gustus H. Van Buren, who appeared
for Mr. Long. The motion was op-
posed by Deputy Attorney General
Kennedy, who appeared for the mem-
bers ‘of the state prison commission,
and by Howard Chip,, who appeared
as counsel for Senator Linson, who
is the attorney for the P, J. Carlin
Company, whose bid for the ‘construc-
tion of the prison buildings was low-
pnrly » A J

One by one Justice Betts takes up
the charges made by Mr. Long, and
discreees them and the answers made
by the state prison commission. Mr.
Long attacked the action of the com-
miesion in awarding the contracts on
the ground that the specifications
were drawn so as to prevent free
competition among the parties de-
siring to bid for the contract, in that
they called for the use of a certaln
kind of stone, which is known to exist
only in one locality in the state.

VILE CONDITIONS IN MATTRESS TRADE

REVEALED BY

As a result of numerous complaints
from the committee on sanitation ot
the Central Federated Union and from
the Uphoistercd Box Spring Bel
Makers Union, No, 108, concerning
the filthy conditiong that prevall In
New York's mattress shops, the De-
partment of Health has been forced
to send an inspeetor to look into con-
ditions of the mattress shops.

While the report of the inspectors
shows that the conditions are vile,
they do not state what steps they will
take to have them abolished. More-
over, the reports submitted by the n-
spectors show that many of the filth-
iest shops have llcenses from the
State Departmgent of Labor.

The committee on sanitation of the

. U.. through whose efforts the
investization wag forced, is composed
of R. West, Max Fruchter, John T.
Denny, John J. Cashman, with
Micherl Eastman as chairman.

Thecommittee conducted a thorough
investigation hefore lodging any com-
plaints with the Health Department.

George Banks. of the Mattress
Makers, told a Call reporter Yester-
day that If the inspectors wonld take
the trouble of looking into the con-
ditiong closely they would find far
worse things than those they relmrl.i
The mattress makers are determined |
to put a stop to the conditions under
which they are forced to toil, even if
they have to strike to do it.

Michael Eastman, chairman of the;
sanitation committee of the . . U, |
has already denounced (gmmissioner |
Willlams of the State Department of
Tabor for letting such conditions ex-
ist. A resolution about this matter
will probahly be submitted at the next
meeting of the C. F. U. on Friday
night.
