ﬁ'rmht. has been investigating, and gives
the-results In Bulletin No. 28, July, 1900.

As the department had to depend upon
the “courtesy” of the combinations for his
information, the bulletin in many points is
most conspicuous for what is invisible.

What roads they are
he does not inform the public; only that they
are it the northern and eastern sections
of the United States. Some questions they
answer and some they do not,

Only one of the seven told how many
telegraphers and train dispatchers they em-
ploved and what wages they paid them. That
one reported 792 telegraphers in . 1898 at an
average wage of $1.76 per day. .

Presumably this. was a comparatively
small corporation, for we find in a press
dispat:h of August 13 that the Baltimore &
Ohio rallroad employs 2,000 or more oper-
ators, _

Carpenters’ wages on these roads were

averaged at from $1.57'% to $2.23. They did
not answer the question: What was the
lowest wages of carpenters?
~Omne road reported the lowest wages of
conductors in 1900 as $2 per day, the high-
est $4. The latter is a rise of 16 cents over
the wages of 1843

Firemen's wages varied from $1.40 to $2.25
per day .

Machinists’ wages were averaged at from
$1.77%" to $2.42 per day. )

"Switchmen received from 764 cents to
$2.25 per day. : -

They fight shy of the gquestion: How many
hours per week the employe was required to
work? Although 60 hours per week was
acknowledged for section men and 84 hours
per week for switchmen,

In the coal mining business, down in Ala-
bama, miners received from 28 to 474 cents
per ton. Car loaders received from $1.15
to $1.37'% per day.

In the plg iron business in Alabama brick-

layers received $4.50 in 1890 for a ten-houir
day and $4.05 in 1900 for a nine-hour day’s
work. :

Ore fillers received $1.10 in 1893, for 12
hours’ work and $1.25 in 1900 for the same
time. B ‘

On the whole the working may does not
appear to be any more prosperous in the
south, in the Democratic states, than he
is in the Republican states. ;

* THE SOCIALIST POSITION

Well Defined by Chicago Workers’
Call---Read It Carefully.

The one thing which will never do to for-
get in-any Socialist agitation is the fact
of the class struggle. The fundamental po-
sition of Socialism i8 that society has ad-
vanced through a continuous series of strug--
gles of economic classes with divergent in-
terests. At any given perfod the class that
is dominant economically is the ruling class
politically, soclally and every other way.
Jach ruling class continues in its position
80 long as its interests are in accord with
soclal progress. While this is true any at-
tempt to thwart their power or work in the
interest of any other class is practically
hopeless. Whatever changes or reforms
may be made must be made in the interest
of the ruling class. But when the time
comes that the interest of that ruling class
does not accord with social progress then
it must give way to some other class whose
interests do so agree.

To-day that ruling class is the capitalist
class. The Socialist declares that produc-
tion has reached such a point where it is re-
tarded by the interests of the capitalist
clagss. He says that the next class to come
into power is the present laboring c¢lass, the
workers with hand and with brain. He
says that until this class does come into

. power, all efforts to better its condition

which do not agere with the interests of the
capitalist class will be hopeless. Hence he
has no faith in so-called reforms and pana-
ceas within existing society.

This is the Socialist position in a nut-
shell. It is the central point in the philoso-
phy around which the almost countless mul-
titudes that follow the flag of international
Socialism are gathering. It is the only es-

~sential portion of the Socialist doctrine.

We may know and say that the future so-
ciety will be a more beautiful one than the
present, but that does not make us Social
ists. We may cry out about the abuses and
sufferings in our present society, but that
has no relation to Socialism. We may seek
to make all kinds of minor changes and re-
forms, but this is not Socialism.

Once that a person understands the above
position there is no danger of his running
off after strange gods. He will not be
caught advocating “state capitalism” and
calling it “state socialism.” He will not be
bamboozled by a little capitalist flim-flam in
New Zealand. He will not go into ecstacies
because gas and water have been trans-
ferred from a capitalist individual to a capi-
talist municipality. He will not join in any
idiotic hue and cry about the beauties of
“direct legislation” for a lot of people that
are using their present legislative power to
continually approve of their own slavery.
In view of these facts is it any wonder that
one who is at all familiar with the Socialist
pihilosophy looks somewhat askance at
those would-be reformers of Socialism who
sneer at the fundamental principles of the
geience they propose to teach, or still sillier,
deny it the right to beas the name of sciecce
at all?—Workers' Call.

firms its  allegiance to the revolutionary'

prlm-ivplo-s_ of International Socialism and
declares the supreme political issue  in
America today to be the contest between
the working class and the capitalist 'rl:ms
for the possession of thepowers of govern
ment. The party affirms steadfast purpose
to use those powers, once achieved, to de
stroy wage slavery, abolish the lns!ilugnn
of private property in the means of produc
tion, and establish the Co-operative Com
monwealth.

