Stirring Appeal by Debs. Stone & Web-
stér Own the Street Railways There, Same
As in Seattle,

I have entered this fight and every atom

And do you not observe that the capitalist
I8 wise enough to stand by the interests
of his class? And that he generally comes
out on top? And that there are many more
of you than there are of him, and that if
you have the sense to follow his exumple
and stand together you will win every time?

The newspapers of Terre Haute own no
stock in the street rallway company, but
they are all for the company and against
the strikers. The alleged “ill-advisedness”
of the strike has as much to do with their
attitude ns n last year's dead sparrow has
has’to do with next year's corn crop. Any
old excuse will do and a thousand can
be found and palmed off frest from “loyal
citizens” whose convictions are so righteous
and whose stock of courage Is so great that
he hides in a gopher hole to save his
anonymous little hide from perforation.

same in their attitude toward the working
class and every toller who casts a vote
should take a snap shot of the picture
While the strike Is on and their true posi-
tion is revealed, and paste {t in his political

first to last not one single word of sympathy
for the struggling strikers found utterance
In thelr columns, but that they had space
enough and plenty to spare to show over
and-over again that three times as many

We have rellable evidence that most un-
heard of preparations are being made for
the supposed labor troubles about the first
of March.

S0 far as the Unfons are concerned no-
body knows of any troubles that are likely
to arise at that time. But the capitalists
are bullding up a man of straw and getting
ready to shoot him too.

Col. Blethen is not alone In his worked-
up fears. Col. Lamping, the local com-
mander of the militia, must also have be-
come alarmed. For we assume he knows
what his subordinates are doing in a military
way. Lieut, Col. Lamping is the auditor of
King County ang two lieutenants of a local
company are clerks in his office. It is hardly
to be supposed that petty officers are going '
around town delivering messages to mem-
bers of the company without the orders of
thelr muperior. And the Colonel himself
would hardly act without orders from his
superior.

Is Gov. McBride, the commander-in-chief
of the National Guard of Washington, inter-
esting himself in Seattle labor politics?

These are questions which naturally arise
when It is learned that members of local
companics have been notified to be in
readiness to be called out near March 1
1o suppress anticipated labor troubles.
There is no question about the fact. Mem-
bers have been so notified by their lieu-
tenant, &

What do you think of it, workingmen of
the Bullding Trades? This much is certain.

- The capitalist class is running things in

town and state. Democrats and Republi-
cans are both dead against labor and will
not hesitate to call out the military, if they
think it necessary,

They are trying for some reason or other
to raise a great hue and cry against
organized labor just before the election.
They wonld like an excuse even to call out
the Natfonal Guard, create a great excite-
ment, turn & prejudiced and inflamed public

“opinion against the working class and dis-

credit them as a violent and disturbing ele-
ment in the community.

THE BURNING ISSUES.

With respect to what the capitalist parties
consider the [ssues of this municipal cam-
paign, we declare as follows:

Taxation. Since the capitalists pay the
taxes, we will increase taxation up to the
legal limit, In order to restore to the work-
ing class some meagre portion of what
has been stolen from them.

Municipal Ownership. We are not inter-
ested in this question for three reasons,
1. Any cheapening of living, like cheaper
lights, is always followed by a correspond-
Ing reduction of wages and is of no bene-
fit the working class.

2. The wage-workers on public utllities,
like the postoffice, are exploited like other
workingmen and are therefore just as much
slaves.

3. The economies and profits of public
utilities, like the Seattle water system,
are useful to reduce public expenses, and
S0 help the taxpayers, not the working
class,

Vice. If the worker got the full product
his toil, as Socialists propose, poverty, the
chlef cause of all vice, would disappear.

We therefore call upon workingmen to
disregard all these superficial issues, ande
vote at once and always for the Soclalist
Party, whose sole mission Is to organize
the working class to vote their own eman-
cipation.

