The interest on his mortgage takes a
part of what he produces. For a large
proportion of farms are mortgaged.
Fhe taxes imposed by the capitali
state capture another portion of his
product.  Above all, for the wheat
farmer who must deliver his product
to a distant market, the storage and
transportation rates reduce his prod-
uct a very large fraction. . Beside:
since nearly 50 per cent. of farmers
are now tenants, the rent cats up their
product.

Now.if the farmer can get  relief
along any of these lines, he is imme-
diately better off. If his taxes are re-
duced, if he can borrow money at a
lower rate of interest, if he can secure
reduced freight rates, he is robbed of
less of his product. So the farmers of
New Zealand, who constitute the body
ot the inhabitants, were relieved and
satisfied with state loans on land
ity and with government owner hip
of railways affording low rates for the

farmers products.
*

This is the reason farmers take up
with proposals for relief which are of
no use whatever to the wage worker.
There is no doubt Whitman county
wheat farmers would experience some
immediate gain, if a railroad commis-
sion could be named which had power
to reduce rates and which would ex-
creise that power. So direct Govern-
ment Ownership, if it brought cheaper
rates, would be of benefit.

It therefore hecomes harder to con-

ts and mind, it is the duty of So-
lists to educate him. Comrade A

‘This was the first time that the speaker had
voted during this session, or in fact. for
two years, and as he acted promptly, there
is no disputing where he stands on labor
measures. though there never has been any
question a

action has constituted the principal political
gossip of the past two weeks and the capital

That the speaker’s vote had carried con-
sternation into the ranks of the republicans,
and of his friends in particular, was made
manifest on the following day. when Carey’s
motjon to reconsider the previous day's ac-
tion on the bill was under discussion. Brig:
ham, of Marlborough, had introduced an
amendment to the bill, providing that noth
ing by the act should be permitted which
violated any statute law, city ordinance or
town bylaw. This amendment gave the
speaker a chance to favor reconsideration.
and incidentally to make a speech that
would square himself with the multitude.
The debate on reconsideration had run along
for some time when the speaker called New-
ton, of Everett, to the chair and took the
floor. The explanation was rather an fin-
definite sort of thing and practically left
the speaker on the same side he had always
occupied. He favored retvnalderallon km
cause “he belleved that Bri 5
ment put a different light on the hlll whlrh
he believed was not in the form it ought to
pass. He believed the bill would, if enacted.
make it possible for persons to block the
street in front of a man's piace of business,
and he did not believe that a black line
around any person is a safe or wise way
of conducting any business. If the amend
ment was not adopted he would vote against
the bill again if his action hecame necessary.

Now this attempt of the speaker to cover
up his action of the day before by the use
of Brigham’s amendment will not hold wat-
er with anybody who stops to think.for a
moment. Carey’s bill does not seek to give
anyone power to violate any statute. The
proposition is absurd in the first place, and
in the second place, there {s no statute to
violate. The bill seeks to prevent the jssu-
ance of Injunctions by judges who use their
power, without the existence of any statute,
to prohibit workmen from doing that which
would peaceably enable them to make a
strike effective. Brigham's amendment was
therefore unnecessary but nevertheless
harmless, and any crmclsm of the bill with-
out the amendment, is not well taken.

The debate on the bill when reconsidera-
tion was taken was a long an. interesting
one, consuming almost the entire morning.
Dana, of Newton, sald the question was a
legal one purely and until it was shown that
it was fllegal to issue injunctions when vio-
lence was committed, the bill should not
pass. Schofield, of Ipswich, cited the opin-
fon of a dissenting member of the Massa-
chusetts supreme court as saying that peace-
ful rfm’m'nlmlt:tlml should mot be interfered
with.

But the interesting part of the debate was
the discussion between Carey and MacCart-
ney and Newton, of Everett, the republican
leader in the house. Carey had spoken at
some length, giving the principal reasons
for the bill's passage. He showed that any-
one could walk in front of any factory and
speak to whom he choose and not be injune-
tioned, but when workmen go out on strike,
if the strikers seek to speak to anyone and
acquaint them with the conditions existing
in the factory they were treated as if they
kad violated a criminal law. What was
right yesterday had become a criminal of-
fense today. If there is no statute against
peaceful communication, why should the
right be denied? When a judge issues an
injunction forbidding workmen to speak to
each other he becomes a law unto bimself,
assumes a legislative function and usurps
his power: We do not ask to violate any
law but only to protect certain people in
the exercise of their rights.

