In face of this sericus situation the
assembled delegates, despite their
diversity  of tendencies, quickly
reclized that trade union unity had te
be restored even at the peint of sacri-
fice or concessions on the part of the
m.iitants. It had 1¢ be carried further
--to its ultimate expression of a com-
pletely united front for defensive and
