tallsm is not imperinlism, but the ques-
tion of the unemployed in the large in-
dustrial centers. Arnold White, a cor-
respondent for the Inter Ocean, reviews
the situation there and proposes lmmi-
gration to the colonfes ns a remedy, In
spite of the palpable fact that thé cols
onles themselves contain a “‘reserve
army of industry” which Is aimost as
much of & menuce as in the older lands.

A legal luminary of this city has been
letting his farthing candle shine for
the bepefit of workingmen. H: has
glven it as his oplnion thai no man is
compelled ‘fo be an “unwilling’ ser-
vant, There, now! All the planawork.
ers, for instance, who last spring were
starved into submissidn by the cwners
of the factorfes, returned to thelr work |
“willingly.” All those men in the build-
ing trades who were driven by want
to accept jobs from the members of the
Contractors’ assoctation, did so “will-
ingly." This wise judge, to balance his
oplnion, and to show that what s
sauce for the proletarian goose is also
sauce for the cgpitalist gander, further-
more declared, that no employer can
be compelled against his wii keep
an employe. ‘Well, we should say not!

This wise decision is published in the
Chicago Journal under the extraordin-
ary heading, “Exery man is free to
pick his boss. That would be a glor-
lous privilege If true, but the fact Is it
iz utterly impoasible under existing
conditions. If the heading were trans-
posed 8o as to read, “Eveéry boss is free
to plek his own men,” it would {ar more
nearly coincide with conditions as they
now are, Every boss can pick his own
méen, because he is “boss.” If we work-
ingmen ever desire to obtain our Indus-
trial freedom, it is necessary to get a
pru]w[ understanding of the meaning
af this term, “boss,’” In the sense that
it is ured in capitalist society. 1t does
not necessarlly mean one whao directs
or superintends production, but Is de-
seriptive of an individual who can re-
fuse or discharge any worker at his
own -sweet will and leave him face to
face with misery and want. That is
what “boss'* means, and workingmen
must abolish him.

The applicant_having his first papers
and having reslded in the United States
five years, two years havinog expired
since he secured his first papers, must
appear agaln before the clerk of the
Superior Court., with his fArst papers
and a witness, who can swear to the
five years' residence and to his good
chayacter. The clerk will prepare a pa-
per which the applicant*and witness
will slgn and swear to. With the paper
80 prepared the applicant and his wit-
mess will appear before a county or clr-
cuit’ or superfor court judge for ex-
wmination, after which his clerk will
administer the oath, and the clerk of
the Circult Court or the Superior Court
