A review of the current bourgeois dance seseon
revesls these two trends: one, the bourgecis
public has turned to the esoteric in art, to
en interest in the exotic anc bizarre, (& sign

through nis dance, to furtner a better uncers
stancing by the West of thne Indian pecple, He
is "spokesman", he says, for his people, He
fails, nowever, to coafront us in any form
woatscever with the problems of the millions of
Incians who are suffering today under Hritish
Inperialism, althougn {f any "mission is to be
performed, surely that is v,
Esoudero, with nis two Assistant danseuses,
continues %o be a superlative vaudeville artist,
His sudject matter is based onm folk dance, anc
wnen ne isn't clowning for nis Audience, he re-
creates with brisimess but little imagination,
the cances of Andelusia, the &ypsies, etc, The
Sucience acores his "exotic" perforzance.

One of the staps towards the development of tne
members of the theatre troucs was taken by the
Norkers laboratory Theatre sometime ago by devo-
ting an entire evening to analysis and criticism
of every memder in the group. In the present
inetance concentratic: was on tne voice and the
facial expression. Every rember of tne troup was
asked to read both familiar and unfamiliar mater-
ial, The other members of tne troup were then
called upon to criticise anc maxe suggestions
for improving the individual's fuults, The di-
rector summed up the general opinion anc the
very next day put an analysis on the bulletin
board of the evenings criticism, The members
wore made more conscious of their faults and

how to get rid of them. A three months period
for cefinite improvemunt was set. 3ince that
time however, the tneatre has come in contact
with several new schools ef acting anc new me-
tnods of training whicn have wicened tne field
and would demand a different apuroach towards
some of the problems below, ' Nevertreless tnere
are several important and basic points which

are brought out in this analysis, Qther wor-
kers theatre groups should find tnis metnod help-
ful in improving their work. Analysis of scme
of the individual actors is here reprinted:
