Th ose who do not see th ings this

way must be made to understand
that it is the ca rdina l point of .our
struggle. Only when the assertion
for national political freedom
against the minority rule or again st
a system of Gov ern ment which is
incompatible with democratic
ideals becomes effective can our
probl ems be solve d. Only in this
way can we ensure the removal of
the disabilities of the Africans and
other oppresse d nat ionalities.

The main question which should
agita te the minds of everybody
m ust be : "What means must we
employ to bri ng about the convo­
cat ion of a nati onal convention?"

Of course, peopl e want all
these things. Wh at does political
powe r mean if it does not mean
guarante eing these things to the
people , if it does not mean the end
of Bant u authorities, job reserva­
tion, group area s, Bantu Educa­
tion, land to th e landless and a
share in the wealth of the country?

If those who pre ach the idea of
a nation al convention do not link
the dem and fo r a convention with
all these local and nat ional issues
which daily agi ta te the minds of
our people they will be failing
sadly in the ir mos t important task.
But tho se who think that the
oppressed people of S.A. only
wan t adjustme nts here and there
on these matters, are not only
mak ing a gross mistake but very
much underest imate the intelli­
gence of the oppressed people of
South Afr ica.

Why should our people be less
concerned with political rigbts
than the people in the rest of
Africa? Is it not true that in East
and Central Africa, for instance,
the most popular slogans are
" UHU RU" and " K WACA," which

It can hardly be expected that
the Indians and C oloureds require
a wise man from the East to tell
them that thei r removal under the
G roup Areas, the creation of a
special type of ed uca tion for them
and the creation of the Coloured
and Indianstans are in fact in their
interest s.

different things . For inst ance, to
some people the Rhodesian "Inda­
ba", the Coloured convention, the
Nat al convention or oth er similar
impo rtant con ferences or multi ­
rac ial gathe rings may be regar ded
as a nationa l convenjion. Yet this
is no t what we hav e in mind .

A Na tional Con vention or Con­
stituent Assembly in the rea l strict
sense of the word mea ns the sum­
moning of accredited delegates of
the nation with sovereign powers
to discuss and adopt a new consti­
tution or to effect fun dam ental
chang es iD tbe existing constitu­
tion.

T he assembly or convention
mus t derive its auth ority from the
people. H istor y is full of exam ples
of a na tiona l convent ion or con­
stituent assembly. To quote but a
few : - France, U.S .A., Irel and ,
U.S.S.R., South Af rica etc.

A convent ion or constituent as­
sembly may either be legal or ille­
gal. It is illega l when the people
decide themselves to convene such
a con vention and take over the
power s of a Gov ernm ent. That
happens wh en the re is a revolu­
tion. But It IS perfec tly legal when
a Go vernme nt call s a cons titue nt
assembly or a National C onven­
tion, as was the case for instance
10 Sout h Africa in 1909.

Our task at the present mo ment
iJ to agitat e and mobilise the
South Africa n peo ple to use every
possibl e lel:itimate polit ical pres­
sure to compel the Gov er nme nt to
call the con vention . There can be
no doubt that as the situa tion is
today , both inte rnationall y and
natio nall y, the idea of a national
convention can be made irr esist­
ible .

The re are some people who
man tain th at the Africans and the
rest of the Non -European people
are not very m uch concerned with
politic al rights and that a demand
for a national convention can ,
theref ore, have no ap peal to them.
Th ey ar e more concerned with
high wages, abolitio n of passes ,
business rights, bett er educ ational
faci lities, ·Iand, housing and em­
plo yment.

Belongs To All
We claim that South Africa is

not and never was a possesion of a
white minority but belong s to all
its citizens, black and white, an d
th at, therefore no Governm ent has
an y right to usurp the authority of
the people .

It was clearly with thi s spir it
and because of this convi ction tha t
at the Mar itzburg con ference 1,500
de legates represe nt ing the African
people from all walks of life unan­
imously adopted a resoluti on call­
ing upon the Government to con­
vene a national convention
rep resentative of all th e peop le of
South Afr ica irre spective of colour
or creed. The convention they
dem anded was n ot just a great
assembl y of our mu lti-racial
society to discu ss th eir wishes, but
a body capable of adop ting a
legally binding con stitu tion .

For the first time the Gov ern­
ment has now been informed th at
tbe desire of the majority is tbat
a national convention must be
convened with sovereign powers to
determ ine and decide on a new
non-ra clal constitution for South
Africa in any way tbe majority of
tbe delegates decide.

All important politic al bod ies in
the country have made the ir views
known on this issue. Le tters to
the Gove rn ment supporti ng this de­
mand ha ve been written not onl y
by poli tica l bodi es but also by reli­
gious organisations. The matter has
been discussed in Par liament.
New spapers and important indus­
tri alists have mad e thei r com ments.

