CONSTANTLY EZAR IN MIND THE CLASS STRUGGLE
A.D THE PROLETARIAN DICTATORSHIP

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One year ago, the May 16 "Circular" personally adopted by
our great beloved leader Chalrman Mao sounded the bugle call
of the great proletarian cultural revolution. Cn 1 June Chairman
Mao again decided to broadcast to the nation the first iHarxiste
Leninist poster, thus igniting the flames of the greatproletarian
cultural revolution. After one year of brave combat, the prole-
tarian revolutionaries eventually dragced out the Karushchev of
China, thus causing the conspiracy of imperlalism and modern
revisionism to use tneir ecents in China to topple the proletarian
dictatorship to meet with tne greatest debacle.

The exciting class struggleduring the past one year has
fully borne out our great leader Chairman Mao's sagacious dis-

tatorship." In the strugcle between the proletarian revolution-
ary line represented by Chairman Mao and the bourgeols reaction=-
ary line represented by Liu Shao-ch'i, as well as in the criticlsm
of the "Circular" of the Central Comnittee of Chinese Communist
party on the counter-revolutionary "February Outlines," the

focal point of strurgle is political powere. Thls means that the
proletariat wants to counsolidate the proletarian dictatorship

and the bourzeoisle wants to overthrow proletarian dictatorship.

Lenin said: "It 1s only when one recognizes class struzgle
and also 2t the same tirme recognizes proletarian dictatorshilp
that one can be a iarxist. Today, wnoever merely shouts for-
class strugsle but does not recognlize the proletarian dictator-
ship, wnoever rcfuses to recognize that there still exlsts the
strucgle between bourgeols restoration and the proletarian
counter-restoration under the historic circumstances of proletar=-
ian dictatorsalp cannot be a true Harxist. After our proletarian
revolutiozaries have selzed political power, if anyone does not
recognize the coantinued existence of the struggle between the
two classes aad two roads and should advocate that "one must
not talk about class struggle on all occasions," such a person
is 2lso not a true Marxist. Tae "Circular" of th: Central Com=-
mittee points out to us: "The present great cultural revolution
is only the first one and more are bound to be launched later.
Coarade Ilao Tse-~ting hes sald frequently in recent years that
tae question as to who will win thne revolution cz2n only be sete
tled during a rataer loag period of nistory. If i1t is not done
well, there is possibility for capitallst restoration any time.
Tae entire party members and people must not think that there
would be pezce after one or two, or even three or four great
cultural revolutions. By no means saould one lose one's vigilance,"
Jonetheless, tnere are people wao would talk about "consolidat-
ing proletarian dictatorship,” but actually all they do is to
alleze that "the crux for consolidating political power lies
in correctly resolving tae relztionship between leadership
and thre casses and the relationship between democracy and cen-
tralism.”" This kind of opinion is fraucht with tae flavor of

They wear the clcakx of "leftists" and raise the banner of rebel=-
lion to manufzcture oprositionists among the rank and file of
tae revolutionists. They create splits, Jeopardize class front,
and subvert the red regime. These are thelr new features as

well as taelr most sinister tricks?: what 1s more vicilous is
that they dicseminate falsehoods and twist facts in order to
confuse tiae bourdary of the two command headquarters and achieve
tneir criminal goal of shelling the proletarian command head-
quarterse.

We must maintain a high degree of vigilance against this
end be prepared to repel the frantic attack of the class enemy.
People wao regard our vigilance and counter-attack on the enemy
as "indication of weakness and exaggeration" are either muddle=-
headed or cherish ulterior motivese.

Chairman ras tauzht us:"The rights garnered by the people
must not be lost easily; they must be defended by combat." It
1s only after a devious struggle that our proletarian revolu-
tionaries nave selzed the power from tne faction in authority
in the party following the capltalist road. The red political
power must never be allowed to be lost and 1t must be defended
by combat.

To defend our red regime, the most urgent task 1s to tho-
roughly weed out the handful of top zuthorities in the party
treading the capitalist road and to eliminate the hidden threat.
It 1s incuxnbent on tae proletarian revolutionarles to realize
the great revolutionary coalition and the revolution's "three
coordinations" in the great criticism in order to consolidate
and develop proletarian dictatorship.

To defend our red political power, it is also necessary
to weed out the veteran anti-Coznunists, shameless renegades
and larcse and small political adve_nturers who have wormed their
ways into the party; we must struggle against them, push the
two-road struggle to the very end, and strengthen the dictator-
ship of the proletariat.

After power has been galined by tae revolutionaries, there
has been a chance in status. It behooves us to fully develop
the great demcceracy under proletarian dictatorship by allowing
tae broad wasses to oversee our worke It is necessary to trust
and depend upon the majority of the masses and to develop fully
the zas:ces' spirit of revolutionmary innovation. Lezdersiip orzans
aust be revolutlonlzed; it tenooves leadership cadres to serve
as the servants o thie peorle and rmust not detach themselves
froa the zmsses even £ 2 czent. Ey rallying witn the
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enterprise, it will be possible for the proletarian dictatorship
to remain invincible permanently.

In order to defend and consolidate our red political power,
waat s most basic is to study and apply Mao Tse-tung's ideology
flexibly as well as to place 1t before anything elsel Let the
splendorous Mao Tse-tung i1deology occupy all fronts. At present,
1t is necessary to study earnestly the 'Circular" of the Central
Corxmittee of CCP; it 1s also necessary to study assiduously
Chairman Mao's "Talk at the Yenan Forum on Literature and Art"
and the five documents on literature and art that were first
released, These splendid works rep-esent a great development
on Marxism-leninism rezardiag the theorles of class struggle
and proletarian dictatorsaip. They are also the program of our
great cultural revolution and the compass for consolidating pro-
letarian dictatorship.
