ln Revolutionory Storms

A QUARTER of a million jubilant revolutionary
/ [ mas,;es and the commanders and fighters of the
three services of the Chinese People'|s Liberation Army
in Tientsin 'warmly eelebrated the estabtrishment of
the Tientsin Municipal Revolutionary Cor.nrnittee at a
rally on December 6.

Ilailed as a great victory for the invincible thought
of Mao Tse-tung and for Chairman Mao's proletarian

and other wofk, promote prepatations against war and
achieve stitrl better results in all fields."

Comrade Cheng Shan-sheng, r:esponsible rnember
of the P.L.A. units stationed in Tientsin and Vice-
Chalrmzr,n of the'i"evolutlonary eommittee, .also spoke

at the rally. He said: Responding to Chairman Mao's
battJ.e call, the P.L.A. army, navy and air force units
stationed in Tientsin have been taking part in the city's

time our close comrades-in-arms. He expressed the
determination of the P.L.A units to follow Chairman
Mao's great sbategic plan, deferrd the great proletarian
cultural revolution with their hyes .and fight to the
end to fulfil all tasks assigned them by Chairman Mao.

We re-
solve to answer your great call and by relying on the
Elasses, strengthen the dictatorship of the proletariat,
consolidate the new revolutionary order and build the
newly born city oJ Tientsin into a rock-firm iron bas-
tion!"

The rally'was followed by a rnamrnoth demonstra-
tion.

Telegranos were sent and meetings vrere held by
tJee people and members of the P"L.A, throughout the
country to greet the establishrnent of the Tientsin Muni-
eipal Revolutionary Committe. They were deteurrined
