REVOLUTIONARIES MUST DESTROY FACTIONALISM

makes you feel ill-treated and not readily satisfied.

lutionary comnmiltee. You will establish ;our oun connections in order to wrethk

the commi“tee and will refuse to recognize ic.

It 15 in tiidis nanner that the closs cnemies utilize focetioralism to sabiotare the
revolutionar;: three-way alliance. Thidse who fizht for positions based on self-
interest or their raction's interest obJectively; assist the class enermdes in han-
pering or sabetaginz the revolutionary three-way alliance. A study of struz:iles
rcveals the above point. Is it not worth our attention?

Thae rrcat leader Chairman Mzo teachies us: "The aim of ever:y revolutionar: siru_-lez
in the world is the seizure and consolicdation of politienl pouer." The bnrsic
problem of revolution is one of political power.
