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[Text] The 30 January LIBERATION DAILY carrifes an editorial entitled "It is
impernissible %o bring factionalism into the revolutionary commitvtees," with
subtitie "The revoluticnary committees in the course of struggle should set up
proletarian authority." It says:

Under the direction ¢ Chairmar Mao's policy on the vevolutjorary three<iny ailiance,
many units in various trenns of the c¢ity have set up revoiuticnary commitises. One
o2& the mlliitarnt [asks eonrronting these newhorn revolutionary commitiees iIs to arm
themselves with the invinscipie thought of Mao Tse~tung and continue tneic resoliute,
uncompromising struggle wnin bourgeolis and petty-~hourgeois tactionaiism, This
reactionary social ftrerd rust not be permitted to run amok in the prciatarian pouer
organs,

Recently, the proletariar revolutionaries and revolutionavy masses fought a people!s
vwar of "encir:iement ana suppression” against factionalism., The setting up of a
larzer number of revolutlnnury committees is the result of victories in the
strengthening of party spir~it and overceming factionalism. However, would this
thing, this facvionalism, bezomne exhausted? Never! Class enemies still exlst,

and they will try 1in every vway to inflame ractionalism for the purpese of sowing
dissension, splitting cvur ranks, and subverting our political power. On this
question, we must never relax the required vigilance.

Yurthermore, bourgeois and petty-hourgeois ideas sftill exdst. Thiz is the foundation
for the birth and developuent of facticnalism. If our comrades do not pay serious
attention to remelding theilr worid cutiook or sciving the contradiction betiween
self-interest and public interest, if they cannot vigorously destroy self-interest
and give complete ascendency to pubiic interest, then it is qulte possibile for Them
to pick up fackionalism and bring it into the revolutionary committees.

Proletarian fighting heudquariers lead the masses in their struggle with class
encmies. Such proletarian fighting headquarters and bourgeocis and petty~bourgenis
racticnalism are as irrecconciiiable as fire and water. If we permit factionalism %c
go unchecked, the revolutionary committees wiil not have a united will, united
action, or united discipline. How can such revolutionary committees iead the masses
in the strugsle against class enemies?

If facticnalism is aliowed to develop unchecked, there is the possibility of a

second split. Such a c¢ondition has aiready existed in individual units. Some people
will critize others on a certain point, discarding all cther considerations,
whenever things are not favorable to their own faction. They will kick up a big fuss
and attack others with all their might. They will not hesitate to go at such lengths
as would topple their revolutionary committee. Can we permit the appezrance of such
subversive elements?

The editorial adds: This reactionary thing, factionalism, has very greatly hampered
the realization of the revolutionary great alliance and the revolutionary three-way
alliance. If it is allowed to continue, 1t will gravely hinder the consolidation of
the new political power. Its reactionary nature is particularly prominent,



If the comrades afflicted with the chronic disease of factionalism are unwilling

to submit to medical treatment and keep on with their mistakes, listening to nobody's
words, accepting nobody's opinion, and continuing to engage in factional activities,
they can be very easily exploited by the class enemies and led onto the wrong pa“a
of opposing the proletarian headquarters.

Over 20 years ago, Chairman Mao pointed out to us the danger of asserting independence
against the party. Chang Kuo-tao was one of those asserting such independence, and,
as a result, he became a renegade and & special agent. Comrades with the chronie
disease of factionalism must pay attention to this danger,

Of course, in opposing factionalism, we do not mean the forbidding of op.nions
different from ours in order to preserve the vulgar style of perfect harmony.
Different opinions should be fully and vividly debated, and mistakes or shortcomings
should be unreservedly criticized., However, this kind of debate and criticism

must conform to a principle: primary consideration should be given to the interests
of the people, but not that of individuals or small groups. Such debate and criticism
are the manifestation of party spirit which should be encouraged.

The editorial se&ys in conclusion: the struggle against bourgeois and petty-bourgeois
factionalism is a protracted task. The newborn revolutionary committees must be on
guard against the corrosion the reactionary trend of factionalism, We must wage
unrelenting and uncompromising struggles against this reactionary trend as soon as

it rears its head. We must incessantly strengthen our fighting power and set up
proletarian authority in the course of struggle.