In the United States, as in all other civi-
lized countries, the natural order of econom-
ic «lr«\'o-lupmenl~ has separated society into
two antagonistic classes—the capitalists, a
comparatively small class, the possessors of
all the modern means of production and dis
tribution (land, mines, machinery and
means of ‘ransportation and mn\nx\lplva-
tion), and the large and ever increasing
class of wage-workers possessing no means
of production. This economic supremacy
has secured to the dominant class the full
control of the government, the pulpit, the
schools and the public press, thereby making
them the arbiters of the fate of the working
class, while it is reducing it to a condition
of dependence, economically .exploited and
suppressed, intellectunally and -physically
crippled and degraded and its political
equality rendered a bitter mockery: and the
contest between - these two classes grows
ever sharper. Hand in hand with the growth
of monopolies goes the annihilation of small
industries, and the middle class depending
upon them; ever larger grows the multi-
tude of destitute wage workers and of the
unemployved, and ever fiercer the struggle
between the class of the exploiter and the
exploited, the capitalists and the wage work-

ers.

The evil effects of capitalist production
are intensified by the recurring industrial
crises continually rendering the existence
of the greater part of the population more
precarious and uncertain, which amply
proves that the modern means of production
have outgrown the existing social order
based on production for profit.

Human energy and natural resources are

.wasted for individual gain.

Ignorance is fostered that wage slavery

. may be perpetuated. Science and invention

are perverted to the exploitation of men.
women . and- children.

The lives and liberty of the working (-lass
are recklessly sacrificed for profit.

‘Wars are fomented between nations; in-

' discriminate slaughter is encqunubd the

destruction of whole races is sanctioned in
order that the capitalist class may extend
its commercial dominion abroad and en-
hance it8 supremacy at home.

The introduction of a new and higher or-
der of society is the historic mission of the
working class. All other classes despite
their apparenf or actual conflicts are inter-
ested in the upholding of the system of pri-
vate ownership of the means of production.
We therefore charge that in this country the
Democratic, Republican and all other parties
which do not stand for the complete over-
throw of the capitalist system of production
are alike the tools of the capitalist class.

The working class, cannot, however, act
as a class in its struggle against the collect-
ive power of the capitalist class except by
constituting itself into a political party, dis-
tinct and opposed to all parties formed
by the propertied class.

We, therefore, call upon the wage work-
~ers of the United States, without distine-

tion of race, color or sex, and upon all citi-
zens in sympathy with the historiec mission
of the working class to organize under the
Demouatu party,
as a party truly representing the interests
of the toiling masses and uncompromising-
ly waging war upon the exploiting class, un-
til the system of wage slavery shall be abol-

ished and the Cowoperative Commonwenlth

The Social  Democratic party  of the
state of Washington in convention assem

Second- - The 'prim'iplvs of International
Socialism, bawéd on the irrepressible strug-
gle of wage-labor against modern capitalism,
are fundamental to our existence as a party,
We arraign capitalism as a system incompat-
ible with freedom and © justice. We as
sert that capitalism and wageslavery are
inseparable twins,. We demand the abolit
lon of human slavery, the emancipation of
the wage-working class, the destruction of
capitalism

Third— We affirm this irrepressible class-
struggle to be a historic fact, a process of
social evolution. Our demands are there-
fore in the line of progress. We are as sure
to succeed as the laws of nature are inev-
itable. )

Private property based on personal labor
is honorable and_just. But that has been su-
perseded by private capitalistic property,
based on the exploitation of labor by others

which is robbery.

The Social Democratic party aims to unite
‘the exploited and robbed laborers into a po-
litical unit, fully instructed and conscious of
its historfe misston and power.

We, therefore, call upon all wage workers
to vote for their own class interests, to for-
sake all parties and measures that do not
recognize and advocate the supreme issue
of modern times, namely, wage-slaves
against capitalist tyrants. »

We are fighting for no half-way measures.
We will not be content till every working-

Sixth—We dennunce all wars of aggres-
sion and we call upon all workers every-
where to cease to bear arms in the interest
of capitalists who seek to make cannon- -food