There were but few present,
30 Or 40, and it Is hard to understand how,
in a city the size of Kansas City, they get
out no larger crowds, I have not yet, In
any of the big cities, seen & meeting half
as well attended as our regular Sunday night
meetings in Seattle. Kansas City com-
rades have nominated a city ticket, with
Comrade Clark for mayor, and issued a solid
class-conscious platform, pledging the, rais
ing of money by taxation and other methods
and the expenditure of the same for.the
benefit of the working class.

The sniatiness of the meetings is due, 1
Konestly believe, to the existence of ‘two
opposing ideas among the Soclalists' them
selves.

A moment
or two afterwards one of the promiment
members, a small hardware dealer, who Is
nearly starving to death in an effort to keep
out of the wage class by living upon them,
and who gets a big bundle of Appeals and
sives them away, proved the truth of every
inference in my suggestion by holding a Jong
and bitter argument that his present ma-
terial interests and those of the wage worker
-were ldentical. “For,” says he, “I rise or
fall with the wage worker; If he is prosper-
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ous, so am I and it he is out of work 1
wuffer, 100." “True, very true” 1 answered,
but that doesn't prove that your interests
and those of the wage worker are identical.
Youi live upon profit, or try to, and the more
profit you get, the less has the wage worker
left of his wages. ' In other words, you might
say the interests of a bed-bug and & man
in the bed were the same—the fatter the
man, the fatter the bed-bug; if there is no
man the bed-bug may starve. But don't
you think the man would be better off if
there were no bugs in the bed?” He shied

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THE TRAMP.

Comes now the tramp. And all con-
clusions may be anticipated by saying
at once that he is a tramp because
some one must be a tramp. * * *
The tramp is one of two kinds of men:
he is either a discouraged worker or
a discouraged criminal. Now, a dis-
¢ouraged criminal, on investigation,
proves to be a discouraged worker or
the descendant of discouraged work-

ers; so that in the last analysis the-

tramp is a discouraged worker. As
an example of the things tha® help
to discourage the workers, the New
York Sun tells of a cigar factory start-
ing in New York where the police
were forced with their clubs to clear
away the boys and girls who blocked
up the street waiting for a chance to
carn $2.50 per week.,  Another ¢tx-
ample of the incentive to discourage-
ment was given in the figares of Nellie
Mason Auten, of Chicago University.
Dressmakers average 9o cents a week,
work 42 weeks in the year and aver-
age $37.00 for the entire year. Pants
finisheggpearn $1.31 per week, work on
the average 28 weeks per year and
average $42.41. These are figures that
are accepted by authorities.  Still an-
other example was cited from Walter
A. Wycoff, an accepted authority on
the worker. Wycoff tells of a Rus-
sian Jew who had spent the winter in
a Chicago sweat shop and applied in

the spring for work in a factory. The -

boss all but hired him. But noticing
his meager, hungry look, he asked him
to bear his arm. The poor fellow did
so and made an effort to give a semb-
lance of strength to the biceps. He
was hounded from the gate by oaths.
The boss was in search of strong men.
The poor workman turned down the
street facing the fact of his starving
family with a despair at his heart
which only mortal man can feel and no
mortal tongue can spe:

And the statistics of the tenements,
where humanity rots, proves beyond
cavil where this surplus labor army
finds the majority of its recruits. But
the genuine tramp is not altogether of
the stuff that finds resting place in
the bottom of the social pit. The
tramp is a bit of a rebel; a better man
than the poor creature who struggles
with his fellows for a chance to sell
himself into bondage for $2.50 a week.
No one misses him from the factory
gate. Plenty remain to serve the
bosses’ whim. The tramp is not an
economic necessity such as the surplus
labor army, but he is the by-product
of an economic necessity.

The “road” is one of the safety
valves through which the waste of the
social organism is given off. Society,
as at present organized, makes much
waste of human life. This waste must
be eliminated. Chloroform or electro-
cu-tlo.n would be a simple, merciful