Newton asked if Carey meant that courts
had issued injunctions to prevent one man
from speaking to another. Carey said yes.
Injunctions of the most sweeping character
had been issued, citing the phraseology of

Brigham's amendment was adopted and

The support given the bill by
the labor was neither imp,
nor enthusiastic, and the whole fight for the
bill devolved upon the Soclalists who show-
ed themselves well able to take care of thelr
side. They succeeded in making the bill
one of the fssues of the legislatur
their victory is all the more complete since
they had the leaders of the house opposed
to them.

OQn the same afternoon that the strike
picketing bill was passed to a third reading
(May 29th), Carey's blll providing for the
referendum on statutory legislation came up
on the guestion of passage to a third read.
ing. This is the bill that Carey had suc-
ceeded in baving substituted for the adverse
committee report by a vote of i4 to 52

Keenan, of Boston, offered two amend-
ments. One substituted the words “general
laws” for the word “measures’” and the
other sought to make it so that only mat-
ters enacted during the current year shonld
be submitted to the people upon the petition
of 10 per cent of the voters.

Jackson, of Fall River, offered an amend-
ment providing that 10 per cent of the vot:
ers of the state be required in order to have
measures submitted to the people.

Carey, in his speech for the bill, pointed
out that Keenan's amendment would only
confer power to negate legislation, while
the bill gave 25,000 voters the power to in-
itate legislation. He spoke at some length
for the bill, and the principal speech in op-
position was made by Dana, of Newton, in
the course of which he said that this govern-
ment was bound to fail if ever pure democ-
racy prevails. MacCartney replied to Dana
in a splendid manner, and was followed
again by Carey, who gave what may be
called a philosophical discourse upon the
referendum and its principle. It was nearly
time for adjournment when they had finish-
ed and the vote was taken. concluding a
hard week’s work. The first Keenan amend-
ment was defeated by a vote of 63 to 65, the
Socialists favoring. Keenan's second amend
ment was refected by 29 to 71, with the
Socialists opposed. The Jackson amend-
ment received 14 against 71.  On a rising
vote the bill received 46 against 75. The
roll call was 45 to 53, with 36 pairs. and the
bill died,

On Monday the strike picketing bill came
up in the senate, and passed to a third read-
ing, after a short debate, by a vote of 13 to
12. Berry of Suffolk, presented the chief
opposition to the bill, and Bliss, of Hamp-
den, made the principal speech in fts favor.
On Thursday the was defeated on the
question of passing to be engrossed by a
vote of 16 to 11, and the expected had hap-
pened.

NATIONAI: PLATFOI{M OF THE
SOCIALIST PARTY.

Adopted at Indianapolis, July 31, 1901.

The Socialist party, in National con
vention assembled, reaffirms its adher-
ence to the principles of International
Socialism, and declares its aim to be.
the organization of the working class,
and those in sympathy with it, into a
political party, with the object of con-
quering the powers of government and
using them for the purpose of trans-
forming the present tem of private
ownership of the means of production
and distribution into collective owner-
ship by the entire peaple.

Formerly the . tools of production
were simple and owned by the indi-
vidual worker. Today the machine,
which is an improved and more devel-
oped tool of production, is owned by
the capitalists and not by the workers.
This ownership enables the capitalists
to control the product and keep the
workers dependent upon them.

Private ownership of the means of
production and distfibutioh’is respon-
sible for the ever increasing uncer-
tainty of livelihood and poverty and
misery of the working class, and it
divides society in two hostile classes
—the capitalists and wage-workers.
The once powerful middle class is rap-
idly disappearing in the mill of com-
petition.  The struggle is now between
the capitalist class and the working
class. The possession of the means of
livelihood gives to the capitalists the
control of the government, the press,
the pulpit and schools, and enables them
to reduce the workingmen to a state of
intellectual, physical and social infer-
iority, political subservience and virtual
slavery.