If any government then denies
th e people these rights and in their
stead viciously oppresses them , as
b the case in South Africa, the
people have a sacred duty to alter
tbe position and work for its de­
strudion and its replacement by a
democratic non-racial government.

Now tha t the Goan pr obl em

- that o f West Irian (New
Guinea) - will soon be re­
solved.

The last remnant of the former
Dutch East Indies, West Iri an was
retained by Holland when the rest
of Indonesia won independence at
the end of their War of Independ­
ence in 1949. and is still adm inis­
tered as a Dutch colony today .
Since 1949 Indon esia has consist­
ently demanded that the Dutch
give lip their colony but they have
not done so.

Indonesia's stand on the ques­
tion was clearly fo rmulated by
President Sukarno in Los Angeles
in April of this year:

Finally we Quote the views of
veteran Fr ench commu nist, M.
Thorez, who reported back to his
Party :

''The Albania n leaders came out
against and are continuinn to
come out against the line of the
20th Congress and the policv the
Soviet Government is pursuine
when it pronoses disarmament and
urzes a policv of peaceful co­
existence. Th ev openly violated
solidarity with the other countries
of the socialist camp when thpv
refused to subscribe to the hids
for a denuclearis ed, missile-free
zone in the Ralkans which were
made by the Ruman ian and nul ­
earian zovemm ents. Th ev nave
inflated the personalit y cult to the
utmost and are using methods of
leadership analagous to those for
wh ich Stalin was iustly reproved."

Thorez then said tha t the Chi­
nese comra des were wrong when
th ey renroached Comr ade T<lim­
sch ov for his criticis m of the
Albanian comrades at the 22nd
Conzress. which thev claimed was
a deviation from the 81- Party
Statement. .

This reproach wall unju d . Tho­
rez said. The Soviet comrad es
exboullted every means contained
In tbls statemen t to adiust the
differences between the parties. It
was no lon~er possible to put off
open c:rltlclsm.

Chinese Press

American View
The editors of the independent

Meanwhile the Chinese Press
(which continues to carry fri endly
report s of construct ion in the
Soviet Union and which does not
carry the slightest hin ts of a cam­
paign 10 make the Chinese people
hostile to the Soviet Union) has
indicated which of the 'fraternal
parties' back the Albanian leader­
sh ip.

The Chinese themselves have
given great prominen ce to recent
activities in Albania and have
stressed that they fully suppo rt
the "corre ct" leadership of the
Albani an Workers ' Party. At the
same time they have prin ted a
number of articles contai ning
extremelv strong attacks upon the
Tito regime in Yugoslavia. which
they call tools of imperialism and
from whose policies they declare
all socialists can learn by "nega­
tive example" .

When tbe Soviet Union nnd
Albania were taking steps to with­
draw their respective ambassadors,
the Chinese Press promine ntly dis­
played messages from a number of
communist parties in different
parts of the world - mainly in
Asia - greeting the Albanian
Labour (CommunIst) Party on the
occasio n of its twenti eth anni ver­
sary.

Thes e messages came from the
commu nist parti es of China, Kore a,
Vietnam, Indonesia, Burma, T hai­
land. Australia, New Zealand and
Belgium. (The Belgian party has,
however, strongly criticised the
Albania n leadership.) The parties
of Ind onesia, Mala ya. Thailand
and Burma all emphasised in
their messages that they felt that
the Albanian leadersh ip was fol­
lowing "correct" policies, fighting
for peace and socialism under the
slogan "a pick-axe in the one hand
and a rifle in the other". The
Australian party also said that the
Albania n part y was proceeding on
an unshakeable found ation. while
the New Zealand party, in con­
veying its warmes t greetinas,
stated that all proble ms could be
solved on the basis of sociali st
principl es.

Moscow Repor t

"At the same time. bv dcnounc­
Inz Iead ers of the Albania n Partv
of Labour for reiectlnz the deci­
sions of the 20th Congress and
conti nuing the practices of the
Stali n cult. the Soviet Communists
arc saving bv both example and
precent to all other Commu nists
and Workers' parties tha t any
party which tolerates such prac­
tices Is ieoparc1isin~ Its own posi­
tion , discrediting soclal lsm, and

Example for Others

In a rcnort from Moscow 11S.
newsman John Pittm an makes the
following point s:

"Soviet sne aker s at the n nd
Congress of the Communist Party
of the Soviet Union link the
stru ggle against the Stalin 'cult'
and the 'anti-party groun' with
the measures of the third party
programme and the new rules to
extend democracy in the party and
the country.

"In denouncing the activities of
V. M. Molotov. Georgi Malenkov,
Lazar M. Kaaanovich and Kli­
menti Voro shilov, the delegates
re-emohasize how violation s of
socialist legal ity and democracy
seriously harmed the party and
the countr y. This review in effect
undermines any and all residual
opposit ion to sweeping changes in
party procedures proiccted in the
new party rules and to new plans
for turning more state func tions
over to the people.