The ecconomic interests of the cap-
italist class dominate our entire social
system : the lives of the working class
are recklessly sacrificed for profit, wars
are fomented between nations, indis-
criminate slaughter is encouraged and
the destruction of whole races is sanc-
tioned in order that the capitalists may
extend their commercial dominion
abroad and enhance their supremacy at
home.

But the same economic causes which
developed capitalism are leading to
Socialism, which will abolish both the
capitalist class and the class of wage-
work: And the active force in
bringing about this new and higher
order of society is the working class.
All other classes, despite their apparent
or actual conflicts, are alike interested
in the upholding of the system of pri-
vate ownership of the instrument$ of
wealth production. The Democratic,
Republican, the bourgeois Public Own-
crship parties. and all other partics
which do not stand for the complete
overthrow of the capitalist system of
production, are alike political repre-
sentatives of the capitalist class.

The workers can most effectively act
as a class in their struggle against the
collective powers of capitalism, by con-
stituting themselves into a political
party, distinct from and opposed to all
parties formed by the propertied

asses.

While we-declare that the develop-
ment of cconomic conditions tends to
the overthrow\of the capitalist system,
we recognize that the time and manner
of the transition of Socialism also de-
pend upon the stage of development
reached by the proletariat. We, there—
fore, consider it of the utmost import-
ance for the Socialist party to support
active efforts of the working class
» better its condition and to elect So-
cialists to political offices. in order to
facilitate the attainment of this end.
As such means we advocate:

1. The public ownership of all
s of trangportation and communi-
tion and all other public utilitics as
well as of all industries controlled by
monopolies, trusts, and combines. No

m
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part of the revenue of such industrics
to be applied to the reduction of taxes
on property of the capitalist class, but
to be applied wholly to the increase
of wages and shortening of the hours
of labor of the employes, to the im-
provement of the service and diminish-
ing of the rates to the consumers.

2. The progressive reduction of the
hours of labor and the increase of
wages in order to decrease the share of
the capitalist and increase the share of
the worker in the product of labor.

State or national insurance of
working people in case of accidents,
lack of employment, sickness and want
in old age; the funds for this purpose
to be furnished by the government and
to be administered under the control
of the working class.

4. The inauguration of a system of
public industries, public credit to be
used for that purpose in order that the
workers be secured the full product of
their labor.

5. The education of all children up
to the age of eighteen years, and state
and municipal aid for books, clothing
and food.

6. Equal civil and political rights
for men and women.

7. The initiative and referendum,
proportional representation and the
right of recall of representatives by
their constituents,

But in advocating these measures as
steps in the overthrow of capitalism
and the establishment of the co-oper-
ative commonwealth, we warn the
working class against the so-called
public ownership /movement as an at-
tempt of the c'»[ftalisl class to secure
governmental control of public utilities
for the purposelof obtaining greater s
curity in the exploitation of other in-
dustries and not for the ameclioration
of the conditions of the working class.

POSTOFFICE SOCIALISM.

Editor of The Worker:

1 wish to second your remarks about the
Postoffice Department. The Rallway Postal
Clerks have had a bill up in Congress for the
iucrease of their wages for the last six years,
and they have still to get the increase. Last
year the clerks of Classes 5 and 4 were RE-
STORED TO THE SAME AS THEY RE-
IVED ABOUT TWENTY YEARS AGO,
0 they were reduced on account of the
rovernment being short of money. The gov-
ernment wanted to ECONOMIZE, and the
only way to do that was to LOWER THE
WAGES OF THE WORKERS, of course.
True capitallstic economy! Never a year
passes but we receive orders, about May 1,
to be saving of this or of that on account of
the appropriation being exhausted. Last
year it was the twine: this year it Is the
blank slips and printed slips.” The printing
on our slips Is pald for by ourselves; that is,
the printing used by clerks. Never heard of
A government OFFICIAL having to pay for
ANY of thelr printing.

We have an organization, the N. A. R. P.
C.. and every year the whole Association
gets down on thelr knees anu begs for what
everybody knows we have long been entitled
to. Every year we expectéd to be success-
ful, except the Socialists among us (there
are not many), who know that the congress-
men need not worry about the great majority
of R, P. C’s.
